SETTING THE SCENE: Springfield takes the field on 
Mother's Day looking for a series victory over 
Corpus Christi (Astros) in the final game of a 6-
game set ... the Cardinals lead the series 3-2 
after a 7-5 win Friday night ... SHP Jurrangelo 
Cijntje (2-2, 5.74) takes the mound for opposite 
LHP Trey Dombroski (0-1, 4.58).


SWITCH ON ‘EM: SHP Jurrangelo Cijntje makes his 
7th start of the season for the Cardinals and his 
1st against the Hooks ... in his last start on May 
3 at NW Arkansas he allowed 3 runs on 5 hits 
over 5.0 IP with 5 strikeouts and 2 walks in a no-
decision (SGF won the game, 7-6) ... was his 1st 
start of 5.0+ innings since going 5.2 innings on 
Opening Night ... acquired by the Cardinals this 
offseason from Seattle in the Brendan Donovan 
trade ... ranked by MLB Pipeline as a top-100 
prospect in all of baseball.  


HOOK ‘EM: Today’s game is the 6th of 12 in the 
season series between the Cards and the Hooks 
... the Cardinals’ 13-game head-to-head win 
streak (dating back to 2025) was snapped on 
Thursday ... the Cardinals finished 11-1 against 
the Hooks in 2025 ... the clubs will play a 6-
game set on the Gulf Coast from Sept. 1-6. 


SERIES BUSINESS: A win on Sunday would clinch a 
series victory over the Hooks ... would mark 
Springfield’s first series win at home this season 
and its 2nd series win overall ... last won a series 
when they swept Amarillo in 3 games to open 
the season at Hodgetown ... the Cardinals have 
dropped 4-straight series since. 


ABOUT LAST NIGHT: IF Jeremy Rivas’ 2-run single 
in the 8th inning propelled the Cardinals to a 7-5 
win over the Hooks ... Springfield jumped out to 
an early 4-0 lead before Corpus Christi rallied 
back to tie the game in the middle innings ... OF 
Miguel Ugueto hit a solo homer in the 1st inning, 
his 2nd of the season, and added a double and 
a triple later in the game ... RHP Mason Burns 
pitched a scoreless 9th inning to pick up his 
team-leading 3rd save. 


DOYLE RULES: LHP Liam Doyle delivered the best 
start of his professional career in Friday night’s 
win ... he struck out a career-high 8 batters and 
completed 5.0 IP for the first time as a pro ... he 
did not factor into the decision but left the game 
after the 5th inning with a 4-2 lead ... he allowed 
2 runs on 5 hits and did not walk a batter ... was 
selected in the 1st round of the 2025 MLB Draft 
(5th overall) and is now ranked as the St. Louis’ 
top prospect. 


ARRIBA AR-RIVAS: IF Jeremy Rivas’ game-winning 
2-run single on Friday night extended his hitting 
streak to 7 games ... is 9x23 (.391) during the 
streak with 2 home runs ... marks the longest 
hitting streak for Springfield this season.
