Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds were defeated by the Fredericksburg Nationals in
Sunday's series finale, 10-2. Fredericksburg quickly took the lead in the bottom of the first
on a two-run single by Luke Dickerson. Coy James made it 4-0 with a two-run homer one
batter later. Delmarva slowly chipped away, scoring their first run in the third on an RBI
double by Joshua Liranzo. DJ Layton made it a 4-2 game in the fifth on a solo home run,
his first career home run. After the Shorebirds stranded the tying runs in scoring position
in the sixth, the Fred Nats broke the game open for good in the bottom half by scoring five
runs to take a 9-2 lead. They added one more in the eighth to go in front 10-2, and they'd
go on to win by that score, taking five out of six from the Shorebirds in the series.

Play the Hits, DJ: It's been a strong start to the season for DJ Layton in his first stint

with the Shorebirds. The 19-year-old utility man has reached base in all 12 of his starts,
collecting a hit in 11 of them, including a team-best five multi-hit games. He has reached
base in 26 of his first 53 plate appearances, for a .491 on-base percentage, and owns a
.609 batting average on balls in play. Layton hit his first career home run on April 12 at
Fredericksburg and is the team's current RBI leader with 9. His batting average (.357), on-
base percentage (.491), and OPS (1.062) are all top five among all Carolina League hitters.

Keeping the Ball in the Park: The Shorebirds have been haunted by home runs last week,
as Fredericksburg hit 12 long balls in the previous series. Delmarva pitchers have now
allowed 16 home runs this season, the second-most in the league, behind only Fayetteville
(20).

Praise the Lord: Kiefer Lord put together the best start of his young career on April 9
against Augusta, striking out a career-high 10 batters in 3.2 innings while walking none. He
followed that up by throwing a career-high five innings on April 15 at Fredericksburg, with
eight more strikeouts. His 21 strikeouts are currently tied for the third-most in the league
and the Shorebirds have won two of the three games he's started.

On the Double: Despite being last in the league with only five home runs as a team, the
Shorebirds offense currently ranks third in the league in doubles with 26, led by Junior
Ayabr who has far followed by Luis Almeyda, Joshua Liranzo, and Andrés Nolaya who
each have three.

Quick Whit: Braylon Whitaker has quietly found his groove at the plate, recording a hit in
seven of his last eight games and an RBI in three of those games. He has also reached base
safely in nine of his first eleven starts this season. Whitaker is also the early leader in the
clubhouse with two outfield assists this season.

Sloan Goes Up: LHP Braeden Sloan is the first Shorebird to earn a promotion to High-A
Frederick after receiving the call-up on April 17. The 17th-round pick from last season's
draft out of TCU retired 12 of the 13 batters he faced and struck out 10 of them. That
includes a perfect two innings of relief against Augusta on April 8, where he struck out five
of six batters he faced, thanks to his dominant change-up.

About the Warbirds: The Shorebirds will face the Carolina League's new franchise this week
for the first time as they face the Wilson Warbirds, the Single-A affiliate of the Milwaukee
Brewers. After 35 seasons as the Carolina Mudcats, the team moved 25 miles east from
Zebulon, North Carolina to Wilson as professional baseball is back in the city for the first time
since 1973 when the Wilson Pennats were part of the CO-OP League.
