ORNELAS HOMERS, RIDERS DROP WEDNESDAY DAY GAME:

The Tulsa Drillers homered three times Wednesday afternoon to take the second game of the week, 7-2, from the Frisco RoughRiders at ONEOK
Field. The Riders overcame an early deficit against Tulsa, but the Drillers plated six of their seven runs in the fifth through eighth innings. Frisco
overcame a 1-0 lead in the top of the third with two runs, thanks to a solo home run from Jonathan Ornelas and Dustin Harris later scoring
on a wild pitch. In the final inning for Avery Weems (1-3), Tulsa benefited from back-to-back doubles to tie the game and an RBI single from
Michael Busch to put Tulsa in front for good, all with two outs. Tulsa hopped on Weems with one run on two hits in the bottom of the first
inning after Frisco stranded the bases loaded in the top of the inning. Weems allowed one hit through his next three innings, however, racking
up six of his seven strikeouts in that juncture. On the first pitch of the top of the third, Ornelas knocked his third home run of the season to tie
Wednesday’s game, 1-1. Harris drew one of his three walks in the following at-bat and came in to score on a wild pitch from Tulsa starter Gus
Varland. Following the two-run fifth for Tulsa to retake the 3-2 lead, the Drillers got three solo home runs from James Outman, Chris Betts and
Michael Busch in the next two innings, inflating their 6-2 lead. Brandon Lewis drove in the game’s final run with an RBI single in the bottom of
the eighth inning for his first and only hit of the day.

DURAN, DURAN: DOUBLE TROUBLE

Riders infielder Ezequiel Duran is riding a eight-game hitting streak and leads all of Minor League Baseball in doubles with 14. Over his hitting
streak, the Dominican Republic native is hitting .471 (16-for-34)/.486/.853/1.339 with five doubles, two home runs, nine RBIs and only four
strikeouts. Duran also collected multiple hits in five-straight games until Wednesday at Tulsa.

AYYY, IT'S THE FOSC:

Riders infielder Justin Foscue has caught fire for Frisco. After starting in Extended Spring Training because of back tightness, he joined the club
on April 19th. Foscue went 1-for-7 in his first two games, but in his last 14, the former Mississippi State Bulldog has hit.321 (18-for-56)/.424/.625
with nine doubles, a triple, two home runs, nine RBIs, 10 walks and eight runs. He is riding an 13-game on base streak, where he owns a .448
OBP and a 1.052 OPS.

ROAD WARRIORS:

The RoughRiders have played 15 games at home and 14 games on the road so far in 2022. While they are just 7-8 at home, Frisco is 10-4 on the
road this season, the best road record in all of Minor League Baseball. Pitching has been dominant away from Riders Field, owning a 4.55 ERA
on the road and holding opponents to just a .230 BAA and eight home runs over the 14 games. The Riders have the third-best road ERA in the
Texas League and the sixth-best road OPS (.797) in the league. At home, Frisco’s pitching staff has a 4.07 ERA (fourth in the Texas League) and
the Riders have given up 17 home runs in 15 games while they have the sixth-best OPS in the league at home (.753).

JONNY ON THE SPOT:

Riders infielder Jonny Ornelas has been tearing the cover off of the baseball in recent days. Ornelas has batted .381 (37-for-97)/.423/.505/.928
in his last 24 games and .412 (28-for-68) with 1.047 OPS over his last 17 games. He has five games with at least three hits this season to lead
the club. Ornelas is also the youngest player on the Riders and the 21-year-old is the 10th-youngest in the Texas League. Ornelas owns a .362
average on the season, which is fourth in Double-A and the best in the Texas Rangers organization.

THE VIPER STRIKES AGAIN:

Known as “The Viper”since his college days at Alabama, Frisco reliever Chase Lee has struck quickly and often this season. Over his 11 outings,
Lee has allowed just four hits (.100 BAA) while not allowing a run and going 3-for-3 in save opportunities. In his 12.1 innings, Lee has whiffed 15
while walking just six. Lee spurs a bullpen that is the best in the Texas League in ERA (3.76) and BAA (.192), which is also third in the minors.

ALLOW ME TO REINTRODUCE MYSELF:

Riders reliever Seth Nordlin was flat out dominant in his outing against Northwest Arkansas on two Fridays ago. Nordlin threw four shutout
innings, retiring all 12 batters he faced with four strikeouts. After throwing a first-pitch ball on his very first offering, Nordlin threw 22-straight
strikes over the next three innings. Overall, he threw 34 pitches, 29 for strikes. Ever since his first game of the season when he allowed four runs,
Nordlin has gone 2-0 with a 1.04 ERA over 17.1 IP. During that span, opponents are just hitting .091 (5-for-55) against him while he has whiffed
18 and walked five.

REARVIEW MIRRORS:

Since the 2019 season ended and the standings reset on September 3rd, 2019, the RoughRiders have not been in second place for 981 days.
From the season-opening game in 2021, the RoughRiders held first place the entire season and have now been in first place for every game in
2022 as well.

LOOK AT ALL THAT TALENT:

While RHP Jack Leiter headlines the top 30 prospects talent on the squad as the No.1 prospect, the Riders back up him with plenty of players
to watch. INF Ezequiel Duran slots in as the No. 4 prospect in the organization after the Rangers acquired him from the Yankees as part of the
Joey Gallo deal at the 2021 deadline. INF Justin Foscue, who joined the club after sustaining an injury during spring training, is the No. 5 pros-
pect. OF Dustin Harris is the No. 6 prospect after his incredible 20-20 campaign a year ago. Another trade piece, Harris came to the Rangers
when they dealt Mike Minor to the A’s in 2020. LHP Cody Bradford is the No. 20 prospect. Bradford, a former Baylor Bear from Aledo, Texas, led
all Rangers farmhands in strikeouts last season. RHP Zak Kent slots in as the No. 21 prospect by MLB.com. LHP Cole Ragans was just added to
the top 30 at No. 30 during the season with the graduation of RHP Glen Otto.
