
TODAY'S GAME: The Curve continue another series with the Akron RubberDucks. When this series wraps up, the Curve will have 
played 15 of their first 39 games this season against the 'Ducks

LAST TIME OUT: Sean Sullivan spun seven scoreless innings and the Curve rallied for three runs in the top of the ninth to earn their 
ninth win of the season.

A GOOD START TO THE WEEK: Altoona starting pitchers have turned in a brilliant start to their week in Akron as Braxton Ashcraft, 
Po-Yu Chen and Sean Sullivan have combined to record a 1.86 ERA (4 ER / 19.1 IP) with just 12 hits allowed, 3 walks and 16 K's.

DUCK TALES: After earning an Opening Night win against the RubberDucks on April 5 at Canal Park, Altoona dropped 10 straight 
games to Akron before earning a 4-1 win on Thursday, May 16. The 10-game losing streak to Akron matches the longest losing 
streak in franchise history against a single opponent, coincidentally in 2002; the Curve dropped 10 straight to Akron from April 25-
July 13 of that season.

A 'CRAFT FIT TO CARRY THE CURVE: Right-hander Braxton Ashcraft turned in the team's best performance in recent memory 
with a career-best 7.0 scoreless innings with 10 strikeouts against the Akron RubberDucks on May 14. Ashcraft set career-high's in 
innings pitched (7.0) and strikeouts (10), his 10 K's were the most by a Curve pitcher since May 2, 2023 when Kyle Nicolas struck out 
10 Richmond Flying Squirrels. Ashcraft has thrown 13.0 consecutive scoreless innings over his last 3 starts.

Entering play on Friday, May 17, Ashcraft is one of seven Double-A pitchers (min 30.0 IP) who has walked fewer than 5% of hitters 
he's faced (3.8% - 5 BB in 32.1 IP) this season. He is sixth among Double-A Pitchers and 13th overall in MiLB (min 30.0 IP) in 
swinging strike percentage (total number of whiffs divided by pitches thrown) with a 16.3% mark. 

NOWHERE TO GO BUT UP: Entering play on Friday, May 17, Altoona has the worst record among professional baseball teams with 
an 9-27 record. The Curve are the only other team in the affiliated minors with fewer than 10 wins.

PO-YU PONIES UP: Right-hander Po-Yu Chen has turned in his two best starts of the season to begin the month of May. Chen has 
allowed just 6 earned runs in 16.2 IP in the month (3.24 ERA) with 9 strikeouts including a 6.0 inning outing against Somerset on 
May 9. 

THE STREAK TO FORGET: The Curve dropped 15 straight games from April 20-May 4, the longest losing streak in franchise 
history. It is the longest losing streak by an Eastern League team since Richmond lost 15 straight in 2015, the longest in the circuit 
since 2005. Altoona finally put an end to the misery with a 6-2 win at Harrisburg in which Anthony Solometo and Bubba Chandler 
combined for 6.0 scoreless innings while Tsung-Che Cheng and Aaron Shackelford each picked up 3 hits.

SOME HISTORY: Altoona's 9-27 start is the worst record for the club through 36 games in franchise history, surpassing the 2009 
Curve who started the season 12-24. The 5 wins in the month of April were the fewest for the team in a calendar month in which 
they played at least 15 games.

POWER OUTAGE: Altoona's 19 home runs hit through 36 games ranks 27th among 30 Double-A teams. 

THE RUBBER DUCKIES: Greg DiCenzo takes over for the 'Ducks after spending last season as the Bench Coach at Triple-A Colum-
bus. 2024 is Dicenzo's fourth season working in the Guardians system after spending 12 years as the Head Coach for Holy Cross 
where he led his team to 20 or more wins 10 times. Akron has several top prospects in their lineup including OF Chase DeLauter, OF 
Petey Halpin, INF Milan Tolentino and INF Kahlil Watson.

THE FIRST TO QUACK: Tommy Mace makes his third start of the season, he has thrown 10.1 IP and allowed 4 runs (2 earned) 
against the Curve. Mace's name is all over the Eastern League leaderboards entering play today, he ranks 2nd in ERA (1.86), 1st 
in W (4), 2nd in WHIP (0.93) and T-3rd in IP (38.2). Mace was the 69th overall selection by Cleveland in 2021 out of the University 
of Florida. The Tampa native joined the 'Ducks in late-June, 2023 and steadied the rotation, he recorded a 2.66 ERA in 5 games (2 
starts) during the month of July. Mace attended Sunlake High School in Florida and uses a 5-pitch arsenal that includes the addition 
of a cutter in his final season at Florida.
