June 25: RubberDucks 8, Senators 1: Jorge Burgos had a career-
high four hits including a home run while Rodney Boone worked six 
scoreless innings on the bump to guide Akron to the 8-1 win. 
 

Today’s starting pitcher: Tommy Mace makes his 50th career start 
for the RubberDucks on Thursday and his 14th of the 2025 season. 
The right-hander is coming off a loss in Portland last week allowing 
seven runs over five innings. Mace is tied for second in the Eastern 
League in wins while also ranking top 10 in ERA (sixth), average 
against (third, .197) and WHIP (tenth, 1.25). He has a career 2.17 
ERA in six starts with 21 strikeouts against the Senators. 
 

Rehab week at Canal Park: Guardians relievers Trevor Stephan 
and Paul Sewald both made rehab appearances on Tuesday for 
Akron combining to strikeout three over three scoreless innings. 
Stephan is working back from 2024 Tommy John surgery. He has 
appeared in 180 career games for the Guardians since being selected 
from the Yankees in the Rule 5 in Dec. 2020 (16-13, 3.73 ERA, six 
saves, 232 strikeouts, 195.2 IP). Stephan pitched three times at Canal 
Park prior to Tuesday while playing for the Trenton Thunder (2018 
and 2019). Sewald is working back from a right shoulder strain that 
landed him on the IL on April 29. He was 1-1 with a 6.17 ERA, one 
save and 15 strikeouts over 11.2 innings pitched this season with the 
Guardians (signed with Cleveland as a free agent this offseason). 
Harrisburg will also have two MLB rehabs this week in Akron as 
Nationals infielder Paul DeJong and pitcher Mason Thompson will 
continue their rehab assignments. 
 
Advincula in Akron: Jonah Advincula joins the RubberDucks from 
High-A Lake County to start the second half. The outfielder was 
promoted to Akron on June 23 after batting .278 with five homers, five 
doubles, four triples and 23 RBI in 55 games with the Captains this 
season. He is joining Akron in the midst of an impressive month that 
has seen him bat .362/.516/.723 with four homers and 11 stolen 
bases in 15 June games with the Captains. 
 
Good eye: The RubberDucks have walked 312 times this season, 
which is most in the Eastern League and third most in Double-A. 
Cooper Ingle (44) leads the RubberDucks and is second in the 
Eastern League while Dayan Frias (42) is second on the 
RubberDucks and fourth in the EL in free passes. The RubberDucks 
worked eight walks in their win on May 31 in Somerset. 12 Akron 
batters have worked double digit walks so far this season, and seven 
(Frias, Ingle, Jorge Burgos, Kahlil Watson, Jake Fox, Joe Lampe 
and Alex Mooney) have drawn 20+ walks. 
 

RubberDucks host the Senators: Akron and Harrisburg will face off 
for the first of three meetings between the two clubs and the first of 
two meetings at Canal Park. Akron and Harrisburg split the 2024 
season series 9-9 with Akron going 4-2 at Canal Park. Akron leads 
the all-time series between the two franchises 297-278. Top prospects 
in this series include:

First half recap: The Akron RubberDucks finished the first half 43-25, 
which was good for second best in the Eastern League Southwest 
Division (1.5 games behind Erie). Akron and Erie took the first half 
race down to the second to last day of the half when an Akron loss 
and Erie win clinched the division for the SeaWolves. The 
RubberDucks pitchers worked to 3.20 ERA with 573 strikeouts over 
584.1 innings during the half. Austin Peterson led the team (min. 10 
IP) and Eastern League (qualified pitchers) with a 1.47 ERA in the half 
before being promoted to Columbus on June 13. Akron batters hit 
.224/.326/.360 during the first half with 104 doubles, 20 triples, 49 
homers and 290 RBI. Akron swiped 82 bases led by Alex Mooney 
with 21, which is fifth most in the Eastern League. To reach the 
playoffs in 2025, the RubberDucks must follow the same path as the 
2024 team, winning the EL second half Southwest Division race. 
 
Burgos power: Jorge Burgos hit his 11th homer of the season on 
Wednesday. Burgos’ 11 bombs leads the RubberDucks and is fifth in 
the Eastern League. Burgos also had two RBI on Wednesday, which 
increased his Eastern League lead to 51. These 51 RBI are also most 
in the Guardians organization. Burgos career high in RBI is 66 in 
2022. Since 2024, Burgos has driven in 108. 
 

Closing Time: The Akron RubberDucks have recorded 22 saves this 
season, which is second most in the Eastern League behind 
Binghamton (23) and third most in Double-A. Zane Morehouse leads 
the Ducks with 6 saves (fourth most in EL) while Magnus Ellerts and 
Davis Sharpe are tied for second with four each. In total, eight 
RubberDucks pitchers have recorded a save this season. 
 
