LAST TIME OUT: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats lost four of five to the Binghamton Rumble Ponies last week with their 
lone win of the series coming on Friday. Last time out, the Fisher Cats lost by a score of 9-4 on Saturday night. On 
Sunday, New Hampshire led 5-1 in the third inning, but inclement weather delayed the game for over an hour and a half 
before the decision was made to cancel the game. Because the two teams do not meet again in the second half, the 
game will not be made up. The season series ends with Binghamton winning 11 of 17 total meetings. 
 
HIRALDO IS HOT: 2B Miguel Hiraldo is the hottest hitter right now in the Fisher Cats lineup. The second baseman is 
hitting a team-high .354 with seven homers and a team-leading 26 RBI in the month of August after hitting two homers 
and driving in six RBI on Friday. It’s the second time this month where Hiraldo has recorded a multi-homer, six RBI game. 
The 22-year-old has driven in the second most RBI in the Eastern League this month and has driven in the most RBI by a 
Fisher Cat in a single month this season. 
 
WE GO OUTTA HERE IN AUGUST: After hitting two more homers on Saturday, New Hampshire has hit 34 home runs in 
August, the third-most homers in the month behind Reading and Somerset. The last time the Fisher Cats led the league in 
homers for a single month was in May when they blasted 38 along with Somerset. Miguel Hiraldo and Damiano 
Palmegiani have led the team in home runs this month with seven and six, respectively.  
 
ROCKIN’ AND RODEN: OF Alan Roden has been on a tear at the plate over his last 10 games. The Blue Jays No. 7 
prospect is hitting .475 (19-for-40) with three doubles, three homers and eight RBI and has struck out only six times. On 
Friday, Roden went 3-for-4 with a double and three RBI, including his fifth Double-A homer. He has had three 3+ hit 
games this month. 
 
TIEDEMANN ON A TUESDAY: LHP Ricky Tiedemann makes his eighth start of the year and his second against 
Reading. The Blue Jays No. 1 prospect struck out three, walked three and gave up a pair of runs in 1.2 innings in his last 
start on Wednesday against Binghamton. Tiedemann will be looking for a much-improved outing against Reading after 
recording only two outs last time he faced the Fightin’ Phils at home on Aug. 11. The southpaw has struck out 32 batters 
in 18.2 innings this season. 
 
SIZING UP THE FIGHTIN’ PHILS: Reading took four of six at Harrisburg this past week and has won four of its last five. 
Three of the four wins were decided by just two runs or less, including an 11-inning win on Friday. The Fisher Cats have 
performed very well against the Fightin’ Phils this season, winning all three series meetings and winning 12 of 18 total 
meetings. Last time New Hampshire played at FirstEnergy Stadium, the Fisher Cats hit a series-high 16 homers from May  
9-14. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (August 29, 2019) — Thomas Hatch struck out 11 in seven strong innings and 
Josh Palacios hit a three-run home run to give New Hampshire an 8-2 win over Trenton from Delta Dental Stadium. Riley 
Adams and Brock Lundquist collected two hits each in the victory. 
   
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: Toronto (72-60) defeated Washington last 
night 6-3. Kevin Gausman reached 200 strikeouts on the season after striking out seven in five innings and Danny Jansen 
hit his 16th home run…Buffalo (61-63) split its series against Syracuse after winning the finale 5-2 on Sunday. The Bisons 
host Indianapolis for six games…Vancouver (73-46) lost 8-5 to Spokane in the series finale to drop the series four games 
to two. The C’s stay at home to host Hillsboro for six games this week.... Dunedin (58-62) won five of six against St. Lucie, 
despite one game being suspended and another game being postponed due to inclement weather. The D-Jays visit Daytona 
for six games.  
 
COMING UP: The Fisher Cats are on the road against the Reading Fightin’ Phils until Sunday. Then, they will visit the 
Bowie BaySox for six games beginning Tuesday, September 5. The final home stand of the regular season begins Tuesday, 
September 12 against the defending Eastern League champions and this season’s first-half champions, the Somerset
