ANOTHER WALK-OFF WIN ON SATURDAY: The Fresno Grizzlies (40-27, 2-0) outlasted the Stockton Ports (26-40, 0-2) 4-3 in 11 innings Sat-
urday evening from Chukchansi Park. The Grizzlies enjoyed their second straight Saturday walk-off (6-5 on June 15) and their sixth overall
in 2024. The longest game in terms of frames saw Fresno earn a series victory over Stockton. The Grizzlies improved to 6-2 in extra innings
and have won their last six games of free baseball. Fresno is now 9-10 in one-run affairs (7-4 at home) and 32-10 when scoring first (14-4
at Chukchansi Park). It was the Grizzlies’ fourth consecutive win at home, moving them to 75-26 all-time against the Ports with a 14-3 mark
this year. The teams traded zeroes for seven and a half innings before Fresno plated a run in the bottom of the eighth. Stockton took the
lead with two outs in the top of the ninth as Ryan Lasko delivered a two-strike single to center. The Grizzlies knotted the game at two in the
bottom of the ninth when Jason Hinchman smacked a clutch RBI double with two outs. The game went in extras, where both teams plated
one run each in the 10th. After Stockton was held scoreless in the top of the 11th, Fresno needed one run to win. Newcomer Brad Cumbest
whacked a single that deflected off the pitcher Diego Barrera (5-2, loss) and into center field, scoring Andy Perez. The walk-off knock sent
Growlifornia into a frenzy. It was Cumbest’s fourth game since joining Fresno earlier this week.

STOCK-PILING SOME STATS: The Fresno Grizzlies and Stockton Ports (Oakland Athletics Single-A affiliate) conclude their six-game series
tonight at Chukchansi Park. This is the third of five series between the clubs in 2024 and the first set in Fresno. The Grizzlies are 75-26 all-
time (18-12 last year, fourth most wins all-time in a single-season vs. one team) against the Ports with a 40-8 all-time record (10-2 this year)
at Banner Island Ballpark. In 2022, Fresno went 26-4 against Stockton with a +123 run differential (239-116). Those 26 wins broke the team
record for the most victories against an opponent in a single season.

FARM GROWN: Today, the Grizzlies hand the ball to RHP Jace Kaminska. Kaminska was selected by the Rockies in the 10th round (Pick 292)
of the 2023 MLB Draft out of Nebraska. Kaminska made 14 starts for the Cornhuskers in 2023, going 7-3 with a 413 ERA and 1.14 WHIP. Prior
to Nebraska, Kaminska pitched for Wichita State and Caney Valley High School in Caney, Kansas.

MAHONEY’S MASTERFUL COMPLETE GAME SHUTOUT: Grizzlies’ RHP Jack Mahoney (4-4, win) was almost unhittable in his 12th start of the
season on Friday, June 21, giving Fresno their seventh shutout victory of the year. Mahoney went the distance with catcher Ben McCabe,
firing a nine-inning complete game shutout, the first in Minor League Baseball this season. The only other Minor League pitcher to toss a
nine-inning complete game in 2024 was fellow Rockies’ and former Grizzlies lefty Sean Sullivan with High-A Spokane. Mahoney faced two
over the minimum, retiring the first 16 batters in the contest. He allowed a one-out single to Carlos Franco in the sixth and a two-out double
to Nelson Beltran in the eighth. Mahoney did not issue a walk and fanned four batters. He struck out half of those batters in the first inning
and finished the complete game shutout with another punchout, this time of Dereck Salom. Mahoney ended his unbelievable feat with 95
pitches (69 strikes), yielding 18 groundouts. He received a lot of defensive support as Caleb Hobson made an unreal catch in center to end
the fourth and his infielders recorded multiple tough outs. Mahoney has not allowed a run in 15 straight innings, spanning two starts.

JACK MAHONEY JOINS ELITE COMPANY: The Rockies #19 prospect became the 19th pitcher in Grizzlies history to notch a complete game
shutout (Jack Mahoney wears #19 on his jersey as well) and the first since the club entered Single-A in 2021. Mahoney joins Chris Heston
(two complete game shutouts), Chris Begg, Jason Berken, Darin Blood, Madison Bumgarner, Austin Fleet, Ryan Jensen, Sun-Woo Kim,
Andrew Kown, Shane Loux, Noah Lowery, Ramon Ortiz, Brad Peacock, Brady Rodgers, Cy Sneed, Steve Soderstrom, Cesar Valdez and

Barry Zito as Grizzlies’ pitchers to accomplish the feat (done 20 times overall). The most recent complete game shutout in Fresno history
was thrown by Cy Sneed (Houston Astros), who did it on June 21, 2018 versus Albuquerque (Rockies affiliate) at Chukchansi Park, exactly six
years ago to the date (also an 8-0 final). There have been 58 total complete games in Grizzlies history, with the last three involving a Rockies
affiliate. This was the first complete game comprising of the Grizzlies and Rockies since joining ties in 2021

NO DENT ON CADE’S ERA: Grizzlies’ RHP Cade Denton has made 11 appearances out of the bullpen since joining Fresno on May 21st. Denton
is sporting a 0.79 ERA and 0.62 WHIP while batters are hitting .103 against him. In 11.1 innings, Denton has allowed two runs (one earned), on
four hits, three walks and two hit-by-pitches while punching out 12. Over seven games, the Rockies #29 prospect has not permitted a run at
home this season. In 6.2 frames, Denton has given up one hit and one walk while striking out five.

NEW MAN AT THE TOP OF THE LINEUP: Grizzlies’ OF Caleb Hobson has relished his new role as the team’s leadoff hitter. Since Hobson has
been plugged into the leadoff spot, he has reached base 51 times in 114 plate appearances (24 games). In nine of those 24 games, Hobson
has made it on base three or more times, combining to score 27 runs. Part of Hobson’s success is in his first plate appearance of the game,
where he is 7-for-17 with a double, six walks and one hit-by-pitch. Six of his seven hits have been singles with two of them landing as bunt
singles. Hobson has also swiped 16 bags, picking up two of them in five of those leadoff games (21 stolen bases on the season).

A+ FROM ANDY PEREZ: Grizzlies’ INF Andy Perez hit safely in his first 18 games and 23 of his first 24 contests to start the season, his longest
hit streak while in a Fresno uniform (two seasons). It was the second longest hit streak in the Grizzlies/Rockies affiliation since Drew Romo
in 2021 (21 games, July 6-August 15) and it was the longest active streak in Minor League Baseball at the time. Perez went 26-for-76 (342
AVG/.383 OBP/.579 SLG/.962 OPS) with three homers (one grand slam), three triples, three doubles, 18 RBI, 12 runs, five walks and two stolen
bases in that hit streak stretch. Perez’s triple on May 31 at San Jose was his 11th in a Grizzlies uniform, putting him two triples shy of joining
the Grizzlies Top 10 Career Records. Juan Melo and Roger Kieschnick are tied for ninth all-time with 13 triples.
