
DOUBLE TAKE: Nashville and Louisivlle will play a doubleheader at Louisville 
Slugger Field on Thursday to make up for the rainout on Tuesday. The Sounds 
will turn to no. 26-ranked prospect Coleman Crow in game one. Crow is tied for 
the team lead in wins (3) and will make his first career appearance against the 
Bats. LHP Thomas Pannone will get the start in game two and his seventh career 
game against Louisville (1-2, 6.66 ERA, 25.2 IP, 22 K, 5 BB). Nashville has split both 
doubleheaders played in 2026 season so far while the Bats will play their first twin 
bill of the season today. 

FOUR QUERO: Jeferson Quero crushed his fourth homer of the season to give the 
Sounds a 2-0 lead in the top of the second inning in Wednesday's loss to Louisivlle. 
The Brewers no. 7-rated prospect finishedt the day 3-for-4 with two RBI. Quero 
currently ranks third on the team in HR behind Luis Lara (7) and Eddys Leonard 
(5) and leads the team with 20 RBI. In eight career games against Louisville since 
making his Triple-A debut, Quero is hitting .387 (12-for-31) with three homers, two 
doubles, and 10 RBI.
 
UN-23-LIEVABLE: Brewers no. 21-rated prospect Brock Wilken extended his 
on-base streak to 23 consecutive games in Wednesday's matchup versus the 
Louisville Bats. He went 1-for-2 with a double before exiting the game after fouling 
a ball of his leg in the sixth inning. Since beginning his streak on April 10, Wilken is 
hitting .240 (18-for-75) with 11 XBH and 16 RBI. He is currently tied for first in the 
International League for the longest active on-base streak with J.J. Bleday (LOU) 
and is tied for the sixth-longest ative streak in Triple-A. He leads all Nashville 
players with his eight doubles on the season and is tied for the most doubles in the 
Brewers farm system along with Biloxi's Blake Burke and Damon Keith.

LARA DINGERS: Luis Lara added to his team lead with his seventh home run 
of the season in Wednesday's loss. The Brewers no. 11-rated prospect is T-10th 
in the International League in home runs after hitting just 10 career home runs 
through his first 398 professional games. The 21-year-old remains tied for first in 
the International League in hits (41) along with Louisville's Edwin Arroyo. He also 
leads the league in runs (31), ranks fourth in OPS (.980), sixth in total bases (68), 
seventh in AVG (.333), and eighth in OBP (.427) through his first 33 games with 
Nashville. 

MULT-JETT: Brewers no. 3-rated prospect Jett Williams added his eighth multi-
hit game of the year after finishing Wednesday 2-for-4 with a run scored. His 
eight multi-hit games are tied for the third most on Nashville's roster along with 
Jeferson Quero and behind Luis Lara (11) and Eddys Leonard (11). Over his last 10 
games, Williams is hitting .361 (13-for-36) with two home runs, two doubles, seven 
RBI, and eight runs scored with an OPS of 1.008. 

STEADY EDDYS: Despite going 0-for-3 and ending his five-game hitting streak, 
Eddys Leonard is still tied for seventh in AVG (.333) in the IL along with Luis Lara 
and ranks eighth in OPS (.964). He leads the team in SLG (.559) and is tied for the 
team lead in XBH (12). He ranks second on Nashville's roster in HR (5), RBI (18), 
OBP (.405), hits (34), total bases (57), and tied for second in doubles (6). Since the 
start of the 2021 season he ranks fifth among all full-season minor leaguers in 
XBH (241) and is eighth in hits (606). Of the seven players with more hits than 
him over the span, only three have yet to make their Major League Debut: Matt 
Koperniak (STL), Euribiel Angeles (ATH), and A.J. Vukovich (ARI). He's got 
the most XBH of any minor leaguer since the start of the 2021 season without 
making his MLB Debut. 

OL' CRAIG: After allowing more than one earned run for just the second time 
in his Triple-A carer (63 G) on April 25 in Charlotte, Craig Yoho responded with 
three straight scoreless appearances against the Tides last week. The Brewers 
no. 28-rated prospect worked a season-high 2.0 IP in Sunday's finale without 
allowing a hit and added his second three strikeout appearance in six games with 
the Sounds in 2026. Sunday was the 54th time in his 63 career Triple-A games 
without allowing a run and he owns a 1.19 ERA with Nashville with 86 strikeouts 
over 68.1 IP.
