FIVE STRAIGHT LOSSES FOR FRESNO: The Fresno Grizzlies (8-18, 46-45) were routed by the Stockton Ports (10-16, 36-54) 13-3 Wednesday 
evening from Banner Island Ballpark. The Grizzlies dropped their fifth straight contest since the All-Star Break and moved to 3-14 on the 
road in the second half. Fresno fell to 75-29 all-time against Stockton (14-6 record this season) with a 40-10 all-time record (10-4 this year) 
at Banner Island Ballpark. The Ports have won three consecutive games against the Grizzlies, outscoring them 39-15. Fresno sits in last place 
among all eight teams in the California League second half, trailing the San Jose Giants by 11 games. The Grizzlies grabbed a 1-0 lead on 
the very first pitch of the game when Andy Perez laced a solo shot over the right field wall. It was Fresno’s third leadoff homer of the season 
(Braylen Wimmer, June 30 at San Jose and GJ Hill, April 27 vs. San Jose). Perez’s last two wallops have been recorded on games started by 
Jace Kaminska. It was Perez’s eighth clout overall of the 2024 campaign, which is second on the squad. Perez finished the night with another 
multi-hit affair after lacing a single in the third. He has 31 multi-hit games, 10 more than the next Fresno batter (Wimmer). The Ports took a 
2-1 advantage in the bottom of the second after a Nick Schwartz sacrifice fly to center and Elvis Rijo RBI double to right. The Grizzlies cut 
the deficit to 6-3 in the top of the seventh when Brad Cumbest contributed both runs. Cumbest clobbered a double to left and waltzed home 
on a wild pitch later in the frame. The Ports lengthened their lead to 13-3 with a seven-run seventh inning. Grizzlies’ starter Kaminska (5-5) 
suffered the loss after four innings of two-run ball (one earned). Kaminska allowed four hits and no walks while fanning six. He has issued 
one walk over his last seven outings, spanning 39 innings. Kaminska has not permitted a walk in four consecutive starts, lasting 23 frames 
(27 strikeouts). Stu Flesland III and Wuardo Fernandez were tagged for 11 runs (six earned) over three innings. The duo gave up 10 hits, two 
walks, beaned the same batter twice and whiffed one. Cade Denton tossed a zero in the eighth to help the bullpen’s ERA.

STOCK-PILING SOME STATS: The Fresno Grizzlies and Stockton Ports (Oakland Athletics Single-A affiliate) continue their six-game series 
tonight at Banner Island Ballpark. This is the fourth of five series between the clubs in 2024 and the third set in Stockton. The Grizzlies are 
75-29 all-time (18-12 last year, fourth most wins all-time in a single-season vs. one team) against the Ports with a 40-10 all-time record (10-4 
this year) at Banner Island Ballpark. In 2022, Fresno went 26-4 against Stockton with a +123 run differential (239-116). Those 26 wins broke the 
team record for the most victories against an opponent in a single season.

PACHECO PITCHES: Tonight, the Grizzlies give the rock to LHP Albert Pacheco. Last year, Pacheco was assigned to Fresno from the ACL 
Rockies on June 7 and spent his entire season with the Grizzlies. Pacheco made 14 starts, going 7-4 with a 5.45 ERA. Over 72.2 innings, he 
struck out 69 batters. The 21-year-old signed as an international free agent by the Rockies in 2019.

NO WALKS WHEN YOU FACE JACE: Grizzlies RHP Jace Kaminska has issued one walk over his last seven outings (June 9-July 24), spanning 
39 innings. Kaminska has allowed 42 hits and fanned 48 batters in that stretch. He has also not permitted a walk in four straight games 
(June 30-July 24), spanning 23 innings. Kaminska has scattered 20 hits and struck out 27 batters in that stretch.

SAVING THE DAY: Since becoming a Rockies affiliate in 2021, the Grizzlies have had numerous players ranked among the Top 10 in California 
League saves. In 2021, Robinson Hernandez ranked first in the league with 14 saves while Juan Mejia was tied for fourth with eight saves. In 
2022, Angel Chivilli finished tied for second with 10 saves, Joel Condreay was tied for fifth with seven saves and Mejia was tied for ninth with 
six saves. In 2023, Zach Agnos led all of Minor League Baseball with 27 saves. Now in 2024, Sam Weatherly ranks second in the California 
League with six saves and Bryson Hammer is tied for third with five saves.

ANDY IS DANDY: Grizzlies’ INF Andy Perez is ranked among the Top 10 in eight different California League categories. Perez is ranked first in 
hits (100), first in total bases (157), tied for first in triples (6), second in extra-base hits (35), tied for second in doubles (21), tied for third in RBI 
(55), tied for eighth in batting average (.287) and ninth in slugging percentage (.450).

ANDY PEREZ JOINS THE GRIZZLIES CAREER RECORD BOOKS: Grizzlies’ INF Andy Perez joined the Grizzlies record books after logging his 
13th career triple with two outs in the top of the first June 29 at San Jose. He is now tied with Juan Melo and Roger Kieschnick for ninth all-
time with those 13 triples. Up next for Perez are Clay Timpner and Jason Ellison, who have tallied 14 triples apiece.

MORE RECORDS FOR ANDY PEREZ: Andy Perez’s triple on June 29 at San Jose was his sixth triple of 2024, putting him one triple shy of join-
ing the Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Records AGAIN. Perez (2023), Preston Tucker, Nate Schierholtz, Jason Ellison and Calvin Murray each 
recorded seven triples in their respective seasons. The Cuban native would become the second Grizzlies player (Nate Schierholtz, 2007-08) to 
join the Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Triples list twice.

NEW MAN AT THE TOP OF THE LINEUP: Grizzlies’ OF Caleb Hobson has relished his role as the team’s leadoff hitter. When Hobson has been 
plugged into the leadoff spot, he has reached base 67 times in 174 plate appearances (37 games; 39% he is reaching base in the leadoff 
spot). In 11 of those 37 games, Hobson has made it on base three or more times, combining to score 32 runs. Part of Hobson’s success is in his 
first plate appearance of the game, where he is 9-for-29 (.310) with a double, seven walks and one hit-by-pitch (17-for-37, 46% of the time he 
reaches base in first plate appearance). Eight of his nine hits have been singles with three of them landing as bunt singles. Hobson has also 
swiped 18 total bags as a leadoff hitter, picking up two stolen bases in five of those leadoff games (27/31 in stolen bases on the season).

RUNNING CLOSER TO THE RECORD BOOKS: Grizzlies’ OF Caleb Hobson has swiped 27 bases this season. Hobson is currently eight stolen 
bases shy of joining the Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Records in that category. Tyler Graham (2010), Darren Ford (2014), Jonathan Villar 
(2015) and Myles Straw (2018) are tied for ninth all-time with 35 stolen bases.
