
Tonight's Games: The Sounds and Bats conclude last night's game and will play the regular-
ly-scheduled game tonight at First Horizon Park. Last night's game was suspended after the 11th 
inning due to rain and will resume at 5:35 p.m., with the nine-inning game to follow approximately 
45 minutes after game one.

Garrett Stallings: The 26-year-old makes his first start with Nashville after joining the Sounds on 
May 26. He made his Sounds debut on June 1 at Memphis and allowed four runs (all earned) in 1.2 
innings in relief. On the season, he is 0-1 with a 6.59 ERA (28.2 IP/21 ER) after starting the cam-
paign with the Norfolk Tides. Stallings is in his fourth season of professional baseball after being 
drafted by the Angels in the fifth round of the 2019 First-Year Player Draft. He played collegiately at 
the University of Tennessee and attended Grassfield High School in Chesapeake, Virginia.
 
Lyon Richardson: The 24-year-old makes his 12th start of the season tonight at First Horizon Park. 
The right-hander is 1-1 with a 4.63 ERA (46.2 IP/24 ER) for the Bats. He last pitched on May 31 vs. 
Iowa and took the loss, allowing six runs (all earned) on six hits and four walks over six innings. 
Richardson held the Sounds to a run on one hit over 5.1 innings with eight strikeouts on April 24 at 
Louisville Slugger Field. He took a no decision as the Bats would score in the seventh for a 2-1 win 
that night. The Jensen Beach, Fla. native is in his fifth season with the Reds organization - he made 
his big league debut last season with Cincinnati. He missed all of the 2022 season recovering from 
Tommy John surgery. Richardson was selected by Cincinnati in the second round (47th overall) in 
the 2018 First-Year Player Draft out of Jensen Beach High School.

Rare Territory: With last night's game heading into the 12th inning, this is the longest Sounds 
game since Nashville beat San Antonio 6-5 in 13 innings in the 2019 season finale on September 2, 
2019 at First Horizon Park. Oddly enough, Rick Sweet was managing against the Sounds, as San 
Antonio was the Brewers Triple-A affiliate at the time. 

No Runs Allowed: The Sounds shut out the Bats in the series opener on Tuesday. It was the third 
shutout of the season with the first occurring on March 31 against 
Toledo and the second happening on April 12 at Memphis in 
a seven-inning game. On the flipside, Nashville has been held 
scoreless five times in 2024. Jakob Junis (2.0 IP) had a rehab start 
and was followed by Chad Patrick (5.2 IP) and Rob Zastryzny (1.1 
IP). The three hits allowed also tied a season-low that Nashville 
has done three previous times with the last occurring on April 19 
against Omaha.   

Clutch Collins: Though held to only six hits and zero extra-base 
hits in Tuesday's win, Nashville came through in the clutch with 
multiple two-out RBI singles (Isaac Collins, first inning and Joey 
Wiemer, sixth inning). Collins has been one of the Sounds' best 
clutch hitters with a .348 batting average with runners on and a 
.392 average when they are in scoring position. With runners in 
scoring position and two outs, Collins is 7-for-20 with eight RBI 
and a .458 OBP. As a switch hitter, his righty/lefty splits are merely 
similar with a .280 clip against right-handers and .277 against left-
handers. Collins currently sits at 34 RBI and is two behind Brewer Hicklen, who is currently on the 
injured list, for the team lead.  

Bullpen Beat: The Nashville pen was lights out in Tuesday's game, going 7.0 scoreless innings. 
Chad Patrick tossed the longest relief appearance at 5.2 innings, topping Aaron Ashby's 5.1 innings 
on May 12 at Durham. The bullpen leads all of Triple-A in ERA (3.23), WHIP (1.31), and is second 
in opponent batting average (.214). The Sounds' 19-6 record is also the second-highest winning 
percentage for a bullpen behind Sacramento (28-9). 

Bringing Home the Hardware: Carlos Rodriguez was named the International League Pitcher of 
the Month for May. In May, Rodríguez was 3-1 with a 3.03 ERA (29.2 IP/10 ER) and a 33/7 K/BB 
ratio. It is Rodríguez's second Pitcher of the Month award after being named the Southern League 
Pitcher of the Month for July 2023 with Biloxi. He is also a two-time Brewers Minor League Pitcher 
of the Year (2022 and 2023) and was the 2023 Southern League Pitcher of the Year. The last Sound 
to win the IL Pitcher of the Month was Ethan Small in April 2022. 

The Sweet Life: Manager Rick Sweet is in his fourth consecutive season as the Sounds manager 
(5th overall) and his 34th season as a manager in MiLB. Sweet is the winningest manager in Nash-
ville Sounds history, earning his 321st victory in the 2023 season finale vs. Jacksonville. This is his 
11th season as manager of the Brewers' Triple-A affiliate and boasts a 714-610 record (Nashville in 
2014, Colorado Springs from 2015-18, San Antonio in 2019 and Nashville 2021-). Overall, Sweet has 
a career managerial record of 2,306-2,130 - that's the fifth most wins in MiLB history and second 
among active managers (only Buddy Bailey with Single-A Myrtle Beach has more).
