Said it was
during COVID when he realized he had the possibility of being drafted high enough where it would be a tough decision whether or not to go to
school. Knew he wanted to go pro ball the entire time, but always wanted to win a College World Series. Tucker's dad, Jim, went to the CWS
three times and never won. The situation was "win win" but the Blue Jays were the perfect fit. Toman's 2021 Phillies Scout Team was viral on
social media for their roster, which included Max Clark, Elijah Green, Drew Jones, Blake Cyr, and Carsten Sabathia. The team had a camera
crew from the social media channel "Youth Prospects"” following them throughout the season, gaining millions of views on their gameday vlogs.
