June 12: SeaWolves 13, RubberDucks 8: Alfonsin Rosairo hit two
home runs as Akron took an early lead but Erie came from behind
again with scoring seven runs between the sixth and eighth innings to
beat the RubberDucks for a fourth straight game in the series. Akron
has dropped five straight now.

Today’s starter: Justin Campbell makes the start on Saturday. The
right-hander is coming off a win last week against Chesapeake
allowing no runs over five innings while striking out a career-high
eight. While Campbell has not faced Erie in his career, he made three
starts against West Michigan before his promotion to Akron. He did
not allow a run on just three hits while striking out four in each in those
three starts.

Player of the Week Alfonsin: Alfonsin Rosario earned Eastern
League Player of the Week honors for Week 10, June 1-7. Rosario hit
.455 (10-for-22) with seven runs scored, three doubles, three home
runs (including his first professional grand slam) and 13 RBI in six
games played against the Baysox. On the road trip, Rosario is batting
.359/.426/.872 with three doubles, a triple, five home runs and 18 RBI.

Money Mooney: Alex Mooney is on a tear since the start of May.
The RubberDucks infielder is batting .262/.664 with six doubles, a
triple, two home runs, 15 RBI and 10 stolen bases since May 1. He
has raised his season average from .151 entering May to .226
entering June 13. On June 11 in Erie, Mooney tied his career high
with four hits including a home run. He also stole home in the game
bringing his season total to 16 steals, which leads the RubberDucks.
10 of those stolen bases have come since May 1.

More on Friday in Maryland: The Akron RubberDucks 19 runs on 19
hits in their 19-3 win on June 5 was the most hits and runs scored in a
game by Akron since scoring 19 runs on 24 hits in a 19-10 win over
Reading on Aug. 17, 2025. In the game, eight of Akron’s nine batters
collected a hit, seven of the nine collected multiple hits (including each
of the 5-9 batters in the lineup) and four of the nine collected multiple
RBI. Alfonsin Rosario had his second multi-home run game of the
season in the win, launched his first pro grand slam and became the
first Akron hitter to record seven RBI in a game since Bobby Bradley
on June 27, 2017 against Erie. Jose Devers tied a career-high with a
four-hit game.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 292 walks rank
second in Eastern League and fifth in Double-A this season. Six
different Akron batters have walked 20+ times this season.

RubberDucks and SeaWolves: Akron is facing Erie for the first of
three series this season and the first of two in Erie. Last season, Erie
was 10-8 against Akron, including 4-5 at UPMC Park. Akron is 273-
276 all-time against Erie. Top prospects in the series includes:
Guardians (MLB.com): #9 OF Jaison Chourio, #13 OF Alfonsin
Rosario, #17 C Jacob Cozart, #21 RHP Justin Campbell, #25 LHP

How about Hill: After a strong start to the 2026 season with Lake
County, Luke Hill has continued to swing a red-hot bat in Double-A.
The infielder is batting .343/1.010 with six doubles, a home run and
six RBI in nine games played with the RubberDucks. He has recorded
a multi-hit game in four of his nine games with Akron so far.

Crushing Cozart: Jacob Cozart has begun to swing the bat with
more pop over the last two months. Since the calendar flipped to May,
Cozart has hit five home runs, four doubles and driven in 14 runs.

What a Rush: The RubberDucks offense is red hot. Akron scored
double digit runs in three straight games from May 30-June 2 (first
time since at least 2005) and double digit runs in four of the last 10
games. The RubberDucks have scored 100 runs in the last 14 games
while batting .281/.355/.475 with 31 doubles and 18 homers.

Pitching power: The Akron RubberDucks are second in Double-A
and first in the Eastern League in ERA with a 4.26 ERA. The Ducks
staff have 549 strikeouts over 526.2 innings pitched. Akron pitchers
appear in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, starts, saves and
innings pitched Jack Jasiak leads the Eastern League in wins with
seven this season. He would be the first Akron reliever to rank among
the EL wins leaders in a season since Skylar Arias won the fifth most
games in the league (7) in 2021. He is one win away from tying
Bradley Hanner (8 wins in 2024 and 2023) and Josh Martin (8 wins
in 2015) for most wins by an Akron reliever since 2010. Steven
Wright’s 9 wins in 2009 are the most by an Akron reliever since at
least 2005.

Learning Double-A: Jaison Chourio is starting to find his groove at
Double-A. After going hitless in his first two Double-A games and then
going on the IL for a week, Chourio is batting .360/.448/.640 with 19
runs scored, 27 hits, four home runs and 15 RBI in his last 19 games.
Chourio hit his first professional multi-home run and career-high five
RBI game on June 2 and hit a game tying solo home run in the ninth
inning on June 11. He has four homers in June, which is one away
from setting a new career-high for most homers in a month.

Please note that for print coverage, RubberDucks is spelled as one word with a capital “D.” In broadcast coverage,
referring to the team as ‘the ‘Ducks” is an acceptable variation of the team’s nickname.
