Opening Day: Today is the first day of the Arizona Complex League season, with the ArizCL A’s taking on the Giants this 
afternoon. Notable prospects on the A’s: converted pitcher Robert Puason, former 2023 4th-rounder Cole Miller, 2024 6th-
rounder Josiah Romeo, 2024 7th-rounder Dylan Fien and two-way sensation Shotaro Morii.

Welcome to the Gunnar Show: 2023 Lugnuts pitcher Gunnar Hoglund made his Major League debut last night with a gem, 
striking out seven while allowing just one run in six innings to earn the victory in the A’s 6-1 win at Miami. Hoglund is the 195th 
all-time Lugnut to go from Lansing to the Majors and the second this season (after Max Muncy).

Torrid Tommy: Third baseman Tommy White went 2-for-4 yesterday to extend his hitting streak to 16 games and his on-
base streak to 18 games. White leads the Midwest League with 31 hits. He’s batting .415/.472/.662 during his hitting streak.

Streaking:In addition to White, Clark Elliott (idle yesterday) enters today on a 18-game on-base streak and T.J. Schofield-
Sam (1-for-4 last night) has reached base in his last 16 games.

Prospecting: The Nuts boast the Athletics’ second, third, fourth and fifth selections in the 2024 draft: slugging third baseman 
Tommy White (40th overall), southpaw starter Gage Jump (73rd), shortstop Joshua Kuroda-Grauer (75th) and outfielder 
Rodney Green, Jr. (104th). White is rated the A’s No. 7 prospect, Kuroda-Grauer is No. 10, Jump is No. 13 and Green is 
No. 18. The Lugnuts also have 19-year-old Steven Echavarria, rated No. 12, and outfielder Nate Nankil, who is No. 28.

Atop the League: The Lugnuts’ offense leads the Midwest League in batting average (.280), base hits (230), total bases (335), 
fewest strikeouts (161), on-base percentage (.384) and OPS (.792). The Nuts also rank second in slugging percentage (.408).

Lugnut League Leaders, Hitters: Rodney Green, Jr. leads the Midwest League in home runs (6); Clark Elliott leads the 
Midwest League in on-base percentage (.507) and ranks 2nd in OPS (.998); T.J. Schofield-Sam is 2nd in batting average 
(.358) and 5th in OPS (.930); Gage Jump is 1st in strikeouts (37) and has thrown the only shutout in the league; and Jump 
and Grant Judkins have the only complete games in the league.

DK at the Helm: The 19th manager in Lugnuts history is Darryl Kennedy, entering his second year in the A’s organization. 
Kennedy distinguished himself as a catcher at Manatee Community College before starring at the University of North Florida 
and was named an NCAA All-American in 1991 en route to North Florida’s Hall of Fame, inducted in 2017. Kennedy played 
in the Minor Leagues for seven seasons, including parts of four seasons in Triple-A. Following his 1997 retirement, he im-
mediately began managing, leading the Gulf Coast League Rangers to the 1998 GCL Championship. Kennedy won a second 
title with the GCL Rangers in 2000, moving on to stops in the Florida State League, Northwest League and Texas League 
through 2006. Upon joining the Royals’ organization, Kennedy managed in the Appalachian League, Carolina League, Pioneer 
League, Arizona League and Texas League through 2020. He served as bench coach for the KBO’s Hanwha Eagles from 
2021 through 2023 before joining the A’s as Double-A Midland’s assistant hitting coach in 2024.

Current Major League Nuts

2017: The Peoria Chiefs set a Midwest League single game record by hitting six Lugnuts with pitches, matching the most single-game 
HBPs for one team in MLB history to boot (1913, NY Yankees vs. Washington Senators). The Lugnuts scored seven second-inning 
runs and beat the Chiefs 9-7 at Cooley Law School Stadium. Vladimir Guerrero, Jr. hit his fourth home run of the year, a two-run 
shot below the LF video board that capped the second-inning rally.

2018: Rainy controversy! The Lugnuts entered the sixth inning trailing the Kane County Cougars, 5-3, before loading the bases 
and creeping within one run on a Chavez Young sacrifice fly – that also brought rain. Umpiring crew Steven Jaschinski and Kyle 
Nichol called for the tarp, but were talked out of it, keeping the game going through the rain, and the Lugnuts took advantage with 
a Kevin Vicuña two-run single for a 6-5 lead. As soon as the inning ended, the game went into a 29-minute rain delay. When the 
game resumed, the score remained the same: A 6-5 Lugnuts win at Cooley Law School Stadium.
