Binghamton struck first for the second con-
secutive night as JT Schwartz delivered an RBI single in the first inning to make it 1-0 and in the third 
inning to make it 2-1. The Ponies' have hit three solo home runs in the series as Matt Rudick cut the 
Erie lead to 4-3 in the sixth inning for his first homer of the year. Binghamton offensively went 2-for-7 
with RISP in tallied six hits. They are 2-for-15 in the series with RISP. 
The Rumble Pen: Binghamton's bullpen is responsible for 22 of the teams 27 wins this year.  They hold a 
3.67 ERA across 313.2 innings and have combined for 400 strikeouts, while the starters are 5-28, with 
a 5.40 ERA.

year tonight for Binghamton. Last time out Girton allowed one earned run over 3.2 innings pitched 
on Friday against New Hampshire. In the outing Girton struck out five which is his highest total over 
his last five starts. In two of Girton's last three outings he has allowed just one run, pitching into the 
fourth inning both of those outings. A 10th round pick in 2024 out of the University of Oklahoma, 
Girton is 1-3 5.76 ERA on the year. Girton made 21 appearances with High-A Brooklyn last year hold-
ing a 2.59 ERA before finishing the year with Binghamton with four starts.

-Collins spent the last eight seasons (2018-25) with the Houston Astros, as a bullpen catcher in 2018 and serving as the 
Astros' major league catching coach for the last seven seasons (2019-25), including the 2022 World Series championship.
-Collins worked in the San Diego Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17), 
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17. 
-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended. 
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.
-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the 
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the 
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.
-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia 
in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.
