
About the Last One: Trailing 4-1 and down to their final strike, the Altoona Curve saw shortstop Oneil Cruz 
launch a game-tying three-run home run 462 feet to right to send the game to extras. In the tenth, with 
Andrew Daschbach at second, Toby Welk lined a ball into the corner in right to give Bowie their 10th win in 
a row. Grayson Rodriguez threw five innings in his start, allowing one run on four hits with no walks and five 
strikeouts.

Winning Ways: The Baysox have won 10 games in a row for just the second time in team history. In 2007, 
from August 5-16, Bowie won 10 in a row. The Baysox have never won 11 in a row.

Hired Gun: Infielder Gunnar Henderson, the No. 4 prospect in the Orioles organization according to MLB 
Pipeline has been promoted to Double-A Bowie. Henderson began 2021 with Low-A Delmarva, where he 
hit .312 with eight home runs in 35 games with the Shorebirds. From there, he was promoted to High-A 
Aberdeen, where he hit .230 with nine home runs in 65 games with the IronBirds. Combined with his time in 
Aberdeen, Henderson was reached base in 22 consecutive games.

Playoff Push: The top two teams in the Double-A Northeast League by winning percentage, regardless of 
division, will compete in a best-of-five playoff series beginning Tuesday, September 21st. The first two games 
of the series on Tuesday and Wednesday will be at the No. 2 seed, with a day off Thursday. Then, Friday-
Sunday will be held at the home of the No. 1 seed. Should Bowie win two of their final four games, they 
would ensure themselves a spot in the playoffs. With three games remaining in the season after today, Bowie 
is 0.5 games ahead of the Somerset Patriots for the second playoff spot, and 0.5 games behind Akron, who 
holds the top spot in the league. Akron and Somerset are in a six-game series against each other this week.

Garrett's Game: Making the start for Bowie on Thursday will be right-hander Garrett Stallings. This 
will be his sixth outing with Bowie, and he has earned the win in two of his last three appearances. Most 
recently against Harrisburg, he threw four innings and allowed three runs on four hits with one walk and six 
strikeouts. For more information on Stallings, see page two. 

In the Other Corner: Altoona will send righty Travis MacGregor to the mound on Thursday night. He has 
spent the entire 2021 season with the Curve, and this will be his 21st start and his 22nd appearance. In his 
84.1 innings of work, he has walked 41, struck out 80, and opponents are hitting .272 against him with a 1.54 
WHIP. MacGregor was selected out of high school in the second round with the 68th overall pick in 2016 by 
the Pittsburgh Pirates.

This Day in Baysox History: Bowie evened the 2015 Eastern League Championship at one game apiece, 
beating Reading 10-3. Nick Additon was the winning pitcher, and Garabez Rosa went 3-5 with two RBI.
