LAST TIME OUT:  Brooklyn tal l ied a season-high-tying 13 runs and 14 hits in a 
13-3 rout of Aberdeen on Thursday night. . .Trai l ing 2-0,  the Cyclones scratched 
across a run in the fourth,  s ix in the f ifth,  and four in the sixth. . .3B Jefrey 
De Los Santos picked up three hits,  including a game-tying home run in the 
f ifth. . .1B Chris Suero drove in a team-season-best f ive runs with a three-run 
home run and a two-run double. . .RF Stanley Consuegra ,  2B Junior Tilien , 
and SS Wilfredo Lara al l  accrued mult i-hit  games. . .RHP Edwin Díaz tossed 
a scoreless inning as part of a Major League rehab assignemnt. . .He struck out 
two and worked around a two-out tr ip le,  earning the win. . . In  h is aff i l iated debut, 
RHP Jonathan Pintaro  tossed 4.0 innings of one-run bal l  to col lect the save.

GET YOUR NEW YORK SPORTS HERE!:  The Brooklyn Cyclones matchup 
against the Aberdeen IronBirds on Fr iday wi l l  be broadcast l ive on SNY. . .The Cy-
clones defeat Aberdeen,  13-3,  on Thursday night in the f irst of back-to-back 
games on the network. . .So far,  Brooklyn is 1-1  on SNY this season. . .The Cyclones' 
f inal  2024 broadcast on SNY wi l l  take place on August 21  vs.  Jersey Shore.

OFFENSIVE OUTBURST: The Brooklyn Cyclones erupted for a sea-
son-high-tying 13 runs and 14 hits in Thursday's 13-3 win vs.  Aberdeen. . .The 13 
runs were the most for the Cyclones since a 13-3 win vs.  Wi lmington on Apri l 
24. . .The 14 knocks were also the most for Brooklyn since a 14-hit outing in a 9-7 
win at Jersey Shore on Apri l  20. . .Thursday marked the f irst t ime the 'Clones 
accrued 13+ runs and 14+ hits in the same game since an 18-1  tr iumph at Jersey 
Shore on August 28,  2022. . . It  was the f irst t ime Brooklyn accompl ished those 
numbers at Maimonides Park since a 14-0 win vs.  Hudson Val ley on May 19,  2021 .

TURN UP THE TRUMPETS!: On Thursday,  RHP Edwin Díaz became the f ifth 
player to jo in the Cyclones on a Major League rehab assignment in 2024, str ik-
ing out a pair  in a scoreless inning. . .C Francisco Alvarez ,  RHP Drew Smith , 
RHP Tylor Megill ,  and RHP Sean Reid-Foley have also appeared on Coney 
Is land this season. . .He is expected to continue his rehab stint on Sunday. . .Díaz 
was placed on New York's 15-day in jured l ist on May 29 with r ight shoulder im-
pingement. . . In 20 rel ief appearances in 2024, the Puerto Rico native is 1-1  with a 
5.40 ERA (12 ER in 20.0 IP) ,  f ive saves,  seven walks,  and 30 str ikeouts. . .Díaz is a 
two-time Al l-Star and has taken home both the American League and National 
League Rel iever of the Year award. . .The r ight-hander was acquired by the Mets 
with 2B Robinson Canó and cash considerations from the Seattle Mariners in 
exchange for RHP Gerson Bautista ,  OF Jay Bruce ,  RHP Justin Dunn ,  OF 
Jarred Kelenic ,  and RHP Anthony Swarzak on December 3,  2018. . .C Aus-
tin Allen has also jo ined Brooklyn from the Flor ida Complex League on a mi-
nor league rehab assignment. . .The 30-year-old s igned with New York as a minor 
league free agent on January 16 and has appeared in 57 Major League games 
between the San Diego Padres and Oakland Athletics,  h itt ing .195 (23-118) with 
two home runs.

