About the Last One: In the final game of the series against the Erie SeaWolves, Bowie hit back-to-
back-to-back home runs in the third inning, with Kyle Stowers, Andrew Daschbach, and Zach
Watson hitting three consecutive homers. In the sixth, Chris Hudgins hit a two-run shot which
ended up being what won Bowie the game, as the Baysox went on to win 6-5. Garrett Stallings
earned his first win at the Double-A level, throwing four innings in relief.

Playoff Push: The top two teams in the Double-A Northeast League by winning percentage,
regardless of division will compete in a Best-of-5 playoff series beginning Tuesday, September
21st. With 19 games remaining in the season after today, Bowie is in sole possession of the second
playoff spot, with a 0.5 game advantage over the Somerset Patriots, who Bowie is playing this
week. Akron holds the top spot in the league.

Mickey on the Mound: Starting the first game of this pivotal series for Bowie will be the
knuckleballer Mickey Jannis. This will be his third start with the Baysox after being sent to
Double-A from Triple-A. In his last start against Erie, he allowed four earned runs on eight hits,
with two walks and one strikeout. At 33 years old, Jannis made his debut in the majors this season,
throwing 3.1 innings for the Orioles back on June 23rd against the Houston Astros. For more
information on Jannis, see page two.

In the Other Corner: The Somerset Patriots will start the series with right-hander Ken Waldichuk
on the mound. This will be the second time this month Bowie has faced Waldichuk. Back on
August 5th, he threw 5.2 innings and allowed three earned runs on five hits, with no walks and

10 strikeouts. Adley Rutschman hit his final home run in a Baysox uniform off Waldichuk before
Rutschman was promoted to Triple-A. Bowie won that game 4-0. Waldichuck was drafted in the 5th
round, 165th overall, in 2019 by the New York Yankees.
