THE SAINTS ARE HOT: The Saints are 14-4 over their past 18 games since April 25, holding the best record in Triple-A and t-2nd 

best among all full-season MiLB clubs. During the run, the Saints have outscored their opponents 134-84 (+50) after running a 

deficit of 38 runs (112-150) over their first 24 games to start the season in which they went 9-15. After sweeping Friday's 

doubleheader, the Saints are four games above .500, their high watermark on the season, and  2.5 games out of first-place, the 

closest they've been since April 1. Over their last 18 games, they rank 2nd in the Int'l League in AVG, OPS, and runs scored.

Most Career Home Runs, Saints Franchise History

SHUFFLING THE DECK: Outfielder Matt Wallner  and right-hander pitcher Travis Adams  were both optioned to the Saints on 

Thursday, with Ryan Kreidler  and Zebby Matthews  going up in corresponding moves. Wallner, a Forest Lake native, is back with 

the Saints after hitting .167 (20-120) with four homers for Minnesota this year. He ranked 163rd out of 173 qualified MLB hitters in 

wRC+ (58) at the time of his demotion after producing a 131 wRC+ over his first four big league campaigns. Wallner is a career 

.269 (196-728) hitter with a .904 OPS in 190 previous games in a Saints uniform from 2022-25.

LEADING OFF WITH A BANG: After most recently adding an inning-opening blast to their ledger on Friday, the Saints lead 

baseball with 21 homers to lead off innings this year, one ahead of the Twins. Kaelen Culpepper  (5), Orlando Arcia  (4),  Aaron 

Sabato  (3), Alex Jackson (2), and Emmanuel Rodriguez (2) have all touched off for at least two home runs to lead off an inning 

each this year, with Culpepper three times leading off with home runs to start the day offensively for St. Paul.

GABBY'S GOT A BRAND NEW BAG: Gabriel Gonzalez  notched back-to-back two-hit games in each leg of Friday's twin bill, his 

first instance of back-to-back multi-hit games this season. Gonzalez had entered play Friday mired in a slump where he was 5-last-

54 (.093), including an 0-for-25 skid in the middle. The Twins' No. 7 prospect raised his average to .193 this season, a year 

removed from leading the Twins system with a .329 average between three levels. He is on pace for a career-high 28 home runs.

LOWERTOWN LAUNCH PAD: Entering play Saturday, CHS Field ranks 2nd among all full-season MiLB parks in combined OPS 

this season (.908 between the Saints and their opponents). The 82 homers featured in St. Paul already are the 3rd-most at an MiLB 

venue this year, trailing only Truist Field in Charlotte (95) & Louisville Slugger Field (85). Wednesday's game snapped a streak of 

21 games-in-a-row featuring at least one homer from either team in Lowertown dating back to last season (the longest CHS Field 

homer streak is 47 consecutive games from Sept. 22, 2023-July 24, 2024). Over the previous five years (2021-25), the Saints' home 

ranked 3rd (.795) among IL ballparks in combined OPS, behind only Truist Field (CLT) & Werner Park (OMA) and 5th in the league 

in home runs (966), trailing Syracuse, Omaha, Durham, & Charlotte's parks.

LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints swept their first doubleheader since their inaugural season as a Triple-A franchise in 2021, 

winning 8-5 in game one and 5-3 in game two over the Columbus Clippers Friday at CHS Field. In game one, the Saints and 

Clippers swung back and forth with five total lead changes before St. Paul pulled ahead for good with a four-run sixth inning. Kaelen 

Culpepper  tied it at 1-1 with a leadoff blast in the bottom of the first, his ninth of the year. The Saints cut it to a one run game in the 

fifth when Matt Wallner  singled to right field with two away and tied it when Wallner got hung up in a pickle long enough for Kyler 

Fedko  to steal home, making it 4-4. The Clippers retook the lead before the Saints stormed back bottom six; Hendry Mendez 

knocked in the game-winning run. In game two, Mike Paredes  retired six straight to open and finished with 4.0 shutout innings. The 

Saints built a 4-0 lead early until three solo home runs by Columbus, all off Marco Raya, in the fifth.

SAINTLY SLUGGERS: After blasting 24 home runs in a seven-game span from May 2-9, the Saints have just three homers in their 

last five games. Despite this, the Saints continue to lead all of baseball with 71 home runs this year. Over their last 11 contests 

(circa May 2), the Saints rank t-2nd in MLB/MiLB in homers (27), rank 1st in SLG% (.598) and team OPS (1.019), and are 2nd in 

runs scored (106). The Saints have homered in 23 of their past 29 games and have not gone back-to-back games without a homer 

since April 10-11 in Toledo. The Saints currently tout eight hitters with at least five homers on the season, the most of any team in 

either MLB or MiLB.

WITH DOUBLE-A WICHITA THIS YEAR: Opened his first full-season in the Twins organization with Double-A 
Wichita...went 1-1 with a 3.50 ERA (7 ER, 18.0 IP) with 7 BB (9 BB%) and 20 SO (27 K%) in 4 starts...was 
promoted to St. Paul for his Triple-A debut on April 27...
TRADE CHIP: Gallagher was 1-of-2 prospects that the Twins acquired in a trade with the Cubs at the 
deadline on July 31, 2025 with RHP Sam Armstrong also coming over in the trade for utility infielder Willi 
Castro. At the time, Gallagher was rated as the No. 8 prospect in the Chicago Cubs organization by the MLB 
Pipeline. During a span of less than 72 hours, the Twins dealt 10 players off their Major League roster and 
added 13 new players, including Gallagher, to the organization. After the deadline, four players immediately 
joined the Saints (RHP Mick Abel, RHP Taj Bradley, LHP Kendry Rojas, and OF James Outman) while the rest 
of the return were sprinkled throughout the other levels of the Minnesota farm system.
