GAME INFORMATION

APRIL 19: SEAWOLVES 8, RUMBLE PONIES I: For the second-straight night, Erie got on the board first,
but this time they used a E.J. Exposito three-run homer in the second inning to capture the lead.
Binghamton third basemen Jacob Reimer was the bright spot matching a career high with a four
hit night (4-for-4, R, 2B). Rumble Ponies right-hander Will Watson set a season high of 5.1 innings
pitched. He allowed four earned runs but struck out six in the loss.

OVER JOANDER: RHP Joander Suarez, is expected to make his second start of the season tonight for
Binghamton. Suarez got the start in Friday's win over Akron tossing 5.2 innings, while allowing
just one run and striking out five batters. The 26 year-old made three appearances for Triple-A
Syracuse including two starts going a total of 9.0 innings and allowing 13 earned runs. From
Cumana Venezuela, he has pitched 451.2 innings in professional baseball holding a 26-28 record
and a 4.38 ERA. The Mets signed Suarez to a minor league contract on May, 14 2018 and over that
time he has pitched in 47 games for the Rumble Ponies.

ELITE ELI: OF Eli Serrano Ill, the Mets' No. 13 prospect, has been an extra-base hit machine through
his first 14 games in Double-A. Serrano accounted for Binghamton's only run last night smashing
an RBI double. In game one of the series, he smashed his third triple of the season and later
scored. He now has eight extra base which leads all Ponies hitters. He hit a go-ahead two-run sin-
gle on Saturday at Akron and smashed the first home run of his Double-A career with a two-run
homer in the 6th inning on Friday. He has recorded 13 hits and 8 XBH (one HR, three 3B, four 2B)
over his first 14 games at the Double-A level and is slashing .271/.400/.542/.942. He ranked T-3rd-
most 2B (21) in the High-A South Atlantic League Last season with High-A Brooklyn. Serrano was
drafted by the New York Mets in the 4th round of the 2024 MLB Draft out of NC State.

WHAT'S EWING DOING?: OF A.J. Ewing, the Mets' No. 3 prospect and MLB Pipeline's No. 87 overall
prospect, has produced a .327 AVG (17-for-52), .453 OBP, .895 OPS, 3RBI, 11 R, 6 2B, and 9 SB and
has reached base safely in all 12 of his 14 games in 2026 with at least one hit in 11 of them. The
21-year-old currently ranks among Eastern League hitters: SB (T-5th), 2B (16th), OBP (9th), AVG
(16th). This marks Ewing's 42nd career game at the Double-A level (.335 AVG, .406 OBP, .444 OPS
12 RBI, 13 2B, 21 SB). The Springboro, Ohio, native was a NRI to Mets MLB camp this spring (10 G,
.381 AVG, .423 OBP, 1.090 OPS, 6 RBI, 4 R, 3 2B, 4 SB). He was drafted by the Mets in the 4C round
of the 2023 MLB Draft (compensatory pick from RHP Jacob deGrom signing with the TEX).

REIMER REASON: INF Jacob Reimer, the Mets' No. 5 prospect collected his second career four hit
games last night against Erie (4-for-4, R, 2B). Reimer collected four hits last season on August 14
at home against New Hampshire. Reimer has loved hitting against Erie going 5-for-12 with 5 RBIs
and the game three go ahead home run in the Eastern League title last season. He is the only
Ponies player this season to record a four hit game. Last season, Reimer hit .282 with 17 home
runs and 77 RBIs across 61 games with High-A Brooklyn and Binghamton.

POWER WALK: C Chris Suero, the Mets' No. 15 prospect, has displayed his power and ability to
draw walks in 2026. Suero has clubbed three home runs and one triple (.526 SLG) and has drawn
14 walks (414 OBP) over his first 13 games of the season. The 22-year-old ranks sixth among the
Eastern League in walks. Suero combined to hit 16 HR in 2025 across High-A Brooklyn (13) and
Double-A Binghamton (3) and he combined to draw 70 walks (41 in High-A and 29 in Double-A).
PONIES FULLY LDADED: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies were ranked as the 10th most-loaded roster
in Minor League Baseball by MLB Pipeline. Based on the list, Binghamton has the most pros-
pect-packed roster in the Eastern League and the fourth-most loaded in Double-A. Binghamton's
roster featured 10 of the New York Mets top 30 prospects, seven of the top 15 prospects, and four
of the top 10 prospects in the org. OF A.J. Ewing (No. 87) is the lone top 100 prospect.

SCOUTING THE SEA: The Erie SeaWolves have two top 30 prospects in the Tigers organization
including SS John Peck (No. 15) & INF Izaac Pacheco (No. 21). Erie has 3 prospects on the 7-day IL:
(No. 7 CThayron Liranzo, No. 10 LHP Andrew Sears, No. 22 RHP Jaden Hamm). Erie's Southwest
championship roster was headlined by SS Kevin McGonigle who signed an 8-year, $150M
contract extension with DET, and 2023 first-round pick Max Clark who is hitting .351 in Triple-A.

-Michael Collins, Binghamton's 19th manager all-time, is in his first season managing the Rumble Ponies and his first sea-
son in the Mets organization.

-Collins spent the [ast eight seasons (2018-25) with the Houston Astros, as a bullpen catcher in 2018 and serving as the
Astros' major league catching coach for the last seven seasons (2019-25), including the 2022 World Series championship.
-Collins worked in the San Die(rz?o Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17),
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17.

-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended.
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.

-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.

-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia

in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.

-Mariano Duncan begins his fifth year as bench coach with the Rumble Ponies and eighth year in the Mets organization.
He previously served as the bench coach for the Brooklyn Cyclones in 2021 & in the same role with Kingsportin 2019.
-Duncan has Major League coaching experience, after serving as the first base coach for the Los Angeles Dodgers for five
seasons from 2006-2010. He has spent time on various minor league staffs affiliated with the Dodgers and Chicago Cubs,
before joining the Mets organization in 2019.

-The former infielder played 12 major league seasons with the Dodgers, Cincinnati Reds, Philadelphia Phillies, New York
Yankees, and Toronto Blue Jays. He is a two-time World Series champion ('90 Reds and '96 Yankees), one-time All-Star (with
Philadelphia in 1994), and was part of the 1993 Phillies team that won the National League pennant. He was inducted into
the Dominican Republic Baseball Hall of Fame in 2008. He made his MLB debut for the Dodgers on April 9, 1975, at the
age of 22. Duncan finished third for the N.L. Rookie of the Year.
