The Grizzlies continue wearing pitchers down with one of the league’s deepest offensive ap-
proaches. Fresno entered May 31 leading or ranking near the top of the California League in 
OBP (.375) and walks, while placing multiple hitters among league leaders in getting aboard 
— Cameron Nelson (.417 OBP), Clayton Gray (.433), and Derek Bernard (.422) all helping 
turn innings into long nights for opposing staffs.

DAMAGE DEPARTMENT: Extra-Base Hits Continue to Drive Fresno
Fresno’s lineup continues to punish mistakes with impact contact up and down the order. 
Tanner Thach (14 doubles, 9 HR), Roldy Brito (11 doubles, 4 triples, 6 HR) and Ethan Holliday 
(9 HR) headline an offense that entered May 31 among California League leaders in slugging 
percentage and extra-base production. Fresno has already produced multiple hitters with 20+ 
extra-base hits, helping power one of the most dangerous middle orders in the league.

DEFENSE QUIETLY TRENDING UP: While the offense gets the attention, Fresno’s defense 
has steadily stabilized entering the final day of May. Tanner Thach carries an active 30-game 
no-error streak at first base, while the club has begun tightening up defensively after an 
error-heavy opening month.
