WALKIN BOOTS: Nashville drew a season-high 12 walks in the 7-6 win over
Jacksonville on Wednesday. The 12 walks surpassed the 10 walks the team drew
just last Wednesday against lowa. The 1-7 hitters in Nashville's lineup all drew at
least one walk and the 1-5 hitters each had two. The 12 walks were also a season-
high for Jacksonville pitchers. It's tied for the fourth-most walks in a game for
Nashville since 2005. The team had 14 on June 3, 2021 at Charlotte and had two
games of 13 walks (9/3/24 vs. GWN, 9/13/23 @ CLT).

DOUBLE DIGITS: Wednesday night was the 21st time this year Nashville had 10+
hits in a game. Ernesto Martinez Jr. (2-for-5) and Drew Avans (2-for-4) led the
way with the only multi-hit efforts for the Sounds. It was the first multi-hit game
for Martinez Jr. since June 13th and his second in 13 games played in June. All 10
of the hits for Nashville were singles, marking the 11th game this year the Sounds
have failed to get an extra-base hit. Only four others came in games where the
Sounds had 5+ hits (5 H, 5/9 vs. NOR, 9 H, 5/22 vs. SWB, 6 H, 6/26 @ IND, 7 H, 6/3
vs. GWN).

MR. SAVE THE DAY: Brewers' no. 19-rated prospect Craig Yoho earned his

fifth save of the year and his second straight outing with a save. Yoho pitched a
scoreless ninth for the Sounds after Jacksonville had scored five runs in innings
6-8 to tie the game. Yoho is one of 12 pitchers in the International League this
season with 5+ saves. He owns a 1.05 ERA in 23 total appearances and 19 scorless
outings including four straight after Wednesday.

TOP TWOS: The Sounds versus Jacksonville pits the top two bullpen ERAs in the NAS H

International League and the top two base-stealing teams against each other.
Through the first two games of the series, Nashville's bullpen has allowed four
earned runs (6.1 IP) to Jacksonville's seven earned (12.0 IP). Each team has two
stolen bases for the series. Drew Avans and Tyler Black each stole a base for
Nashville on Wednesday while Jacksonville's Andrew Pintar has a stolen base in
both games.

QUALITY MATCHES QUALITY: Garrett Stallings (6ip, 2r) and Adam Mazur (6ip,
Or) each tossed a quality start on Tuesday, marking the first time since May 2
at Gwinnett that the Sounds and their opponent had a quality start in the same
game. In that game, Logan Henderson (6ip, 1r) defeated Nathan Wiles (6ip, 3r).

STALLINGS CAN START: Garrett Stallings’ seven strikeouts were his most in an
outing since 9/13/23 when he struck out seven Memphis Redbirds for Norfolk.
That was also his last quality start (7ip, 1r) before Tuesday.

FIRST HALF RECAP: Nashville will begin the second half of the International
League schedule against the first half champs. Jacksonville enters the series
having won 8-0f-10 to clinch their postseason birth by 0.5 game over Lehigh Valley
who went 3-7 down the stretch and los their last five games. Anthony Seigler
ended the first half with the third-best OBP in the International League (.424) and
is eighth in OPS (.911). He posted an IL-best 35-game on-base streak (4/25-6/15)
and was tied for the third-longest hitting streak (16 G, 5/2-28). His 45 walks were
tied for the third-most. Jared Oliva and Seigler were tied for the second-most
triples with four. Raynel Delgado had the fifth-most steals (22), while Oliva and
Sigler were tied for seventh with 19. Logan Henderson's seven wins are tied for
the most in the IL. Jacob Misiorowski had the second-best ERA (2.13) and ended
third in strikeouts (80) despite not pitching for the Sounds since June 7th. Bruce
Zimmermann's 67.2 [P were the 10th-most in the league.

Nashville ended the first half hitting .243 as a team (16th in the IL) and were 13th
in runs scored (356). The 105 doubles were 18th, 21 triples (2nd), and 64 HR (17th).
The pitching staff finished with the best ERA (3.29) in Triple-A and posted 12
shutouts (T-1st in the minors). The 636 strikeouts were 14th and they finished with
the second-fewest walks (246) in the IL and held opponents to the third-lowest
AVG (.233). The Sounds went 8-4-1 in their 13 series and won their last four home
series at First Horizon Park to finishg 25-13 at home and 19-16 on the road.
