ANDUJAR BREAKS THROUGH: After recording just one RBI, one stolen base, and batting .095
through his first 20 games with Single-A Salem, INF Louis Andujar broke through with a career
night on Saturday. The infielder went 2-for-4 with three RBI and a stolen base. Over his last three
games since Saturday, Andujar is hitting .333 (4-for-12) with three RBl and a .750 OPS

OPATA HOMECOMING: Outfielder Andrews Opata makes his return to the Augusta area. The
Lawrenceville, Georgia (140 miles west of SRP Park) native grew up in the Peach State and
attended the University of North Georgia (Dahlonega, Georgia)

PRIMERO PRIMERA: Catcher Franklin Primera has arrived in Salem. The Coro, Venezuela native
was a stud in the Florida Complex League. At the time of his promotion on June 30, he led the FCL
Red Sox in hits (44), home runs (8), RBI (29), total bases (74), batting average (.427), on-base
percentage (.529), and OPS (1.267). Primera put together an 18-game hitting streak from May 25 to
June 23, batting .484 (30-for-62) during the streak with 22 runs scored, 26 RBI, seven home runs,
four doubles, and a 1.464 OPS

STARLYN WALKS IT OFF: For the second time this season, Starlyn Nunez delivered a walk off hit.
On Sunday afternoon, the infielder came up with the bases loaded and no outs and cranked a
single to right field in the bottom of the ninth to score Givian Sirvania and give the Yaks a 7-6 series
finale win over Myrtle Beach. Nunez now holds each of Salem’s last three walk offs from the team
dating back to last season:

KLEYVER AS OF LATE: C Kleyver Salazar has continued his hot ways as of late. The catcher is
hitting .310 (9-for-29) over his last eigth games since June 19.

MUSETT MASHES: Andruw Musett enters tonight on an active 17-game on base streak dating
back to May 24.

THE HOT STICK: A big reason Andruw Musett has seen the on-base streak rise has been his
hitting abilities over the last six games.

SIT THEM DOWN: Over the 24 games in June, Salem pitchers finished the month by striking out
272 hitters, averaging 11.33 strikeouts per game. In the month of June, that total ranked third in
Single-A and across all of Minor League Baseball (Full Season)

SALEM ON THE ROAD: The RidgeYaks have struggled away from home this season, posting a 11-
26 road record, tied for the second-fewest road wins in Single-A. Offensively, Salem is batting just
.216 on the road, the third-lowest average in Single-A, while scoring 171 runs (fourth fewest), and
collecting 263 hits.

BY THE NUMBERS

most in a single game by Salem since July 7,2022 at Delmarva

b 4 NEED TO LIMIT THE FREE PASSES: Through 75 games this season, Salem pitchers have
issued 468 walks, the third-most in Minor League Baseball, The Yaks are averaging 6.24 walks
per game this season

®  SALAZARIN JUNE: Since the calendar flipped to June, catcher Kleyver Salazar has seen a
surge at the plate. The Barcelona, Venezuela native hit .281across 17 games in June (18-for-64)
with three home runs, 13 RBI, and 11 runs scored. Salazar has seen steady increase this season
hitting .197 in 16 games in April this year and .243 across 22 games in May and now the .281 mark
in17 games in June

b 4 KLEYVER THROWING RUNNERS OUT: Through 35 games this season, catcher Kleyver
Salazar has thrown out 21 of 93 attempted base stealers, good for a 22.5% caught-stealing rate.
Through his 62 games last season, Salazar threw out runners at a 21.2% clip. As a team, Salem
catchers have caught 51 runners stealing this season, good for the fifth-most in Single-A

*  SCHEDULE OUTLOOK: Salem's schedule becomes significantly more favorable in the second
half. After facing the league's top four clubs, Fredericksburg, Charleston, Hickory, and Wilson, a
combined 45 times during the first half (69% of games), the RidgeYaks will see those teams just
six more times the rest of the season (all against Wilson, August 18-23). Salem will also play 17 of
its next 20 games against South Division opponents and 39 of its final 56 contests against
teams at or below .500 after facing only 20 such opponents in the first half

®  EXTRAS......: Three weeks ago in Wilson, Salem fell in back-to-back nights in extra innings to
the Warbirds.

AYak is also a real animal. The Yak is a long-haired, heavily built bovine
native to high-altitude mountains. The Yak comes to symbolize strength,
resilience, stability, and a hardworking spirit, qualities that resonate with
both the team and the broader Salem community.

The new mascot, named Mac the Yak, takes inspiration from McAfee Knob,
one of the region’s most iconic natural landmarks, linking the team’s identity not only to
athletic grit, but to local heritage, outdoor adventure, and mountain pride.
