EIGHT-RUN FIFTH SINKS SHOREBIRDS: The Delmarva Shorebirds dropped their fourth game in a row and third
straight to the Fred Nats by a score of 9-2 on Wednesday night. The Shorebirds used a pair of RBI doubles by
Carter Young and Erison Placencia put Delmarva ahead 2-0 after three and a half innings. The Fred Nats would
then roar back starting in the fourth with a solo home run bfyt Paul Witt to make it a 2-1 game. Fredericksburg
would then flip the game on its head in the bottom of the fitth as they scored 8 runs on 7 hits, sending 13 bat-
ters to plate in the most destructive inning against the Shorebirds this season, and that would ultimately be the
difference in a 9-2 defeat.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: Moises Chace %1 ets the call on the mound onn Thursday night as the Shorebirds look to
ﬁut an end to their losing streak and he'll match up against Bryan Sanchez for the Nationals. Sanchez is making
is 5th start and 11th appearance of the season, owning a record of 1-2 and 7.30 ERA. He faced the Shorebirds

once this season on April 21 and Delmarva knocked him around in just 1.1 inning as they scored 9 runs on 7
hits with two home runs. He would take the loss in 16-4 victory for the 'Birds.

ON THE DOUBLE: The offense has provided extra-base hits regularly this season as they are tops in the league
in that category with 114 through the first 46 games. Their 76 doubles this year are currently the most in the
league. Samuel Basallo leads the team with 11 two-baggers this season and there are 8 players on the Shore-
birds roster who have 6 or more.

LEADER IN THE CLUBHOUSE: Samuel Basallo has put together an incredibly productive first season in full-
season baseball as the 18 year old catcher is the current Carolina League leader in RBIs with 37. Basallo has
four games this season with 3 RBI and a career-best 4 RBI performance against Fredericksburg on April 18. He is
currently second in the league in hits with 48 just behind Tim Elko (51).

PRADO AT THE TOP: Elio Prado has had a stron% run going at the Elate since moving into the leadoff spot in
the order as he is batting 19/57 (.333) over the last 14 games, striking out only six times in that time frame. His
frequency on base has helped him score a team-best 14 runs in that span as he is now the team-leader with
28, which is tied for second in the league.

HOT TEJADA: Angel Tejada has been one of the hottest hitters in all the Carolina League over the last two
weeks. In the last 15 games, Tejada is batting .317 (13/41) with 4 doubles, 2 homers, and 8 RBI. The infielder
has reach base safely in 14 of those 15 games and has registered an RBI in 5 of them.

MOVING ON THE JUNE: The Shorebirds will look to re%aln their early season form offensively after a tough
month of May. In the second month of the season, Delmarva batted .215 with an average of 4 runs per game.
The strikeout rate very much increased in May as the offense struck out 288 times for an average of 11 time
per game (35.5% K-Rate) which was second-worst in the Carolina League.

MOVING UP: A pair of Shorebirds have earned a promotion to the High-A club in Aberdeen prior to Tuesday's
series opener in Fredericksburg. Creed Willems, one of the top power bats in the Carolina League earns the
call-up after slufgtgmg 8 home runs and 28 RBI in 30 games in Delmarva. Douglas Hodo will join Willems with
the Iron Birds after achieving an OBP .403 in 34 games. The outfielder collected 6 doubles, 2 triples with 12 RBI
and 24 walks. There are now five Shorebirds from the Opening Day Roster that are now with Aberdeen.

ROUND 2 WITH THE FREDDIES: The Shorebirds return to Fredericksburg for their second series with the Fred
Nats. In the first series, Delmarva won four of the five matchups with offense score 48 runs in the five game
combined, scoring six or more in every game with 18 extra base hits total throughout the week.

TODAY’S STARTER: Moises Chace gets the ball for game four against
the Fred Nats as the Shorebirds look to put an end to their current
four-game losing streak.

LAST OUTING (5/26 vs LYN): Chace worked three innings in relief last
time out against the Lynchburg Hillcats where he earned a hold by not
allowing any runs during his time on the mound in Delmarva's 5-0 win.

vs. FREDERICKSBURG: This will be the fourth time Chace will face the
Fred Nats in his career and the second appearance he will have against
them this season. On April 19, Chace worked 4 innings in relief and
struck out 7 while allowing 2 runs on 3 hits as he went on to earn the
win. Chace tossed two relief outings last season against Fredericks-
burg and threw a combined 7 innings, allowing no runs.

2022 SEASON HIGHLIGHTS: The right-hander spend all of 2022 in
Delmarva had a nice first season in full-season baseball as he finished
the season making 19 appearances and 14 starts that covered 59.2 in-
nings. His record was 3-5 and struck out an impressive with 64 with 42
walks. Opponents hit just .213 against him on the mound.

SPECIAL K: Chace has been one of the best strikeouts pitchers on
Shorebirds staff this season as he's averaging over 13 strikeouts/9
innings this season. The right-hander set a new career-high for
strikeouts in one of his latest start against Down East in May 9 as he
punched out 8 Wood Ducks in just 3 innings.
