GAME RECAP:

Colton Eastman threw a quality 
start and Kevin Vicuna had his first home run of the season. A wild pitch 
from Francisco Morales tied it up in the seventh and the Rumble Ponies 
walked it off on Brian Marconi with the bases loaded in the tenth.

OUTSTANDING OCKIMEY:
Josh Ockimey has been a proven leader of the team all summer long. In 
the last ten games, he is batting .294 with a 1.017 OPS. He has recorded 
20 total bases including two doubles, a triple, and two homers. Ockimey 
has driven in five runs. The lefty has made only two errors at first base in 
the 59 games he has started there. He has also recorded 52 total walks to 
lead the Eastern League. 

MISSING BATS: 
After back-to-back days with double digit hits, the R-Phils could only come 
up with six base knocks in yesterday’s contest. No one had a multi-hit con-
test. On Tuesday night the team had ten hits to score seven runs and on 
Wednesday, a season-high 15 hits to plate nine runs. Jhailyn Ortiz leads 
the way with five hits and four runs scored. Reading looks to bounce back 
tonight to at the least secure a series split.

LAST OF THE FIRST: 
The first half of the Eastern League season is winding down. It wraps up 
on June 24, when the R-Phils close out the series at Binghamton. The 
second half will begin on June 26 when the Fightins take on Somerset at 
home. The winner of the first half and the winner of the second half in each 
division will play each other. Those two winners will face each other in the 
championship round.

BIG LEAGUE CLUB WATCH:
The Phillies broke out the bats in a much needed 6-2 victory over the 
San Diego Padres. Ranger Suarez took the win after going seven and a 
third innings strong. In his quality start, he allowed just two runs on seven 
hits. Suarez struck out three. Seranthony Dominguez finished off the 
eighth clean, while Brad Hand slammed the door shut in the ninth. Kyle 
Schwarber and JT Realmuto both had home runs in the win. The two 
teams match-up again tonight at 9:40pm.
