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April 4: RubberDucks 5, Fightin Phils 0: Wuilfedo Antunez, Angel
Genao and Nick Mitchell each homered as Akron completed the
Opening Weekend sweep of Reading with a 5-0 win on Saturday
afternoon.

Tonight’s starter: Dylan DeLucia takes the ball on Tuesday for his
2026 debut. The right-hander is coming off a stellar 2025 that saw him
post a 3.57 ERA and 106 strikeouts over 108.1 innings between High-
A Lake County and Akron. He made three starts in 2025 for the
RubberDucks against Harrisburg allowing one run over just seven
combined hits and striking out 12. His longest career start (in innings)
came last July at FNB Field.

What a weekend: The Akron RubberDucks swept the Reading
Fightin Phils on Opening Weekend winning 3-1, 9-3 and 5-0. The
RubberDucks pitching staff struck out 33 Fightin Phils (double digit
strikeouts in each game) during the series. Akron’s 5-0 win on
Saturday, April 4 marked the earliest shoutout win for the
RubberDucks since at least 2005 (1-0 win over Altoona on April 7,
2024 and 4-0 win at Binghamton on April 5, 2012). At the plate, the
RubberDucks powered six home runs in the three games. Ralphy
Velazquez’'s home run to kick off the 2026 scoring on Opening Day
marked the earliest home run (by date) by an Akron batter (Gio
Urshela homered on April 3, 2014 at Binghamton) and the earliest
home run at 7 17 Credit Union Park since at least 2005.

Coach D in Year 3: Greg DiCenzo returns for his third season at the
helm in Akron. DiCenzo has led Akron to a 157-118 record in his first
two seasons including a postseason appearance in 2024. DiCenzo
joins Joel Skinner, Brad Komminsk, Dave Wallace and Rouglas Odor
as the only managers in franchise history to manage three or more
seasons. Pitching coach Michael Poole, hitting coach Jordan
Becker and athletic trainer Derrik Diaz return for a third season
alongside DiCenzo in 2026.

Rounding out the staff: The RubberDucks coaching staff features
eight new members. Angus Adams, Cole Nieto, Yan Rivera, Gustavo
Nava, Laura Gutierrez-Sogel, Jack Baldwin, Andie McGregor and
Ryan Chambliss join Akron in 2026. All are making their Double-A
coaching debuts.

Take the long way home (around the bases): Alfonsin Rosario
loves bashing home runs at 7 17 Credit Union Park. The outfielder
launched two home runs on April 3 for his first two homers of 2026.
Overall at the Double-A level, Rosario has hit seven home runs with
six of the seven coming in Akron.

In all of April 2025, RubberDucks
batters knocked 16 home runs. Antunez, Rosario and Velazquez, who
all return to the RubberDucks lineup to start 2026 each finished top
five in the Guardians organization in home runs during the 2025
season. In total five members of the 2026 RubberDucks slugged
double digit home runs in 2025.

A Place in the World: Two members of the 2026 RubberDucks were
featured on the big stage of the World Baseball Classic. Dylan
DeLucia represented Team lItaly.

He hit .259 with 17 doubles, four triples, two
home runs and 37 RBI with the Ducks over those 77 games, but he
was most impressive in September batting .349/.429/.419 in 11
games picking up 15 hits and scoring eight runs. Genao’s strong
career numbers earned him a spot on the Guardians 40-man roster in
November. He is one of two MLB top 100 prospects on the
RubberDucks roster to open 2026 along with Ralphy Velazquez.
Genao is ranked No. 64 and Velazquez is No. 86 in all of MLB
according to MLB Pipeline.
