Road Trip Part Two
The Fightin Phils continue their season-long two week road trip at the Portland Sea Dogs on Saturday afternoon. It is the fifth-of-18 matchups between the 
teams this season and fifth-of-12 at Hadlock Field in Portland. The Sea Dogs make the trip to Reading from June 9-14 and then the Fightin Phils return to 
Portland from Aug. 18-23. Reading dropped the 2025 season-series to Portland 13-8, which included a 3-9 record on the road at Hadlock Field. The Sea Dogs 
lead the season-series 4-0 after grabbing wins in the first four games of the week.

Offensive Struggles Quiet
The Fightin Phils struggled offensively again in a 2-1 loss to Portland on Friday night. Gage Wood made his Double-A debut and fired three innings, allowing 
four hits, one run and striking out six. His lone blemish came on a leadoff home run by Franklin Arias in the bottom of the first. Portland other run came on 
anothr Arias solo blast in the bottom of the fifth off Jack Dallas. That was the only run Reading’s bullpen allowed over five-innings of work. Dallas fired three 
innings, then Evan Gates and Aaron Combs each did not allow a run over one-inning a piece. Reading was held scoreless until the top of the eighth, when 
Bryson Ware clubbed a pinch-hit triple and scored on an Aroon Escobar groundout. Reading had various chances on the night, but finished the game one-for-
seven with runners in scoring position and left seven men on base.

An Impressive Trend Ends
With Reading’s loss on Friday night, the Fightin Phils have officially dropped their first six game series of the season. Prior to this week, the R-Phils had won 
three series, tied three and their only other series defeat was a three-game sweep by Akron to open the season. By this point last season, Reading had already 
lost four six-game series, so the Fightin Phils are still way ahead of their pace from 2025.

Wood You Believe It
Phillies No. 2 prospect, and top pitching prospect, Gage Wood made his Double-A debut on Friday night. Wood struck out six over three innings and his lone 
blemish was a solo home run by Boston’s top prospect Franklin Arias to lead off the bottom of the first. Wood was promoted to Reading from Clearwater (A) 
on Monday, skipping High-A Jersey Shore. He joined the Fightin Phils after just nine-career starts with Clearwater. With the Threshers, Wood was 0-2, with a 
3.42 ERA (10 ER, 26.1 IP) over eight starts. He had sent down 40 batters on stikes, good for a 13.67 SO/9.0 IP mark, which was 7th in the FSL amonst pitchers 
with at least 20.0 IP. At the time of his promotion, Wood was seventh in the Florida State League in strikeouts. Wood joins the Fighitn Phils less than one year 
following his selection in the first round (26th overall) by the Phillies out of Arkansas, where he pitched from 2023-25. 

A Historic Win Last Saturday
The Fightin Phils 20-0 win over New Hampshire last Saturday marked the largest run differential in a game for Reading since at least as far back as the 1992 sea-
son. It also marked Reading’s third 20+ run game since at least 2005 and first since July 8, 2016, a 21-4 win vs Bowie. The other 20+ run instance for the R-Phils 
was July 2, 2007, a 21-4 win vs New Britain. The game also featured fourth-career four-hit game for Alex Binelas (LAST: 6/11/24, with Portland at Reading) and 
the third-career four-hit game for Austin Murr (LAST: 6/13/25, with West Michigan at Lansing). Murr also secured his second-career four-run game and the 
first four-hit/four-run game of his career. Bryan Rincon also had his second-career four-run game, with the other coming on May 1 of this year at Hartford.

Pitching Powers
The Fightin Phils pitching staff continued their recent strong stretch with another good week at New Hampshire and a strong series with Portland so far. Over 
their last 14 games (since May 8), Reading leads the Eastern League with a 2.64 ERA (32 ER, 109.0 IP). On the season, the R-Phils team 4.29 ERA ranks third in 
the Eastern League, which comes after finishing last in the league with a 4.58 ERA in 2025.Reading’s pitching staff has also showcased some of the best control 
in the league as well, issueing the fewest walks in the league at 134, which is well ahead of the second fewest, Portland with 156. Strong fielding has helped out 
the Fightin Phils pitching staff, as Reading enters play on Saturday with a .979 fielding percentage, which is tied for the second best in the Eastern League.

Money McFarlane
Alex McFarlane continued his excellent season with a scoreless 1.1-innings of work on Thursday. On the season, the Phillies No. 17 prospect has a 0.57 ERA (1 
ER, 15.2 IP). McFarlane has not allowed an earned run in 10-straight outings and has not allowed one in 15-of-16 appearances on the season. Amongst Eastern 
League pitchers that have fired at least 15.0 IP this season, McFarlane has the lowest ERA at 0.57.

This Day in Baseballtown History

From the Cats to the Dogs
Portland enters play today with a 21-21 record, which is third in the Northeast Division, one and a half games ahead of Reading, and 2.5 games behind first 
place New Hampshire. The Sea Dogs most recently split a six-game series at Hartford, and following this week, will be back on the road to face Binghamton. 
Portland’s roster features 10 of the Red Sox top-30 prospects: Franklin Arias (1), Anthony Eyanson (2), John Holobetz (12), Hayden Mullins (14), Miguel Bleis 
(15), Jedixson Paez (19), Gage Ziehl (20), Nelly Taylor (21), Johanfran Garcia (26) and Yordanny Monegro (28).

Portland Pitcher 
Righty, and Red Sox No. 19 prospect, Jedixson Perez makes the start today for Portland. This will be his fifth appearances and third start with Portland, and he 
is 1-1, with a 5.87 ERA (5 ER, 7.2 IP). Perez last pitched on May 10 against New Hampshire, allowing three runs on four hits over three innings of relief, with 
two strikeouts. Perez began the season with the Chicago White Sox, posting an 18.00 ERA over three appearances, before returning to Boston. He was selected 
by Chicago in the Rule Five draft, but designated for assignment on Apr. 1 and then returned to the Red Sox. He made seven appearances for Greenville (A+) 
last season, going 0-3, with a 2.79 ERA. The 22-year old originally signed with Boston as an international free agent in 2021 out of Venezeula.
