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June 12: RubberDucks 1, Yard Goats 0: Aaron Davenport goes 
eight scoreless while Petey Halpin launched a first inning home run 
to give Akron the win in game two of the series. 
 
Powerful Planez: Alexfri Planez is on a recent power surge. The 
Ducks outfielder has five home runs in his last 12 games including two 
first inning homers. Over his last 10 games, Planez is batting 
.400/.429/.825 with three doubles, a triple and nine RBI. His 16 hits 
and 33 total bases in his last 10 games are the most on Akron. He is 
on a nine-game hitting streak, picking up 16 hits in those nine games. 
 
The RubberDucks love Lampe: Joe Lampe has been one of the 
RubberDucks best hitters recently. During the road trip in Portland, 
Lampe collected nine hits, four RBI and four stolen bases. After 
leading the team in several offensive categories in May, Lampe is 
batting .375 so far in 32 June at-bats. Over his last 10 games, Lampe 
is batting .357/.349/.548 with eight runs scored, four doubles and two 
triples.  
 
Must be the flow: Aaron Davenport has been incredible to start his 
Double-A career. The right-hander is 5-1 with a 1.77 ERA and 57 
strikeouts over 66.0 innings. Davenport ranks among the best in the 
Eastern League in ERA (second), starts (tied first-12), winning 
percentage (second-.833), WHIP (first-1.00) and average against 
(third-.197). His eight-shutout innings on June 12 were the longest 
start by a RubberDucks pitcher since 2017 and longest scoreless start 
since 2019. 
 
Tolentino at the bat: After making headlines to start the season with 
his excellent defense, Milan Tolentino has been on fire at the plate 
over the end of May and beginning of June. In his last 10 games, 
Tolentino is batting .378/.465/.595 with six extra base hits. In eight 
games in June, Tolentino has 12 hits and scored nine runs.  
 
Steal stoppers: Micael Ramiez and Kody Huff have been excellent 
at stopping would-be base stealers this season.

That is good for second most in the Eastern 
League behind Altoona’s 56. The Ducks are on pace to turn 100 
double plays in a season for the first time since the 2019 season.

Welcome to QuAkron: Nate Furman and CJ Kayfus join the Akron 
RubberDucks after amazing starts to the 2024 season in High-A Lake 
County. At the time of their promotions, Furman and Kayfus were 
each tied for first in the Midwest League in batting with .338 averages. 
Furman ranked sixth in the Midwest League in OPS (.917), seventh in 
runs scored (35) and 10th in OBP (.417). Kayfus was one of just two 
Captains since 2005 to have a .335+ average, 50+ hits, 35+ RBI and 
1.000+ OPS in a season (Jared Goedert, 2007). Kayfus was also one 
of just two hitters in all of MiLB and MLB with .330+ AVG, 1.045+ OPS 
and 27+ RBI in their first 33 games this season joining Heston 
Kjerstad of the Norfolk Tides (Triple-A, BAL).
