◆ The Reno Aces trailed by a run in the bottom of the ninth 
before Rene Pinto came through in dramatic fashion, launching 
a two-run walk-off homer over the left-centerfield wall to lift 
Reno to a thrilling 5-4 victory over the Round Rock Express in 
Tuesday’s series opener... Pinto has recently caught fire at the 
plate, going 5-for-15 with two doubles, three home runs, and 
seven RBI across his last four games. His clutch round-tripper 
sealed Reno’s first walk-off win of the young season... Jordan 
Lawlar and Jorge Barrosa got the Aces on the board early, 
blasting back-to-back home runs to lead off the bottom of 
the first inning. Barrosa continued his strong start to the 
2025 campaign, mashing a line drive into the right-centerfield 
bleachers for his third home run of the year. Lawlar followed 
him with a solo shot of his own, launching his third homer of the 
year over the right-field porch... n the mound, Yilber Diaz was 
effective, allowing four runs (three earned) on six hits and four 
walks while striking out three over 5.2 innings. Diaz has dealt 
with some control issues early in the season—walking 10 batters 
across his first four starts—but when he's in rhythm, he's a 
tough matchup for any lineup in the Pacific Coast League... Trey 
Mancini drove in the Ace’s third run with a solo big fly in the 
sixth frame, taking David Buchanan deep for his third long ball of 
the year. The 33-year-old veteran has been a steady presence in 
Reno’s lineup, hitting .317/.338/.508 with six extra-base hits and 
nine RBI this season... The Aces will drive this momentum into 
Wednesday’s matchup against the Round Rock Express.

game vs the Express... Houser has been efficient for Round 
Rock so in 2025, posting a 3.38 ERA with 17 strikeouts and just 
four walks in 16 total innings... He was solid in his most recent 
outing, limiting the Oklahoma City Comets to two runs in six 
innings, striking out three... The 32-year-old struck out nine on 
4/5 agaisnt the Toledo Mud Hens (AAA-DET), allowing three runs 
through five innings... Houser owns a respectable MLB résumé, 
posting a 4.21 ERA with 484 punchouts and 244 walks in 608 2/3 
innings (152 games, 104 starts). His best season in the bigs was 
in 2021 with Milawuakee after he went 10-6 with a 3.22 ERA, 105 
strikeouts and 64 walks in 142 1/3 innings... The Renos will have a 
formidable threat on the mound in Wednesday's matchup. 
OFF THE RAILS
◆ The Aces and Express have faced off 77 times since Reno 
joined the PCL in 2009... The BLC-Nine owns a 20-18 record at 
GNF and a 19-20 on the road at Round Rock.

press... In his previous outing, Mena struggled to make it past 
the fourth inning, allowing four runs on six hits and two walks 
to the Salt Lake Bees. Despite the disappointing appearance, 
he still managed to generate an impressive number of whiffs, 
striking out nine... Mena’s best start of the season came on 
April 5 against the Tacoma Rainiers, when he held them to one 
run over six dominant innings, walking two and striking out 
five... The 22-year-old faced the Express twice in 2024, posting 
a 6.14 ERA after allowing five total runs over 7 1/3 innings, 
with three walks and six strikeouts. Notably, on May 15, 2024, 
he turned in a solid outing against Round Rock, giving up two 
runs on six hits and one walk over five innings, while striking 
out four...
