He struck out 49
batters before issuing a walk, facing 141 batters. Since 1893, when the mound
was moved to its current position, only two Major League pitchers began a
season with more strikeouts before issuing a walk: Kenley Jansen in 2017 (51K)
and Corbin Burnes in 2021 (58K).

PROSPECTING: Matthews currently resides on multiple Twins’ Top-30 prospect
lists. He is ranked the #5 prospect in the organization by Baseball America and
the 6"-best prospect by MLB Pipeline. MLB Pipeline added Matthews to their
Top 100 list on July 26 at #100, as where Baseball America has him as the
61°%-best prospect in the game.
