
Tong Terrific: RHP Jonah Tong, the Mets' No. 4 prospect and MLB Pipeline's No. 44 prospect, 
has been called up by the New York Mets and will make his major league debut tonight against 
the Miami Marlins at Citi Field. Tong, 22, will become the fourth pitcher that began the season 
with Double-A Binghamton to make their MLB debut for the Mets this season, along with RHP 
Jonathan Pintaro, RHP Alex Carrillo, and RHP Nolan McLean. Tong leads Minor League Baseball 
with 179 strikeouts, 14.17 K/9, a 40.5 K%, a 1.43 ERA, and a .148 BAA across two levels. Tong went 
8-5 with a 1.59 ERA and 162 strikeouts over 102 innings in 20 starts for Double-A Binghamton this 
year and went 2-0 with 17 strikeouts in 11.2 scoreless innings in two starts for Triple-A Syracuse. 
The 2022 seventh-round pick will make his MLB debut (August 29, 2025) less than one year after 
making his Double-A debut (September 5, 2024).
WINNING: The Rumble Ponies are 80-41 overall and are 39 games above .500 (tied season best). 
Binghamton was the first Double-A team and third team in Minor League Baseball to reach 
80 wins. Binghamton has the best winning percentage (.661) in Double-A and the 3rd-best in 
Minor League Baseball, behind Detroit's High-A West Michigan (.705) and Pittsburgh's High-A 
Greensboro (.697). Binghamton is on-pace for 89 wins, which would surpass the franchise record 
for wins in a single season (86 - 2013). Binghamton won the Northeast Division First-Half title, and 
clinched a spot in the postseason with a 45-22 (.672) record. 
Jack Attack: RHP Jack Wenninger, the Mets' No. 13 prospect (MLB Pipeline), earned his 12th win 
of the season last night, which is tied for the most in Minor League Baseball and leads all of Dou-
ble-A. The 23-year-old also ranks among Double-A with 24 GS (1st), 138 SO (3rd), 123.2 IP (T-4th), 
1.14 WHIP (7th), 2.98 ERA (10th) In five starts in August, Wenninger is 4-0 and has gone at least 5.0 
innings in each start, including 6.0+ innings in three of them.
LAst Game: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies defeated the Somerset Patriots, 7-5, on Thursday at 
Mirabito Stadium. RHP Jack Wenninger earned his 12th win, which is tied for the most in MiLB. 
RHP TJ Shook recorded his seventh save. Binghamton had a five-run third inning on RF D'Andre 
Smith's two-run triple, 3B Jacob Reimer's RBI double, and C Kevin Parada's two-run double. 1B 
JT Schwartz went 2-for-3 with two runs and a walk, and led off the five-run third with a single.
REimer Reason: INF Jacob Reimer, the Mets' No. 6 prospect (MLB Pipeline), is riding a five-game 
hit streak. Over his last 13 games, Reimer is hitting .500 (24-for-48) with a .564 OBP, .958 SLG, 1.522 
OPS, 5 HR, 15 RBI, 14 R, & 11 XBH. The 21-year-old has risen his AVG from .200 to .283 and OPS 
from .662 to .897 at the Double-A level over that span. He was named to the MiLB Prospect Team 
of the Week last week @ POR (.471 AVG, 2 HR, 5 RBI, 5 XBH). Reimer is ranked as MLB Pipeline's No. 
3 3B prospect in baseball.
Smith Happens: OF D'Andre Smith has produced a .306 AVG, .829 OPS, 4 HR, 25 RBI, 24 R, 8 2B, 14 
XBH, & 14 SB over a 40-game span, since the start of July. Smith ranks among the Eastern League 
with a 48 H (T-2nd), .306 AVG (3rd), and 14 SB (T-6th) in that span. The 24-year-old is hitting .275 
over 81 games in AA.
Ewing It All: OF A.J. Ewing, the Mets' No. 7 prospect (MLB Pipeline), has reached base safely in 13 
of his first 14 Double-A games, with 23 H, 3 RBI, 9 R, and 8 SB. Ewing has recorded seven-straight 
multi-hit games and has nine multi-hit games in 14 games at the Double-A level. Over his last 
seven games, Ewing is 16-for-32 (.500 AVG) with a .515 OBP, 1.171 OPS, 2 RBI, 5 R, 5 2B, & 5 SB. The 
21-year-old has 66 stolen bases in 110 games across three levels, which ranks 4th in MiLB. 
Parada Party: C Kevin Parada is riding an 8-game hit streak, a 14-game on-base streak and has 
reached base in 16 of his 17 games in August with hits in 14 games this month. In August: (19-
for-59, .322 AVG, .397 OBP, .922 OPS, 2 HR, 10 RBI, 7 R, 6 2B, 8 XBH, 7 BB). He recorded his first 3-hit 
game on May 16 and has produced a .305 AVG (4th in AA), .527 SLG (5th in AA), .899 OPS (6th in 
AA), 9 HR, 44 RBI over a 63-game span since. In 10 games against Somerset, Parada has a .394 
AVG, .488 OBP, 1.215 OPS, 3 HR, 10 RBI, 8 R, & 7 BB.
Super Suero: C/1B/LF Chris Suero, the Mets' No. 15 prospect (MLB Pipeline), is riding a 25-game 
on base streak, which marks the longest active on-base streak for any player that is currently in 
the Eastern League and the third-longest active streak for any player that is currently in Double-A.

-Reid Brignac is now the second-longest tenured manager in Binghamton history, behind Pedro Lopez (2012-16).
-In 2024, Brignac led a Rumble Ponies team that at one point won 10-conesecutive games, which marked the franchise's 
longest winning streak since 2006. Brignac also oversaw Eastern League Pitcher of the Year and Mets Minor League Pitcher 
of the Year Brandon Sproat's dominant stint at Double-A. Brignac helped the Mets' MLB staff after the MiLB season.
-In 2023, Brignac led Binghamton to the postseason for the first time since 2017, going 39-27 in the second-half and 17-5 
in the final 22 games. Binghamton swept the Somerset Patriots in the Eastern League Division Series to advance to the 
Eastern League Championship Series for the first time since 2014, before falling to the Erie SeaWolves.
-In 2022, he led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season with 
the Rumble Ponies, tying a franchise record (Francisco Álvarez, Brett Baty, José Butto, Nate Fisher, Bryce Montes de Oca). 
-Brignac enjoyed a long and successful playing career, spending parts of nine years in the major leagues with the Tampa 
Bay Rays, Colorado Rockies, Atlanta Braves, Philadelphia Phillies, New York Yankees, and Miami Marlins.
