Signed with the Pirates for a bonus of $497,500... Born in Beaumont, TX, attended Port Neches-Groves HS... Spent two seasons at Texas A&M and one season
with ASU... As a Freshman at Texas A&M underwent a nerve transposition surgery, returned to the mound for 5 games with the Aggies as a sophomore
before undergoing a second surgery, per Jonathan Mayo of MLB Pipeline: It turned out that stitches remaining from the first surgery were on his nerve, so
every pitch he threw, the nerve was being further frayed. Curtis was likely just a small number of throws away from doing irreparable damage to his arm.
The second surgery took five-and-a-half hours, and at one point, members of the medical team told Curtis’ parents the nerve damage was so severe that
not only might he not pitch again, he might not have full use of his arm...
