Tuesday: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies opened up their final road series of 
the year with a commanding 10-2 victory over the Portland Sea Dogs at Hadlock 
Field Tuesday night. The offense tallied two four-run innings, 15 hits, and three 
home runs. Binghamton began the scoring in the first on a Luke Ritter RBI single 
that drove home Wyatt Young. In the fourth, Jeremy Vasquez hit an RBI double to 
make it 2-0 Ponies. Young then came up and drilled a three-run homer to give the 
Ponies a 5-0 lead and cap off the four-run frame. Young finished 3-5 with two runs 
scored and three RBI, finishing a triple shy of the cycle. Binghamton wasn’t done 
as Vasquez hit an RBI single to make it 6-1. Nic Gaddis launched a three-run homer 
breaking the game open making it 9-1 Ponies and completing their second four-
run inning. Rowdey Jordan hit a solo homer over the Maine Monster to make it 10-2 
Binghamton in the ninth. Jordan ended the night 3-5 with three runs scored.
 
King of the Hill: Jose Chacin continued his run of excellent starts as he allowed one 
run on six hits over seven innings with one walk and seven strikeouts. It’s the fourth 
straight start Chacin has gone at least six innings and not allowed more than two 
earned runs. Tuesday’s game was also his fourth victory in his last five appearances.

Multiple of Multiples: Four Ponies hitters had multi-hit games and three had multi-
RBI games in Tuesday’s win. Wyatt Young and Rowdey Jordan each had three-hit 
nights as Hayden Senger and Jeremy Vasquez had two-hit nights. Young and Nic 
Gaddis tallied three-RBI performances and Vasquez added two-RBI. Each member of 
the Rumble Ponies lineup had at least one hit as well.

Back at it Again: Ponies infielder Wyatt Young has a nine-game on-base streak 
along with a hit in seven of his last eight games. During the on-base streak, Young is 
hitting .324 with 11 hits, a homerun, three RBI, nine walks, an OB percentage of .465 
and an OPS of 1.024.

Hit Parade: The 15 hits from the Ponies offense was the second highest tally of the 
season with 17 being the season leader in a 9-7 win over Reading at FirstEnergy 
Stadium on May 29th. Like Tuesday’s game, Wyatt Young and Hayden Senger each 
registered multi-hit performances in that 17-hit game against the Fightins.

He appeared in parts of nine years in the major 
leagues with the Tampa Bay Rays, Colorado Rockies, Atlanta Braves, Philadelphia Phillies, New York Yankees, and Miami 
Marlins. He was initially drafted by the Rays in the second round of the 2004 MLB Draft.

Jerome Williams - Pitching Coach - 1st season with Binghamton -  Williams also held the same position on Brignac’s 
staff with St. Lucie and is entering his fourth season in the Mets organization following a 20-year playing career. He pitched 
for 11 years in the major leagues with the Giants, Angels, Cubs, Cardinals, Rangers, Phillies, Nationals and Astros compil-
ing a 52-66 record with a 4.59 ERA in 236 career games.

Tommy Joseph - Hitting Coach - 1st season with Binghamton - 2nd year in the Mets organization. Joseph joins Brignac 
and Williams in being promoted from the same position in St. Lucie to Double-A Binghamton. He is entering his second 
season with the Mets organization after retiring from his playing career following the 2020 season. He spent two seasons in 
the major leagues with the Phillies in 2016-17 hitting .247 with 43 home runs and 116 RBI in 249 major league games.

Mariano Duncan - Bench Coach - 1st season with Binghamton  - arrives in the Southern Tier after serving as the bench 
coach for the Brooklyn Cyclones (High-A) in 2020.
