E-TRAIN GET EVEN

The Express earned a 6-3 in over the Chihuahuas
yesterday. El Paso SS Clay Dungan opened the
night with a walk and a stolen base. Dungan moved
to third on a DH Trenton Brooks single and scored
on RF Yonathan Perlaza’s sacrifice fly to grab a 1-O
lead in the first. The Express scored in the second
as C Cooper Johnson scored CF Michael Helman
on a RBI single. SS Alan Trejo got aboard with a
bunt single then DH Justin Foscue belted his ninth
homer of the year. Foscue’s three-run blast put the
E-Train ahead 4-1. The Chihuahuas plated a run in
the the fifth as CF Bryce Johnson traded places
with LF Forrest Wall on his RBI double, cutting the
El Paso deficit to 4-2. Round Rock RF Dustin Harris
hit a solo homer in the eighth. 3B Cody Freeman
got on with an infield single and CF Michael Helman
drove him in with a base hit, extending the E-Train
lead to 6-2. In the top of the ninth, El Paso C
Rodolfo Duran singled up the middle sending 1B
Tim Locastro around to score. RHP Codi Heuer
retired the next two batters via strikeouts and
secured the save to give Round Rock a 6-3 victory.

Round Rock RHP Gerson Garabito is slated to
make his 10th start of the year on Thursday night.
Garabito threw 0.1 innings allowing four runs on
four hits in his last start. The right-hander owns
a 9.42 ERA (30 ER/28.2 IP) while striking out 25
batters and walking 17 this year.

MISSING BATS

Round Rock’s pitching staff ranks second in the
PCL with 592 strikeouts and 1,243 whiffs generated
this season. RHP Codi Heuer owns a 35.4 whiff
percentage, which is the ninth-best rate in the PCL
(min. 300 pitches). Heuer has struck out 27.5% of
the batters he has faced this year (30-109).

SUMMER SLAMMING

On Wednesday night, OF Dustin Harris and INF
Justin Foscue blasted the E-Train's 14th and 15th
home runs since June 1st, which ranks first in
the PCL. This month, the Express have recorded
multiple home runs in five of their nine games and
rank first in runs (68), RBI (65) and OPS (.881).

FOSS GOING THE OTHER WAY
Round Rock INF Justin Foscue has 22 extra-base
hits in 44 games so far in 2025. He had 17 in 48
games last year with Round Rock. He is using the
opposite field 35.6% of the time which is ninth-
most among qualified hitters in the league. His
previous high in a season was 26.2% with Round
Rock in 2023.

THE STREAK LIVES ON

Round Rock INF Cody Freeman needed an eighth
inning infield single to extend his hittin streak to
12 games and his on-base streak to 15 games last
night. His hitting streak is the third longest active
streak in the league and his on-base streak is tied
for sixth longest. They are both the longest streaks
of any Express player this year.
