Prospecting: The Nuts’ Opening Day roster includes two MLB Pipeline Top 30 A's prospects in outfielder Henry Bolte (No. 12)
and first baseman Will Simpson (No. 30). Bolte, the A's No. 2 outfield prospect, was selected 56th overall in 2022 from Palo Alto
High School, where he led all California high schoolers with 13 home runs. He spent the 2023 season with Single-A Stockton,
where he slashed .257/.356/.421 in 112 games, collecting 17 doubles, five triples, 14 home runs and 32 stolen bases. Simpson,
the A's No. 2 first base prospect, impressed with a .319/ .367/.543 line in his professional debut after he was drafted in the 15th
round from Washington last year.
