to help Akron split the series with Altoona. Alfonsin Rosario drove in
two on his birthday.

Today’s starter: Dylan DeLucia gets the ball in the second half
opener. The right-hander is coming off pitching in relief last week
against Altoona as weather forced Erik Sabrowski’s rehab
appearance to be moved to a start. DeLucia fired five innings,
allowing two solo home runs while striking out four before the rain
ended his night and forced a suspension of the game. DeLucia has
struck out 11 over 10 innings while allowing an unearned run against
Richmond this season.

First Half Wrap: The Akron RubberDucks finished the first half of the
season 35-33 in third place in the Eastern League Southwest Division
and eight games back of the first half division champs Richmond.
Akron will need to win the second half division title to clinch a playoff
spot for the first time since 2024 (also won SW Second half title).

Terrific Tulloch: Adam Tulloch has been phenomenal out of the
RubberDucks bullpen this season. The left-hander has not allowed an
earned run this season over 15 appearances between Akron and
Lake County (14 with the Ducks and 1 with the Captains). Tulloch has
struck out 17 over 17 innings pitched at the Double-A level while
allowing just six hits.

Dependable Devers: Jose Devers has been one of Akron’s best
hitters over the last two months. After batting .183 in April, the
RubberDucks infielder is batting .318 with four doubles, two triples a
home run and 19 RBI since May 1. He’s scored 27 runs in 41 games
over the last two months and raised his season average to .271. He is
currently on a season-long eight-game hitting streak in which he is
batting .433/1.100 with 13 hits. Devers has been really good against
Richmond this season batting .324 with eight RBI.

Long man: Carter Rustad has been a dependable option for the
RubberDucks in the bullpen this season. The right-hander has a 2.97
ERA with 37 strikeouts over 21 appearances. More impressive,
Rustad has worked 36.1 innings going multiple innings in 16 outings.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 329 walks rank
first in Eastern League and fourth in Double-A this season. Eight
different Akron batters have walked 20+ times this season. Nick
Mitchell leads the RubberDucks with 39 walks (eighth most in EL).

RubberDucks and Flying Squirrels: Akron is facing Richmond for
the third of four series this season and the second of two at CarMax
Park. Akron is 4-8 against Richmond and 1-5 on the road this year.
Akron is 109-107 all-time against Richmond. Top prospects in the
series includes:

Catching fire in June: Jacob Cozart and Cameron Barstad have
both started to swing hot bats in the month of June. Cozart is batting
.281/.790 with two homers and seven RBI. He has six multi-hit games
in 15 games this month. Barstad is hitting .343/.823 with three RBI
and four runs scored in June. He has three multi-hit June games in 11
games played this month.

Red hot Rosario: Alfonsin Rosario started swinging a hot bat on the
recent road trip to Chesapeake and Erie. He hit.357/.431/.905 with
three doubles, a triple, six home runs and 20 RBI during the trip and
earned EL player of the week honors. In the month of June, Rosario is
batting .313/1.093 with four doubles, a triple, six home runs and 24
RBI. He now leads the RubberDucks team with 12 homers this
season.

Pitching power: The Akron RubberDucks are third in Double-A and
first in the Eastern League in ERA with a 4.15 ERA. The Ducks staff
have 620 strikeouts over 591.2 innings pitched. Akron pitchers appear
in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, starts, games and innings
pitched Jack Jasiak leads the Eastern League in wins with seven this
season. He would be the first Akron reliever to rank among the EL
wins leaders in a season since Skylar Arias won the fifth most games
in the league (7) in 2021. He is one win away from tying Bradley
Hanner (8 wins in 2024 and 2023) and Josh Martin (8 wins in 2015)
for most wins by an Akron reliever since 2010. Steven Wright’s 9
wins in 2009 are the most by an Akron reliever since at least 2005.

Learning Double-A: Jaison Chourio is starting to find his groove at
Double-A. After going hitless in his first two Double-A games and then
going on the IL for a week, Chourio is batting .337/.440/.551 with 22
runs scored, 33 hits, four home runs and 16 RBI in his last 26 games.
Chourio hit his first professional multi-home run and career-high five
RBI game on June 2 and hit a game tying solo home run in the ninth
inning on June 11. He has four homers in June, which is one away
from setting a new career-high for most homers in a month. Since
being promoted to Akron, he ranks top 10 in the EL in average
(fourth), OBP (second) and OPS (ninth).

Prior to coming to
Akron, Nava served as the Development coach for Lynchburg in their 2025 Carolina League championship season.
