LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints failed to hold a 3-0 lead after five innings as the Columbus Clippers scored eight unanswered 

to close in an 8-3 loss on Wednesday night at CHS Field, snapping the Saints' four-game win streak. Trent Baker  was was a 

standout, spinning 3.0 scoreless innings to start the night; the right-hander struck out a season-high four and faced the minimum. 

The Saints took the lead with a pair of runs in the fourth. Orlando Arcia reached on an infield dribbler, and scored on Hendry 

Mendez 's double hit over the head of Stuart Fairchild in center. Aaron Sabato  rapped a ground ball single through the left side to 

make 2-0. In the fifth, the Saints extended the lead on back-to-back hits by Kaelen Culpepper  and Ryan Kreidler . Columbus scored 

multiple runs in each inning from the sixth through the eighth to rally. Juan Brito's RBI triple on a missed dive attempt by Kyler 

Fedko in left made it 3-2. Kody Huff singled in the eventual winning run in the seventh.

SAINTLY SLUGGERS: After blasting 24 home runs in a seven-game span from May 2-9, the Saints have just two homers in their 

last three games and saw their season-long nine-game home streak come to an end on Wednesday. Despite this, the Saints 

continue to lead all of baseball with 70 home runs this year. Over their last ten contests (circa May 2), the Saints share the 

MLB/MiLB lead in homers (26), rank 1st in SLG% (.615) and team OPS (1.031), and are 2nd in runs scored (93). The Saints have 

homered in 22 of their past 27 games and have not gone back-to-back games without a homer since April 10-11 in Toledo. The 

Saints currently tout eight hitters with at least five homers on the season, the most of any team in either MLB or MiLB.

LOWERTOWN LAUNCH PAD: Entering play Friday, CHS Field ranks 2nd among all full-season MiLB parks in combined OPS this 

season (.913 between the Saints and their opponents). The 76 homers featured in St. Paul already are the 3rd-most at an MiLB 

venue this year, trailing only Truist Field in Charlotte (93) & Louisville Slugger Field (79). Wednesday's game snapped a streak of 

21 games-in-a-row featuring at least one homer from either team in Lowertown dating back to last season (the longest CHS Field 

homer streak is 47 consecutive games from Sept. 22, 2023-July 24, 2024). Over the previous five years (2021-25), the Saints' home 

ranked 3rd (.795) among IL ballparks in combined OPS, behind only Truist Field (CLT) & Werner Park (OMA) and 5th in the league 

in home runs (966), trailing Syracuse, Omaha, Durham, & Charlotte's parks.

Saints Team Splits, First 24 games vs Last 16 Games

THE SAINTS ARE HOT: The Saints are 12-4 over their past 16 games since April 25, holding the best record in Triple-A andthe 4th-

best among all full-season MiLB clubs. During the run, the Saints have outscored their opponents 121-76 (+45) after running a 

deficit of 38 runs (112-150) over their first 24 games to start the season in which they went 9-15. Wednesday's loss snapped the 

Saints' four-game win streak, a season-long stretch matching May 2-6, while also knocking the Saints off their season-high 

watermark of three games over .500.

SHUFFLING THE DECK: Outfielder Matt Wallner  and right-hander pitcher Travis Adams  were both optioned to the Saints on 

Thursday, with Ryan Kreidler  and Zebby Matthews  going up in corresponding moves. Wallner, a Forest Lake native, is back with 

the Saints after hitting .167 (20-120) with four homers for Minnesota this year. He ranked 163rd out of 173 qualified MLB hitters in 

wRC+ (58) at the time of his demotion after producing a 131 wRC+ over his first four big league campaigns. Wallner is a career 

.269 (196-728) hitter with a .904 OPS in 190 previous games in a Saints uniform.

Most Career Home Runs, Saints Franchise History

LEADING OFF WITH A BANG: After most recently adding an inning-opening blast to their ledger on Saturday, the Saints are now 

tied with their parent club in homers to lead off innings for the most in baseball (20). Orlando Arcia  (4), Kaelen Culpepper  (4),  

Aaron Sabato  (3), Alex Jackson (2), and Emmanuel Rodriguez (2) have all touched off for at least two home runs to lead off an 

inning each this year, with Culpepper twice leading off with home runs to start the day offensively for St. Paul. Culpepper is one of 

25 hitters in MiLB with multiple "leadoff homers" (HR in 1st inning by a leadoff man).

ARCIA, WE SEE YA: Saints infielder Orlando Arcia  has hit safely in 15 straight games, the longest hit streak for a St. Paul batter so 

far this year. Over the streak, the 31-year-old veteran is 28-for-64 (.438) with five homers & 10 extra-base hits. The Venezuelan's 

career-long streak was 19 straight games from July 11-Aug 6, 2011 in the DSL.

LAST APPEARANCE: Started Friday for Double-A Wichita in Amarillo, his third consecutive appearance (2nd start) with the 
Wind Surge since being reassigned to after a pair of appearances with Saints on April 22 & 25...navigated around a leadoff walk 
to start the ballgame before retiring the next six in-a-row...also left leadoff runners stranded in the third (HBP) and fourth 
(single) to throw up 4.0 scoreless...
ONE OF US, ONE OF US: Rozek became the fifth Minnesota-born player to suit up for the Triple-A iteration of the St. Paul Saints 
when he made his Triple-A debut on April 13 vs Iowa last season (he’s now one of six). He joins RHP Jake Petricka (2022, 
Northfield), LHP Caleb Thielbar (2022-24, Northfield), RHP Louis Varland (2022-24, Maplewood/St. Paul), OF Matt Wallner 
(2022-26, Forest Lake), and RHP John Klein (2025-26, Brooklyn Park). Thielbar is the only Minnesotan to have pitched for both 
the Saints independent and Triple-A franchise eras. Rozek is a resident of the Twin Cities in the offseason and trains at 
Minnesota Mash in Savage.
WORLD SERIES MEMORIES: A 2013 graduate of Burnsville High School (nicknamed “The Blaze”), the same alma mater as 
current Saints hitting coach Shawn Schlechter, Rozek was a member of the Burnsville Legion Baseball team that reached the 
American Legion World Series as a youth player in 2013 in Shelby, North Carolina. The Burnsville Cobras won their first game 
over Napolean, OH before losing the next two to Brooklawn, NJ and Petaluma, CA that season, a summer that Rozek notes as 
one of his fondest memories of playing the game of baseball in his career. 
“I’M A MAVERICK”: Rozek spent five seasons in Mankato in his college career with Minnesota State University, including 
redshirting as a true freshman in 2014. With the Mavericks, he would appear in 48 games, the 10th-most in program history, 
while twice being named an NSIC First Team All-Conference selection as an upperclassman. Minnesota State, a Division II 
program, have had just four players reach the major leagues in their program’s history with the last coming in 1992 when Todd 
Revening, a 37th round pick by Oakland, pitched in two games for the A’s in 1992.
TWINS TIES: Aside from his time with Minnesota State, Rozek spent his college years pitching for two summers in the 
Northwoods League for the St. Cloud Rox, where he was coached by former Twins infielder and World Series champion Al 
Newman. Not just Rozek’s wood-bat league coach, he also had ties to Newman going back to his youth baseball days, where 
he was also coached by the 1987 World Series champion.
