LAST TIME OUT: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the Erie SeaWolves,
6-3, in the rubber game in Sunday's series finale at Mirabito Stadium. The
Ponies scored three runs in the ninth on Drake Osborn's RBI single and
Stanley Consuegra's two-run home run. Brandon Sproat took his first
Double-A loss, after striking out six over four innings of three-run baseball.

MORE MOREND: Right-hander Luis Moreno is slated to start for Binghamton
tonight. Moreno is coming off back-to-back scoreless outings. Over his last
two starts, Moreno is 2-0 and has thrown 13 scoreless frames with 11 strike-
outs, while allowing nine hits and five walks. He did not allow a run over a
season-high seven innings with five strikeouts at New Hampshire on July 13
in his last start. This marks Moreno's second-career start against Richmond.
He earned the win with seven strikeouts over six innings of two-run ball
against the Flying Squirrels at Mirabito Stadium on May 26, 2023.

RELIABLE RELIEF: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies bullpen has been electric
since the team's previous 10-game win streak began on July 4. Binghamton
has used 12 different relievers over the last 12 games, and they've com-
bined to go 6-0 with four saves, and a 1.87 ERA over 48.1 innings with 50
strikeouts and just 18 walks.

PARADA PARTY: Mets No. 9 prospect Kevin Parada walked on Sunday

and is now riding a season-long 16-game on-base streak, dating back to
June 27. Parada has drawn a walk in four-straight games. He is slashing
.271/.368/.475/.842 with three home runs, three doubles, seven runs batted
in, and eight walks over his 16-game on-base streak. Over his last seven
games, Parada is hitting .333 with a .975 OPS, two home runs, and five RBIs.

FOREVER YOUNG: Infielder Wyatt Young recorded his 15th multi-hit game of
the season on Sunday, which is tied with Matt Rudick for the second-most
on the team behind Alex Ramirez's 17 multi-hit games. Young had two
multi-hit games in the last series against Erie and is now riding a six-game
on-base streak. Over his last six games, Young is hitting .300 with a .391 OBP,
six hits, two doubles, one run batted in, three runs, and three walks. Young
is tied for 10th in the Eastern League with a .371 OBP.
