Frederick in the first round of the post-season...Bowling Green won the Southern Division First Half title.

State of the BlueClaws...Jersey Shore had won two in a row before their loss on Friday night, the third time this year they’ve lost
a game that they have led in the ninth inning (last was 5/31 vs Frederick)...Overall, the BlueClaws are 2-2 this week and 5-13 in
their last 18 games (since May 30").

Run Run BlueClaws...The BlueClaws are 14-14 stealing bases this week (all 14 since Wednesday)...Nick Biddison and Devin
Saltiban each have three this week while Luis Caicuto, Carter Mathison, and Trent Farquhar have two apiece...Greenville has
allowed 180 stolen bases this year (tied for the most in the league with Hudson Valley) and opponents are successful 84% of the

time, the second worst in the league (Hudson Valley’s opponents are at 85%)...By comparison, the BlueClaws have allowed 88
steals at 75% success.

Luke the Nuke...Luke Davis homered on both Wednesday and Thursday nights, his third and fourth home runs of the season...Since the start of the series last week at Hudson Valley, Davis is
8-29 with two home runs, seven RBIs, and six walks...The 23 year old from Garden Grove, California drew 70 walks in 287 plate appearances last year across the FCL, Clearwater, and Jersey
Shore, and this year has drawn 36 walks in 171 plate appearances...He signed as a non-drafted free agent in 2024.

A Spectacular Debut...Ramon Marquez (Phillies #9 prospect) threw five no-hit innings with six strikeouts on Friday...He has fanned at least six batters in all seven games this year including his
six with Clearwater...Marquez, at 20, is the younget BlueClaw.

Getting Biddy With It...Nick Biddison had two more hits on Friday and is now 14 for his last 46 (since June 5™)...He hit his second home run of the season in the win on Wednesday, a three
run shot, and drove in four runs (the third time in his career he drove in four in a game, the other two coming in 2022 with Rancho Cucamonga in the Dodgers system)...Biddison had two RBI
games on both June 5" and 6™, his first multi-RBI games of the season...Biddison played 19 games with the BlueClaws last year after coming over from the Dodgers on June 27"...He had been
with Double-A Tulsa at the time of the trade.

A Big Debut for Duante...Duante Stuart, who had been playing for the New Jersey Jackals in the Frontier League, had two hits in his BlueClaws debut on Thursday, including an RBI triple in
his first at bat...Stuart, born in the Bahamas, moved to Texas at age 14 and went to The Woodlands High School (same high school to produce former BlueClaws P Kyle Drabek, Paul
Goldschmidt, Jameson Taillon, and NFL WR Danny Amendola), before going to Northwestern State and Mempbhis.

A First...Joel Dragoo, a 7" round pick in 2024 from Presbyterian (SC), hit his first professional home run on Thursday night, a three run shot...Dragoo’s home run came in his 141°** professional
game and 445" career at bat...Dragoo is a native of Beckville, Texas (population 722).

Welcome to the Claws (Hitting)..The BlueClaws added three hitters to the roster on Thursday:
. IF Brandon Lewis — Was hitting .347 with York in the Atlantic League, adding 19 home runs and 59 RBIs in 44 games, leading the league in home runs, RBIs, slugging
percentage (.776), runs (47), and total bases (132)...He was originally drafted by the Dodgers in the 4" round in 2019 from UC-Irvine and played as high as Double-A (2022-
2024)...Also spent last year with York...Is 1-8 in two games with a double and an RBI.

. IF/OF Tyler Miller - Was hitting .310 with Lancaster in the Atlantic League after playing last year in Double-A with the Red Sox in Portland, where he hit .201 with eight
home runs...Was a 9" round pick of the Red Sox in 2021 from Auburn...Is 1-6 in two games with an RBI.
. IF Duante Stuart — Was hitting .363 in 31 games with the New Jersey Jackals in the Frontier League, adding six home runs...He played in 2025 in the American Association

with Lake Country (Oconomowoc, WI) and in 2024 with the Oakland Ballers in the Pioneer League...Is 2-7 in two games with a triple and an RBI.

Driving to ShoreTown...Greenville comes north for the week, the lone meetings between the teams this year (Greenville took five

Going Deep...BlueClaws starters have thrown six innings in a game nine times this year — once by Sam Highfill on June 9% at Hudson Valley, five by Reese Dutton (including June 13" at Hudson Valley) and three by Ryan Dromboski (including May 26" vs Frederick)...The last

BlueClaw to throw seven innings in a game was Braydon Tucker on September 7, 2024 at Aberdeen.

Don’t Even Think About It...Kodey Shojinaga is 13-40 throwing out potential base-stealers this year...He threw out two Frederick runners on May 31 and three Hudson Valley runners on April 29" (he nailed 32% of runners last year, 25-79)...Since the BlueClaws became a
High-A affiliate in 2021, he is the fourth catcher to throw out three base-stealers in a game (Kehden Hettiger in 2025, Jordan Dissin in 2024, Arturo De Freitas in 2023), though Shojinaga is the only one to go a perfect 3 for 3.
