K'S ON K'S The Sea Dogs are averaging 11.05 strikeouts per nine innings, with nine or 
more strikeouts in 12 of their first 15 games, including last night vs. Hartford, and five of 
six games vs. Altoona last week. Eight individual Portland pitchers are averaging more 
than ten strikeouts per nine innings.

BOMBS AWAY! The Sea Dogs hit three home runs in a single game last night for the 
first time this season, with Franklin Arias, Tyler McDonough and Max Ferguson all 
going yard. The Sea Dogs hit three home runs in a game five times during the 2025 
season, last occuring on September 2, 2025.

FRANKLIN IS ON FIRE Franklin Arias hit his fourth home run of the season last night, 
with all of them coming in his last five games played. Arias leads Portland in nearly 
every statistical hitting category, including AVG (.457), On Base Percentage (.545), Hits 
(16), RBI (11), Home Runs (4), and even Hit By Pitch (3).

WALKIN' WILL TURNER Will Turner's 16th walk of this season last night broke a tie 
to lead the Eastern League, and is good for second most walks in AA baseball. His on 
base percentage of 0.469 is second on the team behind Franklin Arias. 

DIDN'T SKIP A BEAT Max Ferguson was on the Injured List from 4/8 to 4/16. In his 
first game back, he blasted the Sea Dogs' first grand slam of the season. Ferguson is 
on a seven game hit streak with at least one hit in every game he's played this season, 
including two doubles and three home runs. Ferguson recorded his first multi-hit game 
of the season in Sunday's finale, with two singles and an RBI, and his second multi-hit 
game of the season last night, with a double and a two-run home run.

HARTFORD RUNDOWN  Hartford won just one of five games against the Richmond 
Flying Squirrels (12-2) in last week's series, with Sunday's finale canceled due to 
weather. Extra bases have come often for the Yard Goats, trailing only Richmond with 
38 doubles on the year. Their offense is led by Bryant Betancourt with four home runs 
this season. Andy Perez has eight doubles, tied for first in AA, and Aidan Longwell has 
seven of his own.

THIS DAY IN SEA DOGS HISTORY April 22, 2013 – John Lackey made a MLB rehab 
appearance, tossing 3.2 scoreless (3 hits, 5 SO) in Portland’s 8-2 win over the B-Mets 
at Hadlock Field...The Sea Dogs scored seven unearned runs, thanks to 5 Binghamton 
errors.

ON THE MOUND RHP Blake Wehunt (0-1, 81.00 ERA) returns from the Injured List to 
make his second start for the Sea Dogs this season. Wehunt was the Sea Dogs' opening 
day starter, but only lasted a third of an inning, giving up three runs on two home runs, 
after beginning the season as the Red Sox' no.21 ranked prospect according to MLB.
com. In 2025, Wehunt posted a 5.68 ERA in 63.1 innings pitched with 76 strikeouts in 
17 games (16 starts).

Manager - Chad Epperson
Manager Chad Epperson will lead the team in his fourth season in Port-
land. In 2024, he led the Sea Dogs to a 78-60 record, the best record 
in the Northeast Division of the Eastern League, and third best in the 
league. In his fourth season with the team, he is tied for the longest 
serving manager in Sea Dogs history with Arnie Beyeler who managed 
Portland for four seasons from 2007 to 2010. Before managing the Sea 
Dogs, Epperson spent 12 seasons as the Red Sox Catching Coordina-
tor. 

Pitching Coach - Juan Rivera
Juan Rivera also returns to the Sea Dogs coaching staff as a pitching 
coach for his second season. In 2025, Rivera helped guide a Port-
land pitching staff that recorded 1,435 strikeouts, the second-most in 
the Eastern League, while posting a 3.65 team ERA, the fourth-best 
mark in the league. Rivera spent the previous three seasons as the 
Salem Red Sox’ pitching coach, where he led the staff to a 3.61 ERA, 
the fourth-best in Single-A. A graduate of Eastern Nazarene College, 
Rivera has been part of the Boston Red Sox organization since 2022, 
serving as a Development Coach with Salem before joining the Sea 
Dogs coaching staff.

Hitting Coach - Trevor Burmeister
Trevor Burmeister joins the Sea Dogs coaching staff as hitting coach 
after spending the previous five seasons in the Colorado Rockies 
organization. A Wisconsin native from Verona, Burmeister began his 
coaching career immediately following his collegiate playing career at 
the University of Wisconsin–La Crosse, where he spent two seasons 
on the coaching staff. He then served one season at the University of 
Minnesota Duluth, where the offense ranked third nationally in NCAA 
Division II with a .352 team batting average and second in the nation 
with 102 home runs. Burmeister later returned to his alma mater, 
Madison College (NJCAA), spending three seasons under head coach 
Mike Davenport. During his time there, he was named the 2019 NJCAA 
Assistant Coach of the Year by the American Baseball Coaches Asso-
ciation and Baseball America. During the offseason, Burmeister resides 
in Black Earth, Wisconsin.

Defensive Coach - Kyle Sasala
Kyle Sasala enters his third season on the Portland staff after a highly 
successful tenure at Grove City College, where he served as Associ-
ate Head Coach from 2016 to 2023. During his time with the Wolver-
ines, Sasala played a key role in the program’s rise, highlighted by a 
school-record 30-win season in 2023 and a 16–4 conference mark. 
He also helped guide Grove City to a then-record 28 victories in 2019 
alongside head coach Matt Royer. Sasala later stepped in as interim 
head coach for the Eastern College Athletic Conference Division III 
Championship Tournament, leading the Wolverines to a runner-up 
finish.

Athletic Trainer - Kelsey Branstetter
Kelsey Branstetter joins the staff as Portland’s Athletic Trainer, her first 
year with the Sea Dogs and second season in the Red Sox organiza-
tion. She spent last season as the Athletic Trainer for the Greenville 
Drive (High-A) and served in the same role for Triple-A Louisville 
(Cincinnati Reds) from 2023-2024. Branstetter graduated from Middle 
Tennessee State University, where she played four years of soccer. 
Following her undergraduate studies, Branstetter obtained a master's 
degree from Wichita State University.

Strength and Conditioning Coach - Jonah Mondloch
Strength and Conditioning Coach Jonah Mondloch returns to the staff 
for his second season in Portland and his third year in the Red Sox 
organization. He previously served as an Assistant Rehab Strength and 
Conditioning Coach, where he supported the strength and conditioning 
programs for players returning to the field. In that role, he collaborat-
ed closely with Major League sports performance and on-field staff to 
ensure the highest level of care for injured athletes.
