MEN OF STEAL

Over the last three seasons, Jacksonville ranked 23rd, 21st
and 29th, respectively, in Triple-A in stolen bases. The club's
254 this season not only lead the entire level, but they rank
seventh in all of Minor League Baseball. Of the top 24 MiLB
teams in steals, only two are Triple-A or Double-A teams
(Jacksonville & Nashville, 242, 10th). The Jumbo Shrimp's
254 steals are the most in a campaign for any Jacksonville
team in the club's Double-A/Triple-A era (1962-present).
No Jacksonville club has finished in the top five in their
respective level in steals since at least 2005.

LESS IS MORE

Jacksonville has allowed the fewest hits (892) in Triple-A
this season, a robust 36 knocks better than second-place
Durham. The Jumbo Shrimp have posted a level-best .224
batting average against and 7.4 H/9 mark, respectively, and
done so mainly limiting hard contact. Opponents' average
exit velocity of 86.9 miles per hour is the third-best in
Triple-A, and Jacksonville has yielded the second-fewest
barrels (167) and tied for the sixth-fewest homers (118).

BE STILL, MY BEATING START

In 2024, Jacksonville shattered the city's previous Double-A/
Triple-A era (1962-present) record of 20 different starting
pitchers over the course of the season and used 28 different
starters in 149 games. Meanwhile, through 124 games this
season, the Jumbo Shrimp have already tied that record by
using 28 different starting pitchers. Perhaps unsurprisingly,
Jacksonwville starting pitchers have totaled just 491.2 innings
(3.9 per start) this season, the fifth-fewest in Triple-A. That
said, their 3.81 starters' ERA ranks second at the level.

FOR IT'S ONE, TWO, THREE STRIKES, YOU'RE OUT
The Jumbo Shrimp have recorded double-digit strikeouts

in 11 of the 17 games the club has played since August

5. During this stretch, Jacksonville has racked up 175
punchouts (10.3 per game), the second-most in Triple-A. Six
of the club's top 20 strikeout games this season have come
in the last 17 games.

YOUTH IS SERVED

Among position players, on the club's active roster, only four
Jumbo Shrimp (Jacob Berry, Deyvison De Los Santos, Joe
Mack and Jack Winker) have played in more than half of
Jacksonville's 122 games thus far in 2025. The other eight
non-rehabbers have combined for a total of just 157 games
in Triple-A this season. Five of those eight players have been
called up from Double-A Pensacola since August 2, and
none of the five have tallied more than 16 games with the
Jumbo Shrimp.
