FRES-NOTES

CLOSING TIME: The Grizzlies have been at their best when the game is on the line. Fresno
has outscored opponents 36-22 in the ninth inning and 42-26 when including exira innings.
No inning has produced more late drama for the Grizzlies, who continue to find ways to
generate offense in the final frames.

PUNCHOUTS AND PROGRESS: Fresno pitchers have struck out 27 Lake Elsinore hitters
in 27 innings this season, averaging one strikeout per inning. Angel Jimenez (6 K in 5.0 IP),

Ethan Cole (6 K in 6.0 IP) and Brady Parker (5 K in 2.2 IP) have led the swing-and-miss effort.

KEEPING PACE WITH THE LEAGUE’S FASTEST CLUB: Lake Elsinore leads the California
League with 153 stolen bases, but Fresno has limited the Storm to nine steals in the first three
meetings. The Grizzlies have also erased four runners on the bases, helping neutralize one of
the league’s most dangerous running games.

FREE PASSES CREATE PRESSURE: The Grizzlies have drawn 15 walks in the series and
own a .360 on-base percentage against the Storm. Matt Klein (4 walks), Clayton Gray (2),
Luis Mendez (2), Carlos Renzullo (2) and Tanner Thach (2) have helped Fresno manufacture
offense even when hits have been harder to find.

FINDING HOLES IN THE FORECAST: While Lake Elsinore owns the California League’s
top ERA, several Grizzlies have enjoyed success against Storm pitching. Clayton Gray (.375,
1.250 OPS), Tanner Thach (.300, 1.162 OPS), Luis Mendez (.400, 1.100 OPS) and Cameron
Nelson (1.400 OPS) have all posted OPS marks north of 1.000 against Lake Elsinore this

season.
