The Round Rock Express and Oklahoma City
Comets (Los Angeles Dodgers) will face off for the
final time this year in game six of their six-game
series at Chickasaw Bricktown Ballpark. First pitch
is set for 3:35 p.m. CT.

COMETS CLINCH THE SERIES

Oklahoma City claimed the series with a 4-3 win on
Saturday night. Round Rock struck first with a trio
of runs in the top of the third. Walks from 3B Richie
Martin, SS Michael Helman and 2B Cody Freeman
set up 1B Blaine Crim’s two-run single. LF Kellen
Strahm later drove a fly ball out to center field,
allowing Freeman to tag up and score to make
it a 3-0 E-Train advantage. In the bottom of the
frame, Oklahoma City 1B Kody Hoese got aboard
on a fielding error then SS Alex Freeland sent him
around with a double into left cutting the Comets’
deficit to 3-1. Oklahoma City tied it up in the fourth.
3B Nick Senzel drew a walk then DH Chuckie
Robinson homered to left knotting the ballgame at
three. A pair of E-Train errors allowed the Comets
to grab the lead in the bottom of the sixth. CF
James Outman reached on a 3B Richie Martin
error and advanced when C Hunter Feduccia drew
a walk. Outman later stole third and came home on
C Tucker Barnhart’s errant throw, plating the go-
ahead run at 4-3. The Comets held the Express to
just three hits in the final five innings securing the
series with their 4-3 win on Saturday night.

Round Rock RHP Cory Abbott is slated to make
his seventh start of the year on Sunday afternoon.
Abbott's last start came in Tuesday's series opener
against the Comets. He allowed six earned runs,
two hits and four walks in 1.2 IP. Abbott owns a
8.28 ERA (23 ER/25.0 IP) and a 1-2 record with 30
strikeouts.

BASES JUICED FOR BLAINE

INF Blaine Crim drove two runs in with a bases-
loaded single on Saturday night. Crim is batting
.556 this season with five hits and 13 RBI when the
bases are loaded. In his career with Round Rock,
he's batting .429 (15-35) with 45 RBI which ties
Brett Nicholas for second in franchise history when
the bases are juiced.

DUSTIN DOES IT ALL

OF Dustin Harris recorded his seventh multi-hit
game after going 2-for-5 on Saturday night. Harris
now has seven multi-hit games and is tied for the
team’s most hits (20) in June. He's tied for sixth in
the PCL with 17 stolen bases and leads the league
with eight this month. Harris has been perfect in
the outfield converting all 18 total chances into
putouts, 11 of which have come this month.

CLOSER THAN THEY APPEAR

On Saturday night, the Express fell to the Comets
by a run for the fourth time this year. Seven of
Round Rock’s games against Oklahoma City have
been decided by one run, despite being outscored
121-80 in 17 total contests this year.

LOOKING AHEAD

Through the first half, the Express will have played
51 of their 75 games against opponents with a
winning record, which is the most of any PCL club.
64% of Round Rock’s matchups are slated to be
against teams at .500 or worse in the second half.
