GAME INFORMATION

JORGE POLANCO REHAB: New York Mets 1B Jorge Polanco, who is on the Mets' 10-day injured list

will begin his rehab assignment with Binghamton. The 32-year old signed with the Mets this past
offseason for two years, $40 million. The 32-year-old was placed on the IL (right wrist contusion) on
April 18, after playing in 14 games for the Mets. Polanco is primarily nursing left Achilles bursitis,
but initially played through it, before his IL stint. Polanco is a career .262 hitter in the bigs, playing in
1,102 games. He has 1,073 hits in that span. Polanco helped lead the Seattle Mariners to the 2025
American League Championship Series. Polanco was an All-Star in 2019 with the Minnesota Twins,
hitting .295 with 22 HR and 79 RBIs. From San Pedro de Macoris, Dominican Republic, Polanco
signed with the Minnesota Twins as an IFA on July 6, 2009 and made his MLB debut in 2014 at the
age of 20.

.MAY 26, PORTLAND 7, BINGHAMTON 3 [F/10): The Binghamton Rumble Ponies dropped the series opener
to the Portland Sea Wolves in extra-innings. The Sea Dogs scored four runs in the top of the tenth
inning behind three extra base hits to seal the win. JT Schwartz clobbered his third homer of the
year followed by a Chris Suero RBI double in the third inning to give Binghamton a 2-1 lead. The Po-
nies led from the fifth to eighth inning before Portland tied the game. Jonathan Santucci struck out
seven batters across 4.2 innings and Max Green dazzled over 2.2 scoreless innings and just allowed
one hit. Binghamton is now 3-1 in extra-inning games.

POWER SURGE: On the road trip Binghamton entered a power surge unloading 17 home runs and
nine against Richmond. The Rumble Ponies entered the road trip with 17 home runs and after
Schwartz homered last night they have hit 18 over their last 13 games. Nick Lorusso led the offense
14-for-46 (.304), with six home runs and nine RBIs, and homers in three straight games to cap off
the series. Against Richmond, Schwartz hit two home runs, as D'Andre Smith, Eli Serrano Ill and Jose
Ramos all tallied a homer against the Flying Squirrels.

AUSTIN AWAITS: RHP Channing Austin has been promoted to Double-A Binghamton after dazzling
in High-A Brooklyn to begin 2026 and will make his season debut this morning. Over his eight starts
in Brooklyn, Austin went 2-1 with a 1.17 ERA (3rd in MiLB) across 38.1 IP. He just allowed five earned
runs and struck out 48 batters while walking 22. Opponents hit .150 off of Austin. The 24-year old
spent 2025 with St. Lucie and Brooklyn pitching in 21 games and starting 11 with a 4.38 ERA. Austin
went to the University of Southern California and played with IF D'’Andre Smith (2022) and RHP Will
Watson (2024). Austin signed as a UDFA with the Mets in July 2024 following his college career. He
began his college career at the University of Virginia, pitching in two games for the Cavaliers in 2021.
REIMER REASON: INF Jacob Reimer, the Mets' No. 4 prospect is 10-for-37 (270 AVG) with a 2 HR, and
4 2B and 9 BB over his last 10 games. Reimer tallied four hits against Richmond (2 2Bs, 6 BB). He
chalked up a (3-for-3, 2 R, 2 2B, HR, 4 RBI) performance on Sunday, May 17 against Somerset. He has
six multi hit games over his last 16 games and seven all year. Reimer is T-5 in the Eastern League with
12 2Bs. Reimer is hitting .221 through his first 37 games (11 RBIs, 12 2Bs, 4 HR). Last season, Reimer
hit.282 with 17 HR and 77 RBIs across 122 games with High-A Brooklyn and Double-A Binghamton.
L0 KNOWS: INF Nick Lorusso on the two-week road trip went 14-for-46, (304 AVG) 6 HR, 9 RBI,

and three multi-hit games. Lorusso has now blasted six home runs over his last 12 games and has
homered in three of the last four contests. The 25-year held a 13-game on-base streak, until last
night which still leads all players for Binghamton and his nine-game hit streak, which was snapped
on Thursday night was also the longest for any Pony this year. Lorusso is now 13th in the Eastern
League in home runs. This season he is slashing .218/.273/.458/.731 with 8 HR and 19 RBI.

THE RUMBLE PEN: Binghamton's bullpen is 13-7 on the season, after RHP Dan Hammer (1-0) recorded
the win on Sunday. They hold a 4.13 ERA across 198.1 innings and have combined for 258 strikeouts,
while the starters are 3-23, with a 5.80 ERA. Over the last 33.1 innings the bullpen has allowed 19
earned runs. Some highlights are LHP Max Green, who has thrown 7.2 scoreless innings across
three appearances (8 SO, 2 BB, 3 H), LHP Felipe De La Cruz, who holds a 1.98 ERA over 13.2 innings
pitched, RHP Saul Garcia, who has 10 SO over his last 7.0 innings pitched and Hammer, who has
gone scoreless over his first 3.2 innings in Binghamton with 6 SO and just two hits allowed.

Collins also played in the
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.

-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia

in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.
