Last Night: Lugnuts 4, Loons 1. Zane Taylor whiffed nine Loons in 7 2/3 innings, allowing only a pair of infield singles in the bottom of the 6th, and Ali Camarillo’s two-run 
double and Devin Taylor’s two-run homer, occurring in rapid succession in the third inning, supplied the necessary offense for Lansing’s first win in the series.

Another Year Wiser: Yesterday’s starter, Zane Taylor, turned 24 years old on Monday, while tonight’s starter, Ryan Magdic, turned 26 
years old yesterday. The Nuts’ next birthday will see Ben Newton turn 24 on June 10, next Wednesday.

Tight at the Top: With the Loons’ loss last night and a Dayton victory at West Michigan, Great Lakes’ lead atop the MWL East Division 
is down to one game. The first half will come to a close on June 18; Lansing has 12 games remaining while Great Lakes has 14 games 
remaining.

Prospecting: The Nuts’ roster has four players on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of Athletics prospects: No. 8 (Devin Taylor), No. 16 
(Steven Echavarria), No. 19 (Zane Taylor) and No. 24 (Nate Nankil). Baseball America’s recent re-ranking of A’s prospects puts Devin 
Taylor at No. 10, Echavarria at No. 16, Zane Taylor at No. 18 and Nathan Dettmer at No. 21.

The Next Big League Nut: The A’s promoted right-hander Kade Morris (2024 Lugnut) to the Major Leagues on Tuesday and announced 
that they will start him tomorrow night in Houston; he will become the 205th all-time Lugnut to reach the Majors and the fifth this season 
(Daniel Susac, Eduardo Rivera, Henry Bolte, Gage Jump).

Depth Perception: Lugnuts starting pitchers have worked 266 innings this season, which ranks 1st in the Midwest League and 5th 
among all Minor League Baseball teams, while the Nuts’ 4.93 average innings pitched (let’s just round up to 5.0, right?) is the highest in 
MiLB. The Mariners lead the Majors, averaging 5 2/3 innings per start, while the Loons’ parent club, the Dodgers, are in 2nd. With Taylor 
going one out shy of eight innings last night, Lansing starters have now worked at least six innings in a game on 14 different occasions: 
Steven Echavarria 3, Nathan Dettmer 3, Zane Taylor 3, Tzu-Chen Sha 2, Samuel Dutton 2, Jackson Finley 1.

Roll Call: Lansing has used 38 different players this season, including 21 pitchers (excluding position player pitching Gunner Gould-
smith’s scoreless inning) and 17 position players. Only Devin Taylor has taken part in all 54 games, a mark that leads all of High-A.

Speaking of Devin Taylor: The Indiana Hoosier leads the Midwest League with six outfield assists and ranks 2nd in Minor League 
Baseball in seeing pitches outside the zone (467 in 239 PAs, an average of 1.95 balls per plate appearance). Taylor has received 1044 
pitches overall (4.368/PA), leading all of Single-A, High-A and Double-A.

Two for the Price of One: The Lugnuts have turned 65 double plays (in 54 games), which leads Minor League Baseball (2nd - OKC 
Comets - 61 in 59 games; El Paso Chihuahas - 61 in 60 games) and Major League Baseball (1st - SF Giants, 63 in 63 games).

Cooperstown Bound: An original 1996 Lugnut as a member of the very first Lugnuts lineup on April 5, 1996, Carlos Beltrán went to be 
voted 1999 American League Rookie of the Year, was named a nine-time All-Star, and won three Gold Gloves, two Silver Sluggers, the 
Roberto Clemente Humanitarian Award, and the 2017 World Series during a 20-year MLB career. On July 27, Beltrán will be inducted 
into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown.

In a Nutshell: Made his Lugnuts debut on July 30, 2025, becoming the 973rd all-time Lansing Lugnuts player...

up the 2026 season in the Lugnuts’ bullpen before receiving a spot start May 15 when Kyle Robinson was traded 
to Pittsburgh for Alika Williams. 

Last Time Out: In his third straight start, Magdic twirled an efficient 5 2/3 innings in just 63 pitches (50 strikes), 
fanning 8 Whitecaps while allowing four hits, no walks, and two runs... but the Nuts lost, 4-2.

College Days: Two-way standout... played at Cisco College 2020-21, transferred to Cochise College, sat out 2022 and spent 2023 slugging at Division II Florida Southern (CSC Academic 
All-District), graduating with a degree in accounting... transferred to Mizzou as a grad student and converted to full-time pitching, posting 1-3 record with 4.63 ERA, 14 G, 4 GS, 35 IP, 11 BB, 
37 K... notable Missouri Tigers include Max Scherzer, Ian Kinzler, Kameron Misner, and former Lugnut Luke Mann... signed for $35,000 as the first pick in the 14th round of the 2024 draft.
