 RIDGEYAKS THROUGH NINE: Salem started the 2026 season off strong by going 7-2 over their 

opening nine game home stand. Salem scored 62 runs in the nine games (6.89 runs per game) and 

were .264 as a club with five homers and 23 stolen bases. Pitching wise Salem posted a 3.11 ERA 

over the first nine games with 102 strikeouts and just one home run allowed 
 

 SALEM’S LAST 21: You can compare those numbers through nine to the RidgeYaks last 21 games.  

The RidgeYaks are 6-15 over their last 21 and Since April 14, Salem is hitting .205 (fourth lowest in 

Single-A ahead of Dunedin, Wilson, and Palm Beach), scored 106 runs (5.04 runs per game), with a 

.323 OBP and 139 hits (fourth lowest in Single-A since April 14). On the pitching side, the Yaks have 

dealt to a 5.44 ERA over the last 21 with 25 home runs allowed. Salem’s six wins since April 14 is the 

lowest mark in all of Single-A and tied for the fourth fewest in all of Minor League Baseball, ahead 

of the Asheville Tourists (5-16), San Antonio Missions (5-16), and Brooklyn Cyclones (5-15). 
 

 TIMELY HITTING: Last night, Salem left 14 runners on base for the first time this season, marking a 

new single-game high in runners left aboard. The last time Salem stranded 14 or more runners in a 

home game was April 23, 2022 against Charleston. Through the first three games of this series, 

Salem is batting 5-for-35 (.143) with runners in scoring position and has left 29 runners on base. 

Since the calendar flipped to May, the RidgeYaks are 7-for-55 (.127) with runners in scoring position 

over their last six games and have stranded 53 runners overall. 
 

 OZZIE TOSSED: Last night, field manager Ozzie Chavez was ejected in the bottom of the first 

inning after arguing with home plate umpire Kyran Bacchus over a ball that hit batter Kleyver 

Salazar and was ruled a foul ball. The ejection marked the second time this season a RidgeYaks 

member has been tossed and was Chavez’s second career ejection as Salem’s manager. Chavez was 

previously ejected on June 7, 2025 against Lynchburg after arguing a ball that hit off the batter in a 

dropped third-strike attempt. 
 

 FERMIN FINDING WAYS: Outfielder Anderson Fermin arrived in Salem last August, and after a 

rocky start to his Single-A career last season, reaching base via just one hit in 25 at-bats. The 

Dominican Republic native is finding unconventional ways to reach in 2026. Fermin has reached 

base in 17 of the 18 games he has seen an at-bat in this year. Despite hitting .200 at the plate, 

Fermin holds a team best .500 on-base percentage and is second on the team with 17 walks.  
 

 RIDGEYAK SPEEDSTERS: Through the first 30 games of the season, Salem has swiped 64 bases 

and been thrown out just 18 times (78.0 SB%). For context, after 30 games last season, Salem had 

just 21 stolen bases.  
 

 SERIES OPENERS: Salem has now won the series opener in five of its six series this season. The 

RidgeYaks have outscored opponents 50-19 in their six series openers this season. Three of Salem’s 

seven total double-digit scoring games of the season have come in series openers. In fact, Salem’s 

45 runs on Tuesday’s this season is second best in all of Minor League Baseball trailing just the 

Louisville Bats (49). 

 

 HEYMAN HEATING UP: Over his last eight games since April 28, catcher Luke Heyman has 

blasted three home runs to go with 7 RBI and a .918 OPS. Heyman is one of eight Carolina League 

players to have belted three home runs since April 28.  
 

 

 ORTIZ ON BASE: Infielder D’Angelo Ortiz snapped a team best 15-game on-base streak last week. 

Dating back to last season, Ortiz has successfully reached in 25 of his last 29 games. Since August 

29, 2025, Ortiz is 30-for-100 (.300) with a .366 on-base percentage. The .300 average is sixth best in 

the Carolina League over that stretch, trailing Caden Bodine (CHS, .402), Jose Escobar (MB, .347), 

Cooper Flemming (CHS, .344), Robert Arias (HC, .323), and Yeremy Cabrera (FBG, .313).

The new mascot, named Mac the Yak, takes inspiration from McAfee Knob, 

one of the region’s most iconic natural landmarks, linking the team’s identity not only to 

athletic grit, but to local heritage, outdoor adventure, and mountain pride.
