SETTING THE SCENE: The Cardinals play the 3rd
game of a 6-game series tonight at Wichita
(Twins) ... is the 4th of 24 games in the season
series between the North Division foes and 1st
of two visits to Equity Bank Park for the Cards
this season.

MASON ON MOUND: LHP Mason Molina makes his
3rd start of the season for Springfield tonight ...
among Cardinals qualified pitchers, leads the
team in ERA and WHIP ... struck out a season-
high 8 batters over 5.0 IP in his last start, 4/11
vs. Tulsa ... allowed 4 runs on 6 hits.

THE WICKED WICH: Springfield went 11-13 in the
season series with the Wind Surge in 2025 and
compiled a 4-8 record in games played in
Wichita after losing 4-of-6 in both road series at
Equity Bank Park ... Springfield’s last won a
series in The ICT May 28-June 2, 2024 (5-1).

ABOUT LAST NIGHT: Springfield’s bats broke out for
10 runs on 11 hits over the first 4 innings and
the Cards held on for a 10-7 win on Thursday
night ... four Springbirds posted multi-hit games,
including OF Chase Davis, who doubled and hit
a solo homer ... Springdfield also totaled 6 steals
in the contest ... RHP Ryan Murphy pitched a
perfect 9th inning to record his first career save.

STREAK STOPPERS: Thursday’s win snapped the
Cardinals’ losing streak at 7 games ... the skid
eclipsed the club’s longest of 2025 (6) ... was the
longest since the Cards dropped 8 in-a-row in
2024 (June 9-18).

BANK ON CHASE: OF Chase Davis’ home run on
Thursday was his 3rd of the season ... upped his
team-best OPS to .981 ... ranks atop the Texas
League with 13 walks and his .444 OBP is 4th.

HAVE A DAY: OF Miguel Ugueto totaled 4 hits on
Wednesday including his 1st home run of the
season ... was Springfield’s first 4-hit game of
the season and Ugueto’s first career 4-hit game
at the Double-A level ... was his 3rd 4-hit game
overall and first since 2024 in High-A with
Greenville in the Boston organization ... he leads
the Cardinals with a .361 average.
