•	 LET's get it started: Having posted a season-high 19 hits last 

night in a big win, the GreenJackets entrust the ball to Kendy Rich-
ard with a shot to extend the win streak to five.

•	 The Pen Is Mightier: Augusta's relievers are on a roll as of late, 
having worked 11.2 consecutive scoreless innings dating back to 
last Thursday. Juan Sanchez is the only arm to throw twice in that 
time, with 11 total pitchers having tossed during the streak.

•	 RANK 'EM: Five players from MLB Pipeline's Top 30 Braves 
Prospects are currently on Augusta's roster, as of the midseason 
update. The highest regarded is #1 prospect LHP Cam Caminiti, 
along with INF John Gil (#15), OF Luis Guanipa (#22), RHP Ethan 
Bagwell (#29), and RHP Rayven Antonio (#30).

•	 New Blood: The first wave of players from the Braves' 2025 Draft 
class have arrived in Augusta, with Cody Miller and Dixon Williams 
headlining the position player side while three rookie arms have 
joined the bullpen this week.

•	 YEAR TO YEAR GAINS: After a league-worst 49-80 record last year 
where Augusta set organizational lows in a number of offensive 
categories, Wynston Sawyer's squad has improved dramatically 
this year. The Jackets eclipsed last year's win total on July 31st, 
and numbers are up across the board on both sides of the ball.

•	 BRING EM HOME: Augusta has seen its team average with run-
ners in scoring position rise over the last two weeks, up to .243 af-
ter falling below .225 at the middle of July. The Jackets were 31-94 
over the team's 10-game homestand, and 10-29 this series.

•	 STRONG START: The Jackets' starting pitchers have been rock 
solid as of late, especially at home. Augusta has allowed just 16 
earned runs in 78.2 innings pitched in their last 16 games at SRP 
Park, and have won 11 of 16.

•	 Next time out: Jeremy Reyes looks to regain his command 
after walking 11 batters in 11.2 innings across his last three starts. 
He will oppose Ricardo Brizuela, who is a shocking 0-9 in his first 
full season with the Cannon Ballers.
