CAPE COD CONNECTION: Both starting pitchers tonight in Christian Foutch (Salem) and Aidan
Major (Hill City), pitched for the Wareham Gatemen of the Cape Cod Baseball League. Though they
did not overlap, Foutch threw in two games for Manager Ryan Smyth’s team in 2024 while Major
made six starts during the 2023 season for Wareham.

OPATA ON THE PATHS: Outfielder Andrews Opata leads the team with 19 stolen bases on the
season. The first year player has been thrown out just three times, good for an 86% stolen base
percentage. Opata enters play fourth in the Carolina League in stolen bases and sixth in all of
Single-A in stolen bases. With one more stolen base, Opata would become just the third Salem
player since 2004 to steal 20 bases before June 1. Joining an exclusive list of Ahbram Liendo (2023)
and Yoan Moncada (2016).

EXTRAORDINARY ENDDY: Outfielder Enddy Azocar was named the Carolina League Player of
the Week for his performance last week. In five games at Fredericksburg, Azocar slashed .429 (9-
for-21) with three doubles, a home run, and four RBI. In Sunday’s series finale, he tied a career high
with a four-hit game. Azocar has recorded a hit in six of his last seven games and over his last 10
contests since May 5 is batting .333 with seven extra-base hits, five RBI, and a .975 OPS.

AZOCAR AMONG LEAGUE LEADERS: Enddy Azocar enters play tonight ranked among the
Carolina League top-15 in eight different offensive categories.

SKYLAR SOARING: Since May 9, outfielder Skylar King has been swinging a hot bat. Over his last
six games, King is hitting .333 (8-for-24) with a .385 OBP. He has recorded a hit in nine of his last 11
games and has reached base safely in 10 of his last 12 contests dating back to May 3.

SERIES OPENERS: Salem has now won the series opener in five of its seven series this season. The
RidgeYaks have outscored opponents 50-23 in their seven series openers this season. Three of
Salem’s eight total double-digit scoring games of the season have come in series openers. In fact,
Salem’s 45 runs on Tuesday’s this season is fourth best in Single-A trailing Fresno (60),
Fredericksburg (52), and San Jose (50).

ELECTRIC ILAN: Over his last 8 games since May 3, infielder llan Fernandez has been a beast at
the plate. Hitting .385 (10-for-26) including a four hit performance in the series finale at Wilson
(May 3) for the first time in his career, Fernandez has five extra-base hits over his last 8 games.

ORTIZ ON BASE: Infielder D’Angelo Ortiz snapped a team best 15-game on-base streak two weeks
ago. Dating back to last season, Ortiz has successfully reached in 30 of his last 34 games. Since
August 29, 2025, Ortiz is 36-for-121 (.297) with a .365 on-base percentage.

NUNEZ ON A STREAK: Starlyn Nunez enters this series with Hill City riding a season best eight
game hitting streak. Since May 8, Nunez is hitting a team best .316 going 12-for-38 at the dish over
the hitting streak. Starlyn has hit a pair of home runs with five RBI and five XBH during the streak.
Nunez sits one game shy of the tying the team long streak from this season which is held by
Andrews Opata who safely hit in nine games from April 8 to April 21.

YAK FAGTS

BY THE NUMBERS

Outfielder Andrews Opata has stolen 19
bases on the season which is good for fourth
in the Carolina League and sixth in all of
Single-A.

®  STARLYN WALKS IT OFF: Last Saturday, Starlyn Nunez blasted a walk-off three-run home run
in the bottom of the ninth inning, giving the Yaks their first walk-off win of 2026. Nunez also
recorded Salem’s previous walk-off hit on August 10, 2025, when he delivered a walk-off single
against the Kannapolis Cannon Ballers. The homer snapped a 1,448-day drought since Salem’s
last walk-off home run, hit by Tyler Miller on May 22, 2022 against the Lynchburg Hillcats.

®  BATTLE WITH RIGHTIES: Salem pitchers this season have excelled against right-handed
hitters. Through 39 games, the Salem staff has limited righties to a 195 batting average against,
the lowest mark in all of Single-A and the third-lowest in all of Minor League Baseball. However,
against left-handed hitters, Salem has allowed 21 home runs (21 of the 31total home runs
surrendered this season), while lefties are hitting .242 against the RidgeYaks.

b 4 RIDGEYAK SPEEDSTERS: Through the first 39 games of the season, Salem has swiped 75 bases
and been thrown out 23 times (76.5 SB%). For context, after 39 games last season, Salem had
just 29 stolen bases.

®  STRUGGLES ON THE ROAD: Salem has struggled away from home this season, posting a 5-13
road record. RidgeYaks pitchers own a 5.27 ERA on the road compared to a 4.12 mark at Carilion
Clinic Field. Offensively, Salem has scored just 80 runs in 18 road games (4.4 runs per game), the
third-lowest total in Single-A. By comparison, the RidgeYaks have plated 138 runs in 21 home
games (6.57 runs per game) which is the second most in the Carolina League. Salem is also
batting just .224 on the road compared to .240 at home.

b 4 ROAD GAMES LAST TWO YEARS: Over the last two seasons, Salem is 73-96 on the road, that is
tied for the second lowest win total on the road in all of Single-A baseball since the start of the
2025 season, the only team with fewer road wins is Delmarva at 65-104.

®  NUNEZ IN CENTER: Infielder Starlyn Nunez has been penciled in to play center field 12 times
this season. The Dominican Republic native has appeared in 225 career minor league games
across four seasons, however prior to this season, had never played the outfield before.

®  BITBY THE INJURY BUG: Salem’s roster has slowly been attacked by the injury bug the last
two weeks. The Yaks have placed three guys on the injured list in the last three days alone:

Right-handed batters are hitting.195 against
Salem pitchers this season, the lowest mark in
all of Single-A and the third-lowest batting
average against right-handed hitters in all of
Minor League Baseball.

WHAT IS A RIDGEYAK

The name “RidgeYaks” is a creative and symbolic reflection of the Southwest Virginia
community and carries a double meaning:

Ridge: A tribute to the scenic Blue Ridge Mountains that tower
beyond the outfield wall at Salem Memorial Ballpark, a nod to
the beautiful, rugged landscape that defines the region.

Yak: The name carries two layers of local-flavor meaning. First, “yak”
plays off the slang for kayak, a subtle salute to the region’s love for
kayaking and other outdoor recreation on the area’s waterways.

AYak is also a real animal. The Yak is a long-haired, heavily built bovine
native to high-altitude mountains. The Yak comes to symbolize strength,
resilience, stability, and a hardworking spirit, qualities that resonate with
both the team and the broader Salem community.

The new mascot, named Mac the Yak, takes inspiration from McAfee Knob,
one of the region’s most iconic natural landmarks, linking the team’s identity not only to
athletic grit, but to local heritage, outdoor adventure, and mountain pride.
