The Express earned an 8-7 win over the Aces on
Wednesday. With two outs in the second, Reno put
two aboard and C Aramis Garcia blasted a three-
run homer for a 3-O edge. LF Kellen Strahm belted
his first home run of the year in the top of the third,
putting the E-Train on the board, 3-1. With two on
in the fourth, RF Trevor Hauver gave Round Rock
a 4-3 lead with a three-run homer. Round Rock
plated three in the sixth with RBI singles from 3B
Alan Trejo, 2B Alex De Goti and CF Sam Haggerty,
extending the lead to 7-3. In the seventh, Foscue
recorded a 408-foot home run to left field as the
E-Train lead moved to 8-3. DH René Pinto scorched
his second home run of the series with a two-run
shot in the eighth, cutting Reno’s deficit to 8-5.
The Aces opened the ninth with three consecutive
base hits. 2B lldemaro Vargas doubled, 1B Trey
Mancini singled, then a double from 3B Tristin
English allowed Vargas to score. RF Cristian Pache
grounded out to Trejo as Mancini scored and
brought Reno within one at 8-7 but Round Rock
RHP Daniel Robert shut the door with a three-pitch
strikeout and the Express earned their first road
win of the season.

Round Rock RHP Dane Dunning is coming off his
best start of 2025 after tossing 4.0 innings with
one earned run on April 11 against Oklahoma City.
He walked one and struck out six. The right-hander
issued three walks in each of his first two starts of
the year and had an 11.81 ERA (7 ER/5.1 IP) going
into his third start. Opponents are batting .316
against him this season.

NAIL BITERS

Four of the last six games have been decided by
one run for the E-Train. Twelve of 17 games have
been determined by three runs or less. The Express
have played in three extra-inning affairs (2-1). They
are 2-2 in one run ball games.

STARTERS KEEP IT GOING

Express RHP Adrian Houser earned the first victory
for a Round Rock starting pitcher this year. Express
starters have posted a 3.80 ERA (30 ER/71.0 IP)
which is second in the PCL and they lead the
league in innings pitched. They have a 1.73 GO/AO
ratio which is tops in all of Triple-A and their nine
double plays induced are second.

Round Rock 1B Blaine Crim is tied with Salt Lake 1B
Niko Kavadas for the longest active on-base streak
in the PCL (16). RHP Cole Winn has the longest
scoreless streak in the league (10.2 IP).

In the last 10 games, INF Justin Foscue, 1B Blaine
Crim and OF Trevor Hauver have combined to hit
.333 (40-120) with 10 doubles, five home runs, 17
RBI, 26 runs scored and 17 walks. They are the only
three players with more than nine hits over the last
10 games.
