APRIL 19: SEAWOLVES 3, RUMBLE PONIES 2: Binghamton right-hander Zach Thornton went the dis-
tance, tossing 6.0 innings, which is the longest outing for a Rumble Ponies arm this season. Bing-
hamton took a 2-1 lead after scoring two runs in the home half of the fourth inning highlighted
by a Kevin Parada and Matt Rudick RBI single. Erie took the lead back in the seventh inning and
held on as Binghamton's offense left 11 on base and finished 2-for-14 with runners in scoring
position.

WATSON'S WEDNESDAY: RHP Will Watson, the Mets' No. 10 prospect and No. 4 pitching prospect, is
expected to make his fourth start of the season tonight. Watson has tossed 11.0 innings in his first
three starts holding a 4.09 ERA but allowing just one run in each of his last two starts. On April, 16
against Akron the 23-year-old went 4.0 innings and punched out three batters while not allowing
a walk. Watson looks for his fifth career win tonight and is five strikeouts away from 160 for his
professional career.

ELITE ELI: OF Eli Serrano lll, the Mets' No. 13 prospect, smashed his third triple of the season

last night and later scored. He now has seven extra base which leads all Ponies hitters. He hits

hit a go-ahead two-run single on Saturday at Akron and smashed the first home run of his
Double-A career with a two-run homer in the 6th inning on Friday. He has recorded 12 hits and

7 XBH (one HR, three 3B, three 2B) over his first 12 games at the Double-A level and is slashing
.267/.393/.533/.926. The 22-year-old has recorded at least one hitin 11 of his first 12 games. He
ranked T-3rd-most 2B (21) in the High-A South Atlantic League Last season with High-A Brooklyn.
Serrano was drafted by the New York Mets in the 4th round of the 2024 MLB Draft out of NC State.
WHAT'S EWING DOING?: OF A.J. Ewing, the Mets' No. 3 prospect and MLB Pipeline's No. 85 overall
prospect, has produced a .354 AVG (17-for-48), .483 OBP, .962 OPS, 3 RBI, 11 R, 6 2B, and 9 SB

and has reached base safely in all 12 of his games in 2026 with at least one hitin 11 of them. The
21-year-old currently ranks among Eastern League hitters: SB (T-4th), 2B (T-7th), OBP (6th), AVG
(7th). This marks Ewing's 41st career game at the Double-A level (.343 AVG, .406 OBP, .444 OPS 12
RBI, 13 2B, 21 SB). The Springboro, Ohio, native was a NRI to Mets MLB camp this spring (10 G, .381
AVG, .423 OBP, 1.090 OPS, 6 RBI, 4 R, 3 2B, 4 SB). He was drafted by the Mets in the 4C round of the
2023 MLB Draft (compensatory pick from RHP Jacob deGrom signing with the Texas Rangers).
MARCO POLD: IF Marco Vargas, the Mets' No. 20 prospect collected his third multi-hit game of the
season last night against Erie and chalked up his first Double-A double. Vargas has reached base
safely in six-straight games going 5-for-21 (.238 AVG) with 2 RBl and 6 BB in that stretch. Vargas
holds a.306 OBP through his first 13 games. In 2025 for Single-A St. Lucie and High-A Brooklyn
over 108 games (.258 AVG, .352 OBP, .323 SLG, .675 OPS.).

POWER WALK: C Chris Suero, the Mets' No. 15 prospect, has displayed his power and ability to
draw walks in 2026. Suero has clubbed three home runs and one triple (.526 SLG) and has drawn
14 walks (.426 OBP) over his first 12 games of the season. The 22-year-old ranks third among the
Eastern League in walks. Suero combined to hit 16 HR in 2025 across High-A Brooklyn (13) and
Double-A Binghamton (3) and he combined to draw 70 walks (41 in High-A and 29 in Double-A).
PONIES FULLY LOADED: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies were ranked as the 10th most-loaded roster
in Minor League Baseball by MLB Pipeline. Based on the list, Binghamton has the most pros-
pect-packed roster in the Eastern League and the fourth-most loaded in Double-A. Binghamton's
roster featured 10 of the New York Mets top 30 prospects, seven of the top 15 prospects, and four
of the top 10 prospects in the organization. OF A.J. Ewing (No. 88) is the lone top 100 prospect.
SCOUTING THE SEA: The Erie Seawolves have two top thirty prospects in the Tigers organization
including infielder Izaac Pacheco (No. 21), and shortstop John Peck (No. 15). Erie has these top
prospects on the seven day IL: ( Catcher, Thayron Liranzo, No. 7, LHP Andrew Sears, No.10, RHP
Jaden Hamm No. 22). Erie's Southwest championship roster was headlined by shortstop Kevin
McGonigle who signed an eight-year, $150 million dollar contract extension with Detroit, and
2023 first-round pick Max Clark who is hitting .351 for the Toledo Mud Hens (AAA).

-Collins worked in the San Die(rz?o Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17),
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17.

-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended.
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.

-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.

-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia

in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.