Can’t start a fire without a spark: The RubberDucks are outscoring 
opponents 49-18 in the first inning and 83-43 over the first two innings 
this season. Akron is 37-9 when scoring first (most wins in the Eastern 
League when scoring first). The RubberDucks batters have 107 hits 
the first time through the order this year, and Akron leadoff man 
Cooper Ingle is batting .284 when leading off an inning this season.

#26 Manager Greg DiCenzo enters his fifth season with the Guardians organization. The 2024 season will be DiCenzo’s second as RubberDucks manager, and 
fourth as a manager in the Guardians organization. He guided the RubberDucks to an 80-58 record and an Eastern League playoff appearance in 2024. 

Prior to becoming Triple-A Columbus’ bench coach in 2023, DiCenzo spent the 2021 and 2022 seasons as the manager in High-A Lake County. He guided the 
Captains to a 141-108 record in his two seasons including a Midwest League finals appearance in 2022. 

A native of Duxbury, MA, DiCenzo was the head baseball coach at Holy Cross for 12 seasons prior to joining the Cleveland organization. The Crusaders went 
137-109 in Patriot League play during his tenure, including a 2017 Patriot League Championship, and posted 20-win seasons in 10 of those 12 years. 

#55 Hitting Coach Jordan Becker enters his sixth season with the Guardians organization and second with the RubberDucks. In 2023, Becker served as the 
hitting coach for Lake County.  

Becker joined the Cleveland organization in 2019 after a collegiate coaching career that saw stops at Riverside Community College and New Mexico State 
University. 

#29 Hitting Coach Ian Forster enters his sixth season in the Guardians organization and second season in Akron. Forster will also be a hitting coach for 
RubberDucks and returns to Akron after serving as the RubberDucks assistant hitting coach in 2023. He was the Arizona Complex Guardians hitting coach in 
2024. 

A graduate of North Olmsted High School, Forster played four years at Baldwin Wallace University in Berea. 

#12 Pitching Coach Kevin Erminio enters his sixth season in the Guardians organization and first season with the RubberDucks. Prior to coming to Akron, 
Erminio was the pitching coach for the Lake County Captains for the 2023 and 2024 seasons.  

Erminio joined the Guardians organization after a collegiate coaching career that included stops as a pitching coach in Oxford at Miami University and 13 
seasons at Kennesaw State.  

#54 Pitching Coach Michael Poole enters his third season in the Guardians organization and second season with the RubberDucks. He will be a pitching 
coach in 2025 after spending 2024 as Akron’s assistant pitching coach. Prior to joining the RubberDucks, Poole was the pitching development coach on the 
Arizona Complex Academy staff. 

A native of Akron, Poole played at Cuyahoga Community College and Lake Erie College before starting his coaching career at Inspiration Academy (FL) in 2019. 
Poole was an assistant coach at LSU-Eunice for the Bengals D2 JUCO World Series Championship season in 2021. 

#49 Bench Coach Marc Mumper enters his third season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. He will also serve as the Guardians 
organization’s assistant infield coordinator. Prior to coming to Akron, Mumper spent 2024 as the bench coach for Lake County. 

A native of Highlands Ranch, CO, Mumper played 157 games from 2016-19 for Grand Canyon University. He then went on to coach at the college level in 
several different roles from 2019-22 before joining the Guardians organization. 

#41 Development Coach Seth Caddell enters his second season as a coach in the Guardians organization and second season with the RubberDucks. Before 
joining the RubberDucks coaching staff in 2024, Caddell played in the Guardians organization for three seasons as a catcher. 

Athletic Trainer Derrik Diaz enters his eighth season in the Guardians organization and second season with the RubberDucks. He also serves as the 
Guardians organization’s assistant coordinator for Dominican Republic Medical Services. Diaz was the Eastern League Athletic Trainer of the Year in 2024. Prior 
to coming to Akron, Diaz served as the head athletic trainer for the Dominican Republic Complex in 2023. 

Assistant Athletic Trainer Karina Gonzalez enters her third season in the Guardians organization and second season in Akron. Prior to coming to Akron, 
Gonzalez spent the 2023 season at the Guardians complex in Goodyear. 

Strength and Conditioning Coach Mo Cuevas enters his 10th season with the Guardians organization and third season in Akron. He was the Eastern League 
Strength Coach of the Year in 2024. Prior to joining the RubberDucks, Cuevas served as the Guardians rehab strength and conditioning coach in 2022.