YOU'LL GET NOTHING AND LIKE IT: RHPs Dakota Hawkins (5.0 IP) ,  Joey 
Lancellotti (1 .0) ,  and Joshua Cornielly (3.0) combined on the f irst nine-in-
ning no-hitter in Brooklyn Cyclones history in Tuesday's 3-0 win vs.  Aberdeen. . .
The only previous no-hitter came on August 23,  2009, when RHP Brandon 
Moore tossed a seven-inning no-no in a 5-0 win dur ing Game 1  of a double-
header at Aberdeen. . . It  is  just the third no-hitter in Minor League Basebal l  in 
2024. . .LHP Chayce McDermott ,  RHP Nolan Hoffman ,  and RHP Kaleb Ort 
combined on a 2-0 no-hitter for Balt imore's Tr iple-A Norfolk on May 3 vs.  Nash-
vi l le. . .RHP Dylan Cumming ,  RHP Nick Sinacola ,  and LHP Seth Corry of San 
Francisco's High-A Eugene combined on a 4-0 no-no on Apri l  17 vs.  Vancouver. . .
Tuesday's effort was the f irst no-hitter by a Mets minor league aff i l iate since 
RHP Joander Suárez  hur led a seven-inning one on September 7 at Hartford. . .
It  was also the f irst nine-inning no-hitter thrown in the borough of Brooklyn 
since RHP Sal Maglie tossed a no-no for the Dodgers against the Phi ladelphia 
Phi l l ies on September 25,  1956, at Ebbets Field.

SHUT OUT THE LIGHTS: The Cyclones'  pitching staff earned its seventh 
shutout v ictory in Tuesday's 3-0 no-hit win vs.  Aberdeen. . .On Sunday,  Brooklyn 
earned its s ixth of the season in a 7-0 tr iumph at Jersey Shore. . .The Cyclones 
had a season-high 23.2 consecutive scoreless innings since two out in the f ifth 
inning on Saturday snapped on 3B Mac Horvath 's  one-out RBI s ingle in the 
third inning on Wednesday. . .The Cyclones have shut out opponents in back-
to-back games twice in 2024. . .Brooklyn's blanking of the BlueClaws on Sunday 
marked the team's f irst shutout since May 4's 4-0 and May 3's 2-0 wins vs.  Ab-
erdeen. . .The seven shutouts are t ied for the second-most in the South Atlantic 
League and t ied for the fourth-most in Minor League Basebal l . . . In  2023, the 
Cyclones set a franchise record with 1 1  shutouts.

NECK AND NECK DOWN THE STRETCH:  Including Fr iday,  12 games remain 
in the First Half of the South Atlantic League season. . .The Cyclones are t ied 
with Jersey Shore for second in the North Div is ion. . .Brooklyn is 2 .5 games back 
of f irst-place Greensboro. . .The Grasshoppers hold the lead in the div is ion even 
though they did not play an in-div is ion opponent unti l  this week,  as the Jersey 
Shore BlueClaws travel  to North Carol ina.

MARVELOUS MORABITO:  OF Nick Morabito has been as good as any offen-
sive player in Minor League Basebal l  in 2024. . .Morabito is f ifth in Minor League 
Basebal l  in on-base percentage ( .462). . .He is a lso 10th in batting average ( .345) 
and t ied for 10th in stolen bases (25). . .S ince making his South Atlantic League 
debut on May 7,  the former second-round pick is third in the league lead in 
steals ( 14) and t ied for f ifth in runs scored (20).

CROWN HIM!:  In  last Wednesday's win over Jersey Shore,  OF Stanley Con-
suegra 's  RBI  double in the fourth inning made him the new Cyclones al l-t ime 
hits leader (174),  breaking a t ie with OF Alex Ramírez . . .The 23-year-old is atop 
the Cyclones'  ranks in numerous other offensive categories as wel l ,  including ex-
tra-base hits (78),  home runs (35),  and RBI ( 1 15) . . .He is a lso one double (37) from 
matching Ramírez's franchise mark (38). . .On the f inal  day of the 2023 regular 
season,  he broke a t ie with C Francisco Alvarez  for Brooklyn's s ingle-season 
home run record (23). . .Consuegra also surpassed Alvarez (22) for the franchise 
record in career home runs on August 23 at Ashevi l le. . .The Dominican native also 
broke the franchise's s ingle-season record for extra-base hits (42) and t ied the 
mark for RBI  (63) set by Ronny Mauricio in  2021 .

SUPER STANLEY:  Not only did OF Stanley Consuegra set the franchise hit 
record last Wednesday afternoon,  the 23-year-old is in the midst of his best of-
fensive stretch of the season. . .Consuegra is on an nine-game on-base streak and 
has a hit  in 15 of his last 17 games since May 17 at Bowl ing Green. . .Dur ing that 
t ime, he's hitt ing .317/.438/.700 with a 1 .138 OPS dur ing that t ime. . .The Dominican 
native has scored 12 runs and added f ive doubles,  s ix home runs,  and 14 RBI . . .
Consuegra has raised his batting average by 53 points ( .171  to .224) and his OPS 
by 227 points ( .519 to .746) dur ing the stretch.

START ME UP:  The Cyclones'  start ing rotation has been one of the best in Minor 
League Basebal l  in 2024. . .Brooklyn holds the best ERA for start ing pitchers in the 
South Atlantic League at 2 .89. . .The Cyclones have the only start ing staff with a 
sub-3.00 ERA in the circuit and hold a mark 0.42 runs better than the next team 
(Aberdeen;  3.33). . .That ERA is a lso second at the High-A level  and f ifth among 
ful l-season MiLB squads. . .Ar izona's High-A Hi l lsboro holds the best mark in the 
minors and the level  (2 .42).

HOME COOKING:  The Cyclones enter play on Fr iday with a 18-9 record at Mai-
monides Park,  but a 1 1-16 record in opposing bal lparks. . .So far in 2024, Brooklyn is 
a perfect 4-0 in home ser ies. . .The 'Clones haven't lost a home ser ies since Hud-
son Val ley took four of s ix from August 15-20, 2023. . .Brooklyn holds the sixth-
best home ERA (2.55) in Minor League Basebal l . . .Ar izona's High-A Hi l lsboro (2 .27) 
has the lowest mark at the High-A level ,  whi le Texas'  S ingle-A Down East leads 
MiLB (2.16) . . . In  v is it ing parks,  the Cyclones'  ERA is 4.80.

BUZZIN' ON THE BOARDWALK:  INF Wilfredo Lara and INF Junior Tilien 
are heating up over the last few weeks. . . In h is last 15 games since May 19,  Lara 
is h itt ing .314/.426/.490 with an .916 OPS, adding a double,  a tr ip le,  two home 
runs,  and seven RBI . . .Ti l ien enters Fr iday on a team-season-long 16-game on-base 
streak since Game 2 of May 16's doubleheader at Bowl ing Green. . .The 20-year-old 
has posted a .262/.370/.328 l ine with a .698 OPS, adding six runs scored,  two 
doubles,  a tr ip le,  f ive RBI ,  and 10 walks. . .The 16-game streak is Brooklyn's longest 
since iNF William Lugo reached in 18-straight from August 23,  2023, unti l  Apr i l 
6,  2024.

LARRUPIN' LORUSSO:  INF Nick Lorusso has quietly been one of the top hit-
ters in the South Atlantic League in 2024. . .Amongst South Atlantic League bat-
ters,  Lorusso t ied for fourth in tr ip les (3) ,  10th in s lugging ( .485) and OPS ( .851) , 
t ied for 10th in RBI  (27) and extra-base hits (19) . . .The Connecticut native saw his 
season high 1 1-game hitt ing streak come to an end in last Fr iday's loss. . .Dur ing 
the streak the ninth-round selection slashed .318/.423/.659/1 .082. . . In that t ime, 
Lorusso added a double,  a tr ip le,  four home runs,  and eight RBI . . .The 1 1-game hit 
streak was the longest for a Cyclone in 2024 and the best since INF Jett Wil-
liams hit in 12-straight contests from August 12-25,  2023.

ATOP THE HEJ-ES:  RHP Josh Hejka earned his f irst save of the season on 
May 5 vs.  Aberdeen,  making his Cyclones'  franchise-record-setting 48th pitching 
appearance in the process. . .The 27-year-old broke a t ie with Hunter Parsons 
(47) for the most pitching appearances in Cyclones franchise history. . . In h is 56 
career outings for Brooklyn since 2019,  Hejka has accumulated a 5-1  record with a 
2 .46 ERA (25 ER in 91 .1  IP) and 5 saves,  walk ing just 22 and str ik ing out 79.

AMAZIN' STARTS HERE:  The Brooklyn Cyclones have several  Top 30 prospects 
according to Basebal l  America  and MLB Pipel ine. . .The 'Clones have three of the 
Top 30 per BA: Kade Morris (21) ,  Jonah Tong (22) and Calvin Ziegler (29). . .
Z iegler is currently on the ful l-season in jured l ist . . .P lus four of the Top 30 per 
MLB: Tong (20),  Ziegler (23),  Wilfredo Lara (24),  and OF Nick Morabito (26).

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THE DONUT SHOPPE: Brooklyn’s pitching staff 
has made a habit of tossing donuts on the score-
board...The Cyclones completed their 4th shut-
out of the 2023 season with an 8-0 win at Jer-
sey Shore last Tuesday night...All 4 blankings for 
Brooklyn’s pitching staff have occured in May...
The Cyclones beat Aberdeen, 3-0, at home on 
May 7 and shutout Hudson Valley, 6-0, on the 
road in Game 1 of a doubleheader on May 21...
Brooklyn’s previous shutout was a 4-0 triumph 
vs. Winston-Salem last Wednesday afternoon...
Tuesday marked the ‘Clones first shutout over 
the BlueClaws since a 7-0 win at ShoreTown 
Ballpark on August 23, 2022...LHP Keyshawn 
Askew (6.0 IP) and RHP Jeffrey Colón (3.0) unit-
ed on a 3-hitter that day.

1-2, E-STEP: After a bumpy month of April, INF 
Chase Estep picked up the pace at the plate 
in the season’s second month...In his last 28 
games dating back to May 5, the 23-year-old 
slashes .292/.352/.458 with a .811 OPS...Estep 
has accumulated 15 runs scored, 6 doubles, 
2 triples, 2 home runs, and 14 RBI in 105 plate 
appearances...The Corbin, Ky. native has also 
registered a 122 wRC+...In his first 12 outings, 
he was just 2-for-43 (.047) at the dish with a 
wRC+ of -21...Estep has also raised his bat-
ting average by 169 points in that time (.047 
to .216).

LAST TIME OUT: Suffered his first loss of the season last 
Saturday night at Jersey Shore.. .Permitted a season-high five 
runs on four hits in 0.1 innings.. .Walked a pair and struck out 
one.. .Tossed 31 pitches and 17 strikes (54.84%).. .Struck out the 
leadoff batter before allowing six-straight hitters to reach, ul-
timately being removed due to pitch count.. .Relieved by RHP 
Jeffrey Colón with a man at second and two out in the bot-
tom of the first and Brooklyn trail ing, 5-0.. .Cyclones scored 
the final five runs, but fell to the BlueClaws, 11-5.

PROSPECT RADAR: Tong is considered the New York Mets' 
No. 22 prospect in 2024 according to Baseball America and 
No. 20 by MLB Pipeline.. .The 20-year-old is the highest-rated 
prospect on the Cyclones' roster.

THE TONG SONG: The 20-year-old earned his first High-A 
and South Atlantic League victory last Tuesday, tossing a ca-
reer-high 6.2 innings of one-run ball . . .The 6.2 innings of work 
was the longest by a Brooklyn starter this year.. . It was the lon-
gest start by a Cyclone since RHP Jordany Ventura tossed 
6.2 innings of one-run, one-hit ball in a win vs. Aberdeen on Au-
gust 9, 2023.. .The 20-year-old's stretch of innings to start the 
year without allowing an earned run came to a close on May 8 
at Rome at 26.0 frames.. . In 10 appearances (eight starts) be-
tween St. Lucie and Brooklyn, the 20-year-old is 2-1 with a 2.01 
ERA (9 ER in 40.1 IP).

2023: After he did not pitch in 2022 after being drafted, Tong 
started the campaign and made his professional debut in the 
Florida Complex League.. .Registered an 0-1 record with a 6.39 
ERA (9 ER in 12.2 IP), 13 walks, and 25 strikeouts in seven ap-
pearances (five starts).. .Transferred to Single-A St. Lucie on 
August 22.. .Composed an 0-1 mark with a 5.40 ERA (5 ER in 8.1 
IP), nine walks, and 13 strikeouts in three starts.. .Returned to 
the FCL Mets on September 7.

TRAVELING MAN: A native of Canada, Tong's journey to pro-
fessional baseball has included a lot of travel. . .After attending 
Bil l  Crothers Secondary School in Unionvil le, Ont., Tong moved 
on Georgia Premier Academy in Statesboro, Ga. for his final 
high school season.. .Prior to the 2022 draft, Tong participated 
in the MLB Draft League as a member of the Frederick (Md.) 
Keys.. .Accumulated an 0-1 record with a 10.80 ERA (14 ER in 
11 .2 IP), 10 walks, and 14 K's in four outings (three starts).. .Was 
a teammate of Aberdeen's RHP Zachary Fruit and former 
Cyclones and current Double-A Binghamton RHP Jordan 
Geber ,  whose rotation spot he is taking.. .He was also commit-
ted to North Dakota State University before signing his pro-
fessional contract.
